Itis during the enrlier struggles against
majorities and prejudices that the advocstes of
an owsmn:lml ean best g:\e their reasous for
what the} are daing ; but when they approsch
the period that gives tokens of succese, mmule-
tudes throng their ranks and de signing men un-
der eover of allies seek to divert the publie mind
from the channels it has been wont to follow,—
Such is the condition in whieh the advocntes of
slavery restriotion find themselves st the pres-
ent day. Some of the more srdent supporters
of the party claim nexrly every free State for
the Republicans, while the champion of Popu-
lar Sovereignty s announced by the Democratie
press as the candidate for the Presidency, with
positive assurnnces of successful support.

Same who are partially mitiated (as well as
enemies in diaguine) among the Republicans,
advocate a union of all the forees in ender toin-
sure the overthrow of the National Adminis-
traton, while at the same time the friends of
Douglas elamaor for Northem support on pre-
cisely the same grounds. Now nothing ismore
certain than that such incongruoos nprcsrntu—
tium are eminently calsulsted to mulead, for

e purposes of the two prrties are as divergent
as t o poles. Douglasis st war with the Pres-
ident only en a single issue, significant for its
extremely tyminnie % character, while he is at
pesce with slavery and all its unperiogs de-
mands, He would allow it to becoms universal
witheug iaterposing the weight of » feather to
resipt I 0n the other hand, Republicans are
&t war wilh slavery everywhern within the juris-
diclion of the genieral Government. They wo'd
interpose every obatacle to its progress and root
it out from every inch of territory now under
Federal anthority

Douglas would use the patropage of the pov-
ernment for slavery.  Republicans for fresdom.
Donglas sanctions the Dred Scott decision. Re-
publicans re]:l.uﬁnle it. Douglus opened the
whole northwoest to slavery. Republiewns would
shut it oot without 'l'j,nn] to Iatitude or longi-
tade. How then, with views s0 much ot vari-
ance, is it possible for Republicans to tnke oven
s middle ground in the faee of their avowed doc-
trines; or what policy can it be simply to oppose
the Admiuvistration, when that position is al-
reaily occupied by a panty ealling itself Demo-
cratic without the slightest affinity for Repub-
licanism! Can such advice come from those
who are frue to freedom ! or is it the language
of deception snd intrigne !

But 1t does uot follow that because the free
Statew are 3 umit agsinst the presest Adminis-
tration, they are not otherwise divided. Ther
are, on the contrary, widely separated. The
issues between the parties are as diverse and
distinet as light from darkness—an liberty from
slavery—and it ia only by the efforts of cormupt
politicians snd over-sanguine friends that so
much confusion in the minds of the uninformed
has at any tines existed.  Neither party is ax-
pected toyiold its position. Hepublicans never.
They [nun been lony in the fizld and fought val-
umtly for priuciples, not for power  Their
maasures commend themselves to the confidenes
of the people, and aze now popular. The pany
i= conservative because 1t seeks to save a pov-
ernment from the hands of spoilers, and restore
it 10 its original purity. It is at the same time
progreasive in its endeavors Lo remove the prac-
ticen of a barbarous age and substitute the hfe
giving principle of free labor, renovafing and
breathing » new Hfe of wigor through all the
commereml and social fubric. It affords the
only check to the Slave Power, and now eon-
fronts its dangerous advanees with a resisting
force which 1s felt and acknowledged by the
Slaveholders. It in, besides, the most effective
organization of the intelligense of the free States.
Letno oune, therefore, dure to compromise or
tamper in any way with its principles or chunge
its porposes.  Lef no one attempt to bribe by
the offer of place or power. Moreover ane ini-
portant duty remains and will remain to the last.
Guard the out posts, Letno enemy in disguise
come within the line. From thie time for
we shall have speeiil need fo B on gur guard
and witehfal, for our Yorders ase enlarged, and
men, false to truth freedom, whose only object
is to obtain place and power, will be conutantly
falling into the rank. *Eternal vigilance is the
price of Liberty.”

Beware
of premature suceess whicl) gives false assurance
of ultimate triumph, for then the sestinels are
relieved from duty, the walls uprotectad snd the
enemy takes ion.
