In Burope it ia demonstmtied that cheap
postage paya better than high. The British
Post Office not only earries Jetters all over the
Kingdom st & penay apiece, bot in the cities
delivers them, sod olitaing a hanidsome revenue
over expenses.  The old and thiekly settled
portiong of the United States ander the three
cent law pay a handioms revenue, and in the
new Steles and Territorics the revenues will
yearly improve as the countty populstes and
developes.  Much better to make up any ne-
cessary defleiencies in the Department from the
geuersl vevenue of the Treasury, thun to take
the first step inthe direction of high rates of
postags.  All classes are benefittod by cheap
postuges, and the poxd of tha whole people
shoald be kept in view

Economy in varions departments of the Post
Oifice woull do much to keep down exponses
to the revenne point. Extravagaut wmail cop-
tracts are awarded to political favorites, non-
payiug routes and offices are kept wp for per-
and the mails are turned into
great Book transportation lines under the abos
ed franking privilege, conforred on membirs
ol Congress. The transportation eof Delegate
Bernlisel's Books and Do »ments to Utah for
the lnst session, cost the department some 87,-
000, and this is but & specimen of the east of
the franking business, Then there are almost
imnamerahle mail agents, traveling and loeal,
whao live upon the depsriment. I« there more
need that a mail carried under lock and key in
# railroad car bétwéen Clevelunil sad Now York
in about twenty hours ghoald be aceompanied
every trip by n mail wgens, than when drngged
in the strapped boot of a Jumbering stage coach
for a week between the same points ! The msil
ageneies, choice and fat berths fors bost of
party fuvorites in the country, make abig hole
in the letter revenues of the country. Boetter
ent them off, than rawe the postages of the
prople.

The several mail roules established to the
Pacific constitute ons great leak of the Depart-
ment. The total expenditure for earrying the
Pacific mails has been mun up by Posumaster
General Brown and Congress to the enormous
sum of $2,200,000 ! and still there s no daily
line o San Franciseo. The Ocean service from
New York and New Orleans, via Panama, to
California snd Oregon, costs $738,250. Over-
land mail from San Anton'o, Texas, (o
San Diego, Californis, 8148500, After
the 1st of Jennary next, in coasiderstion ofex-
tra gervices to be performed in connection with
the great ovérland il from St Lenis ad
lemp!'ain, £196.448 per annum is to be the re-
mundration. These are semi-monthly. Then
we have & semi-weekly overland mail from
Memphis and St Lovis, via El Paso, to San
Francisco, st $6803,000; and a weekly route by
overland from St Joseph to Salt Lake, thence
to Placerville, at $320,000 more. Nest comea
a monthly route from Kansas City, vis Albu-
querque and Tejon Pass, to Stockion, at 290,-
000; and finully the eomi-monthly route from
Kew Orleans to Tebuantepec, at $250,000; ar,
if the Company earry the mmil through on their
own aceount, to San Franciseo, $280,000.—
With this expenditure of $2,200,000 oo several
mail routes where one ¢r two would do all the
business, is it » wonder that the Department is
millions short «ofbeing self-sustaining ¥ Postal
Reform should begin in other quarters rather
than in advanced postage rates

Arcrie Discovery—=The Open Sea

Dr, Haybs, Iate Surgeon of the second Grin-
vell Arctic Expedition, is laboring to organize
another voyage of discovery to the open sea
around the North Pale. He deliversd an ad-
dress o fow evenings ago before the Geographi-
eal Society of New York, in which he stated
that he hoped to organize his expedition by
the Spring of 1860. Cousiderable interest on
the subject has been awakened, and the Socie-
ty appointsd & Committes to co-operate with
Dir. Hayes inthe matter. Mr. Henry Grinnall
favars the undertaking.

D¢ Hayes regards the open Tolar Sea a fix-
ed fact, and claims that through Kennedy Chan-
nel the gatowny to it has been opened by Dr
Kane. A single ship of 100 tons, with a dozen
men, provided for two years, is all the arma
ment Dr. H. requires for the FPolar Sea explo-
ration. He thinks that in Do ecase would 2
larger force be neaded than a wessel of 150
tons, with & shallow dmught screw-tender. He
expressed no doubt but that the northern shores
of Washington and Grinnell Land wonld be
fonnd pumeroasly peopled by Esguimaux—
The traditions of this wandering people point
tothe far North as the central home of their
race, snd they ean only live upon the bordars of
a ses confinuslly open. Morton and Hans of
the Kune Expedition, in June, 1854, found
open water at the moath of Kentedy Channel,in
Ist. 80 dey. 20 min. Beyond this they travelod
52 miles upon the land or land ice, having wa-
ter continually upon thor left. From the ex-
trems point reached they looked out to the
northward, and saw no ice—though a gale of
wind had been hlowing from that guarter for
54 hours. The Open Polar Sea had been dis-
covered !

At 3 point on the plains where the road trails
round the Sarabia Pealk, about six miles before
we renched this eamp, and about tardy-five
miles from El Sachil, is the grave of my for-
wer friond and eompanion, Wm. J. May. It s
situatod upon the summit of & conical-shaped
wound, which stands entirely alone wpon the
plains, about twenty foet high, and some filky
feet in diameter at the bage. On its top and
wides there arce a dozen small live oak trees, and
it in covered with wild flowers and grasses —
Here, in this Sabhath.like solitude, on this
beautiful forest hill, he sleeps. He hears not,
nor heeds not the roar of the city, nor the
sounde of the warring, wrangling life there.—
The south wind sounded a requiem as we stoodd
apon the summnit, and the grand old mountains
will keep guanl forever around that grave.

Anether 5t Louls Calustrophe.

A terrible hoiler explosion: took place at the
great Sogar Works of the Belchers, in St
Louis, on the 18th, by which several men were
killed und others severely woanded. The ful-
lowing particulars are from the Democmt extra

At a quarter past seven o'clack this moming,
the immense steam boiler in the central engine
building at Delcher's extensive Sugar Refinery,
on North Main street, exploded with a terrific
concitksion, which shook the earth and buoild
inge for several squares, and was heard with
perfect distinctoess over all the northesstorn
quarter of the city. The southern and western
walls of the engine building were blown out,
and ponderous mzsses of timber and iron were
thrown sixty feet upward into theair. Ao appal-
led erowd quickly roshed to the seene. The
Mayor, Fire Inspectors, and Fire Engineers, at
once organized a band of laborers, toremove the
Tuins and extricate the buman beings, [living or
dead, who were thus dreadfully overwhelmed

Sowe twenty [aborers were employed in the
bailding, none of whom sppear to hsve es-
caped sufficiently anharmed to give any cohe-
rent account of the estastrophe he experienced.
The bodies of Tev uEx were at length gradual-
Iy exhamed from the heated massew of brick,
wood and iron. Three were cvorpses scalded
and mangled in the most dreadful manner —
They went bome into a warehoase on O'Fallon
ut-eel, opposite the wrecked pile. A foarth
was taken still living into the Mechanics’ Ex-
chang= on Main strect, whers he shortly ex-
pired. A fifth was removed, fatally sealded, to
bis tamily in o tepement near. Another with
his skall aplit opon, 3 young man,to Biddle
street. A sewenth was sent with mangied
ahoulder, and spparently broken back, tothe
bospital. An eighth was placed in a room of
the Mechanies’ Exchange, and laid upon the
floor writhing with injanies received upoa the
chest and legs. Two other vietims, one of
whom is tatslly wounded, were bome to their
afflicted fmmilies.

tims were visible and were being extricated as
