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Speech of C. M. Clay,

At Frankfort, Ky.,
FROM THE

CAPITOL STEPS, JAN. 10, 1860.

[Reported expressly for the Cincinnati Gazette]

Well, gentlemen, with Inis personal exilana-tioa- ,

I prooaad to tlia main aruument; anil fbr
purpose ot brevity, I shall group together ibfl
allegations made by tha Gcveroor in bis inea-sig- e,

and tho allegations made by the Vice
President ia bis published speech. The pecu-
liar position in which I am placed will prefect
me from going into an elaborate argument, as
I had intendtd, and )ou will pardun me if I
skip much, and perhaps thereby weaken the
strength of my disoourse.

THE HIGHER LAW.
I unJerst ,nd the preliminary charge to be,

in the first place, against, what the distinguish-
ed Senator elect chooses to atria the sentiment
of a leading Republican of the United States,
none other than Got. Seward the present Sens
tor of New York. Allow me to say, in (he
UfgLnuing, that I am not now, and never have
been, a partisan of Senator Seward; but stand-
ing as he does, one of the representatives of the
Empire State of New York, that great State in
which centres not only the commerce, but I
may say, political intelligence of this country;
admitted by and on all hands to be as able a man,
if not the ablest man, in the Senate of the
United States, I say I would be doing injustice
were I not to vindicate him from all that which
is unjustly imputed to him here. At other
times, in other places, that Senator is perfectly
competent to vindicate himself, but here in
Kentucky where that vindication, on account
of the censorship of the press, and in part the
refusal to allow tie constitutional freedom of
speech, he will hardly else be vindicated. 1
imagine I shall not be considered at all intru-
sive if I answer one or two of those charges
made by those distinguished gentlemen.

The first denunciation that comes to us with
regard to Mr. Seward is that he is a higher law
man. Let us look at that for a moment.a high
cr law man. I intn I to be very distinctly un
derstood on this subject .Tn this time when great
issues .issues unparalleled in their conseqnencos
in the world aie dependent upon the principles
advocated by parties, you should not go away
with doubt upon your minds, and vou will allow
me to go into details as to the true meaning of
mis term, i unueraianu, tnen, gentlemen, in
the common sense in which this term is used,
by higher law, an enactment that has the
saeredness, the weight and the power that be-

long to no human law. Now are we a Chris,
tian people, and is there any man that claims to
be one of the common brotherhood of Chris-
tianity that will deny that there is an overruling
Providence who governs the universe by eter-
nal and immutable laws which will prevail, the
vicious or sacrilegious attempts of men to the
contrary notwithstanding! There is no man
woo wilt oe so recanHess of the sentiment of
Christian goodness as to utter any such idea as
that. Thai her, is the ' higher law" which he
acknowledged, and although I do rot quote
urn lrom me boos, 1 will state his position
specifically: it was to the question of admmit-tin- g

the Territory on the Pacific as a fre State
when be raid that Ualilorma ought not oulv
to be free, but a home for those driven out from
the Slav States by the competition of unpaid
labor, and for others driven lrom their homes
by the competition of capital in the Free States;
but there was a "higher law" even than Con
stitntions to which this new constitution aUoold
be conformed. I put it to everr Democrat who
hears me tonight if that is not the true doctrine.
If that be not so, how dares President Buchan
an to make his recommendations to Congress,
ui the name ot me Almighty Uod! ,

I bat, then, is tue assertion, lt is not an as -
sertion that brings anarchy upon a eommunity,
but it is the only one principle of rinht and jus
tice upon which the permanent good of the
community can rest; it is the only parmanent
security for goods, property, reputation, lives
and opinion, and that was the sense in which
Senator Sward has uttered that sentiment,
and he has again and again said when Consti
tutions were mads and laws enacted, not that
we should cast ignominy and reproach upon
them, or disobey them, but that wa should
acquiesce in them obeying them, until they are
changed by an intelligent constituency, acting
through the legMlative department of the gov-
ernment. That is what he said, and thero 1

stand by him, here and elsewhere, now and
forever, and there is not a man here to rugbt
that does not stand by us, acknowledge that
principle, that higher law, taat reliance upon
God, if he dare speak his honest sentiments.

We had great deal of it at least,' in this same
Representatives' Hall from which wa are ex-

cluded The opposite party found
there was a "higher law," and what was thai
Divine and Omnipotent God! It was Slavery!
Slavery is higher than heaven and earth, and all
constitutions and laws. It is found in the Con-

stitution we axe told, or; it is higher than that
Constitution; and sine that time we have heard
nothmtr of the "biirher law" of Senator Seward.
That thing is neutralized ai chemists sa-y-
dona tor, as common men may urge,

THE IRREPRESSIBLE CONFLICT.

Another allegation is made against that Sen.
ator. intended to affect the Republican organi
sation. It is now alleged that he has an-

nounced in bis Rochester speech, this mech
abused and cant phrasa of a conflict; that
there is a conflict between slave labor and tree
labor all through this government; and that
that conflict has been going on and will go on
until one or the other utterly triumphs. That
is the assertion. We acknowledge it we own
np. S let us examine) it. Why, gentlemen,
I understood that to be the declaration of our
fathers in 1776. I understood that to be tha
openly avowed .sentiment of Washington,
Madison and JtrTersop, I understood that to be
the declaration of the resolution in Virginia,
for which your candidate for Speaker of the
Democratic party, ' Mr.' Docock, voted some
years ago. 1 understood, lurtberinore, that
that was the declaration of the late bomb. Car-
olina Legislature, and above all, I have it here,
taken from the Ixmiaviile Courier, the leading
organ of the Democracy in Kentucky, made
more than ten years ago. You would like to
read it. Then will you have the goodness to
turn to the file of that journal and see if I lie
or not. (Cries of "read it")

referring to the files of that paper, you will find
it in the word which I ht quote :

"I presume that it will not be denied that free
labor and slave labor are incompatible. The
white man is un willing to labor by the side of
the slave, and tba slave I equally averse to
laborins bv th sid of the whit man. There
exist a mutual repugnancy, and it follows, of
coarse, tat th mass of the labor of Kentucky
must be wholly the labor of the white mm, or
wholly th labor of th slave." .

' What think yon of that, cominjf from this
high Democratic authority ! Hark th extent
to which this gentleman carries the idea. Not
only that there is a conflict, but he goes further.
Ea not only does th white man refuse to
labor with th slave, but mark him well, he put

tho slave ubovo the Demac aic white laborer of
th.r commonwealth and tells you the ssnliuicnt
oi in ii sure, vv hat then is bis couclusion!
Why that iu the coufhot the "nigut ' is to have
piv.coduiicc, so that slave labor becemes entire-
ly predominant in th commonwealth. What
aort ol Democratic teaching is thall In the
nuine of God lnt us hoar no more from the iK--

ocratic t arty, frumUov. Mauorhn, or VicePrcai
lireiikinbriiige, of this tliin? about the

higher law or i f this ttenial conflict between

THE IGNORED EXPLANATIONS.

But what did Gov. Seward savi With thai
characteristic injustice which pervades too many
ol th Democratic journals, all tire essential and
philosophic qualifications of that expression
have bsen withheld lrom tha Ire white labor- -
era of the South?. What says Governor Heward?
Uov. Seward is a long headed man. It is not
denied that, whatsoever he roiy be, he knows
what he ii about. I heard one of the most dis
iiaguished jurists ol the comrnou wealth of Ken-
tucky say that be bad th clearest and meat
philotpbic bead of any man in the Union; and
what does this clear headed man say! Does he
leave it capable of perversion- - 'Does he say
that because slave labor and"'free labor aro in-

compatible that he Republic in party are going
to enslave the white men of the South, or to in-

terfere with the slavery now existing in th
South? No, sir! I deny that. I wi'l (tats
substantially wbat be does say. lie says, and
this is the important item which is lelt out by
the Democrats press, that although this phiW
osophical conclusion is goiug on, whether it is
the work ol this century or of th rext, or of
un centuries, or ol ten thousand centuries, be
does not undertake to determine, nor can any
other man; but be uoes say that it will take
place; not by violence, not by John Brown
raids, or conflict and bloodshed, but peaceably
by the amendment of the Constitutions and laws
of the several Southern States themselves.

Is there a Democrat her unwilling to endorse
that method of settling the conflict which Dem
ocratic papers assert exists? Suppoae the great
people of the Commonwealth of Kentucky
choose to throw up the barbarian relic, who shall
objeet? What says your Democratic authority?
Ifave you not the right to do it? Is not that
the idea? Ifitisnot, here then is a" higher

the law of Slavery, higher thaa that of
all Democratic principles, that is, tha same
Divine right against which we fought in the
British king, by which he claimed to rule over
us without our consent. Whatever it be, le it
even the law of God, that is certainly not De-

mocracy; it is despotism; it is th same old
Divine right of kings, and nothing else, disguise
it as you may. So said Gov. Seward. So say
I, and so says the Democratic party. 1 he Re-
publican party iu the States of the Union say
that it is none of their business that if South
Caroliua, Kentucky and Virginia choose to own
slaves by voluntary consent, by the ascertained
will of the majority of the people, let them hold
on to the institution to all eternity, but, if the
peoplo of South Caroliua, Georgia or Kentucky,
in their omnipotent power, as the sovereigns of
their own country, choose tn abolish it in a way
that seems to them good, it is none of our

in God's name, let them do it. That is
the doctrine I have always avowed iu this com-
monwealth, thit inasmuch ai I was a free born
white citizen of Kentucky, for ths freedom of
which my fathers stood, my sentiments were for
the expulsion oi this system from our Com
monwealtb; but further' than that I did not
claim to go. If we choose to abolish or main-
tain slavery, it is our business. If Virginia,
South Carolina or Missouri chooses to abolish it,
it is their business, and it is an officious inter-
meddling that tries to dictate to Kentucky, and
say if 1 be rdlowed to exercise my constitution-
al rights, these people are cowards. Irasmuch
as I leave thorn free to claim their State sov-
ereignty and powrer, I ciaim to exeroige my ob
stilulional rights as a citizen within the limits
of my own jurisdiction.

That is the doctrine of the Republican party.
So far as the southern members of that party
are concerned, they say that it is our business
and none of theirs; but so far as the National
Government is concerned, it was established, as
they believe, upon the basis of equal rights, and
they say that into the free territories of this
Union slavery shall not go. That is the ground

the distinctive ground of the lapublietn par-
ty; the only ground at issue between the great
parties of the United States.

But as I said before, I do not stand here to
vindicate Gov Seward, especially; only so far
as allegations have been made against him, and
through him have been intended to act upon
and against the Republican patty, have I allud-
ed to this matter at all.

SEWARD AND JOHN BROWN.

While upon this subject, let us notice the
connection attempted to be made between the
Kepublican organization as concerned with
that raid of John Brown upon Virginia; espe
cially, perhaps, as it applies to this distinguish
ed senator lrom .New lork. rrelinnnary to I

this, allow me toUte that upon the subject of
slavery there are three distinct parties in tbe
United States. One that calls itself par excel-
lence the Abolition party. That began under
William Loyd Garrison, and it is still kept up,
partly by himself, and partly by a greater than
he, this great bug a boo, Wendell Phillips.
What are the doctrines of that party? It is
fairly and squarely acknowledged by them that
tbe Constitution is a slavery document, in is
much as it binds all the millions of the free
States, in case of a servile insurrection in the
Southern States, to stand br and delend the
rights of the master against the slave. They
come frankly and squarely to the mark, and
say that inasmuch as from their education and
the teachings of their consciences they are un-

willing to carry out that part of the compact,
that they go for a dissolution of the Union; let
tha slave States go to themselves, and let us to
ourselves. If the Southern States choose to
hold slaves let them do it, but, inasmuch as we
choose not to hold slaves wa will not, and we
will not bear the responsibility of their acts
Let us depart in peace, the one from the other.
They are, however, non resistant. But let
me say, while speaking of Phillips, he is the
greatest man that I ever listened to I speak of
Ins intellect. One idead as he has been called,
there is a power and versatility and universality
in him that is possessed by no orator, living or
dead. Tf4t is my opinion. He is a non-res-

tsnt. lie etrnds responsible for his own opin-
ions man and to God. It is not for me to

' ' - ,defend him here.
THE RADICAL ABOLITIONISTS.

Next comes tbe radical abolition party.
They say that the idea of dissolving the Union
is too far removed, they cannot wait fct this
moral influence to exert itself. By the way, I
should mention that tha Garrison and Phillips
pa.ty doe not vote. They think if they vote
under the Constitution and hold office under it,
they would be bound to take the oath of allegi-
ance, and inasmuch, as they cannot do. that,
they do not vote or hold office; but not so with
the radical abolitionists; tbey .hold that they
have a right cot only to vote but to abolish
Slavery in tha State . Viej too have a ''high-
er law ' and say that inasmuch as slaveholders
have proclaimed that Slavery is a higher law
they make isaue, and say that liberty is above
all constitutions and laws, and that the slave
is allowed entirely the use of his own discretion
as to where and how he may liberate himself
if liberation is within his resch. To that party
belonged John Brown. To that party belonged
Cook, and to that party belonged every man
decidedly and asceruinedly implicated in that
raid. Not one belonged to the Republican or-

ganization. No Sirs. After all a tempts in
every quarter to make capital out of the affair,
there haa not been proved tj be one single Re-

publican standing iu alliance with Seward and
myself that they have been able to implicate
remotely or directly in this raid of John Brown.

I rejoice that those resolutions of investiga-
tion have been passed in the Seaat of th Uni-
ted States, that they may call for me, that
they may call for Gov. Seward, that they may
call on any other Republican, North and South,
end bring them before the proper commute of
the Senate of th United States, and there
make them fairly and fully diacloij all tbal
they know upon the subject. I tell you, new,
it will result in our vindication, and in the mor- -

frfcatrbn of thoso who have attemp'ed lo do
Seward this signal injustice.

Whst Is tbe testimony npin which your
papers, and the pipers of MadUon, have ar
raigned oeiore tue commutao these men.
Why, that a certain infamous English rena
gaue, one Forbes who avowedly fought fc
pny in Kansas, (.nil whose pay ceased as th
contest there ceased; who fought for money
In that territory where your children and my
children met to seek homes, when driven out
by the strong competition of unpaid wazeg.
publishes and declares that he intimated in a
conversation with Mr. Seward, that such a
raid was going on, as he afterwards said he
did not understand it to be anything but
raid to collect together and carry out slaves
from (he slsve States by a kind of stampede.
What does he say that Gov. Seward said ?

Sir, I will have nothing to do with any such
project. lou nave no business to talk to me,
a Senator of the United States, upon anv such
subject." But wha't does Mr. Seward say of
an mis wnen ne Learn of it on his distant
travel? Said he, I saw a man by the name
of Forbes, but I utterly deny, npon the bonor
of a man, that 1 ever had any intimation di-

rectly or indirectly touching upon any such
raid, i put it to every honest man, to Mr.
Magoffin, to Mr. Breckenridge and all their
supporters, is there a single one of you, on
such testimony as this by an infamous rene
gade who deserted his comrades in arms, who
would put to death the meanest sheep-killin- g

aog r i wm speak: for you I 1 know you
would not not one of you would. Yet this is
to implicate Gov. Seward, and through him to
cast a slur upon the great Republican party
cf these United States. No, gentlemen, we
may go down, but I tell you here, now, I tell
au tnese gentlemen, wo will never go down
npon such testimony as that. Therefore I re- -

iterate, we challenge you to th disclosure.
We bdldly hurl book the imputation as un-
true, whatever may be its intent and purpose,
and we defy you to the testimony, and ap
peal to tne coun try. mat is wbat we da

ABOUT INSURRECTIONS.

While upon this subject, allow me to say a
word npon the (subject of insurrections. I
believe I have made more speeches in vindica
tion or the Republican party, than any man
in the United States, north or south. I be
lieve, from my correspondence with individu
als, associations, and other combinations of
that party, I am as intimately acquainted
with the purposes of that party as any man
in America, and I will tell you what I believe
tnose purposes now to be, according to my
understanding, and their views with regard
to this whole subject of the liberation of slaves
by force, and servile insurrection.

We now and always have regarded the poor
Airican as oi an interior race, and although
we do not pretend to divine the inscrutable
designs of Deity,although we cannot say what
may be the design of the great (iI am ;"' wheth
er tney snail ascend in the scale of human
ity, and we go down or they go up still hieher.
we leave these questionsfentirely to the philo- -
sopnicni speculator, sayinir that is not a sub
ject of political action at all; but so far as
practicability is concerned, we say that the
black man is now of an inferior race, and al- -
tnougn me poet says "that the worm feels
pang as great as when a giant dies, " yet we
believe that is all poetry and not truth. The
life of man or of woman is desirable as it is
elevated and removed from tha condition of
the beast of the field that perisheth. There
foer it is, that when Great Britain held her
supremacy over the immense millions of In
dia, attempting by the despotic power of
ioroe, to ruie it rjy no amalgamation or inter-
ests, taking it under a common protection and
into a common glory those untold millions of

men, but ruling by force; and when
upon the abstract proposition, every man was
bound to confess that the right was on the
siae or tne Indians, yet my sympathies were
on the aide of our common ancestors, and I
imagine, that outside of a few fanatics, that
there were no men among these thirty mill
ions oi peopie mat aiu not sympathize with
the lintiah. Ihe white race as against the
red and colored races of India, although, as
I say, the right was on the side of the East
Indians. Why? Because there was this de-

velopment of our race, making them little less
than godlike and divine, and because more
especially these men had proved by their bru
tality, when a temporary success crowned
their efforts, that they were unfit for liberty.

The man who dares not to be generous, is
not fit to rule or to be free, and we all re
joiced when we understood that tbe old Brit
ish lion had risen triumphant over tha Jug- -
gernauusm nags oi me people.

i)ut we com down a page lower in history
and see Hungary when it struggled against
a superior power, ior mat independence
wnicn Austria attempted to take away from
them. When she fought for her God-give- n

and Rational rights of independence, all this
was changed. Why ? Because, by the libe-
ration of their slaves they showed that they
perceived a great principle, they based them-
selves indissolubly upon the sympathy of all
the unbiased intellect of our wide world of
humanity. We all wanted Hungary to tri-
umph. We all d' sired her independence.
So, in regard U the black race, I say here to-

night that which I have said as many as ten
or twelve years ago, that if that issue arose,
which God forbid it should come, when the
African slave and the snperior race should
take up arms to vindicate their liberty, which
can be in soma States done, but by the abol-
ishment of the whit race, I am on the side
of my own race. - The solution of this prob-
lem is a fraternal one. These are the senti-
ments which I have always avowed, therefore
I cast back the infamous calumny that there
is in my breast any sentiment like that which
would sanction the making of a raid upon
the South. Further, I believe this to be the
sentiments so far as I know them, of the mem
bers of the great Republican party of the
States. . .

THE PURSUIT OF HAPPINESS.

Well now, gentlemen! th. great question
is pertinently asked Why did a large por-
tion of the Republican party sympathize
with John Brown upon his death t I care not
who th truth may ruf, whether it be friend
or foe, I stand her avowing, and if I know
myself, as God is my helper, I intend to speak
candidly and frankly and above board, and I
tell you why, men of Kentucky, there was
this sympathy for John Brown. Your reso-
lutions here as emanating from th
Democratic State Convention tells us that the
Republican party is responsible for the John
Brown raid. These are the resolutions as
they will go out ia this commonwealth, this
is the meaning of the resolutions as they will
go to th people of Kentuoky, and as we read
to to same purport in the Message of Gov.
MiigoStu, and in the speech of the Vice Pres-
ident They draw an inference, they have
now abandoned the charge direct, and now
they have drawn the Inference that our princi-
ples led to that raid, and therefore we are re-
sponsible. Well now, gentlemen, if the res-
ponsibility rest upon principle, it goes fur-
ther back than Seward, Clay, or "any other
Republican. Where does it gof To the
year 1776, when your fathers and my fathers
declared themselves free and independent of
the British crown, and when tbey further de-
clared that "all men are created free and
equal, and are endowed with certain inalien-
able rights, among which are life, liberty, and
the pursuit of happiness." There rests the
responsibility according to your resolutions,
not upon us, but npon that band of patriots.
They were those who made the avowals, and
we are those that staid by th faith once
transmitted to the saints. When you accuse
me, and all of us, you accuse them, and un-
til you are ready to accuse them, and are
ready to go'wita John C Calhoun in the Sen-
ate of the United States, and say that the
Declaration of Independence is all a lie, I

demur to your allegation. I say that you are
estopped lrom alleging that lou
ought not to strike at tho inferior whit (ha
superior workers fur the blessings of life and
liberty remain untouched those glorious men
wno preceded us, and gave us this Constitu-
tion.
