Some men, acting upon the
ancient idea that truth lay at the bottom of a
well, are always looking deep, and fail to see the
truth, which lies apparent before tbem they for-

get that God created tbe world as men coin gold
with tbe hinge of truth stamped on the surface.

It may well be questioned whether a principle
once well developed can be lost, and we doubtless
have lost little in the "lost arts." Tbe
great present connects tbe known past and the
unknown future. But we are not to live to day
upon tbe past; rather let us improve the bright,
fresh opportunities of our daily life.

This may be denominated the intellectual age,

and intellect is the most in demand. But whst a
scattering of old rats from ancient dogmatic piles,
on tbe advent of a real new thinker npon tbe stage
of existenoe. It is a sad Laaon of our experience
that after three years of war and bloodshed in
consequence of outrages upon eur American
seamen and commerce, by the English, in the
treaty of peace not one word waa aaid of the
principles of free trade which caused the declar-

ation of war. There are men who boast that tbey
have not changed their opinions for forty years !

And so they remain to day the same persistent
blockheads they have ever been through all the
tremendajns march of Intellect and improvement

WASHINGTON, Feb. 28.

Lee, who commands the Depart
ment or lexas, In expressly ordered to pursue
ana capture tortenas and his band, whether
they go into Mexico or not, the purpose being
to strike a decisive blow, even if other con
sequences be involved. There are 642 men
belonging to the infantry and cavalry, and
are stretched from Fort Brown, near Mata-mor- as,

to Fort Clark, about 250 miles above,
under competent offioirs,BQd with special in
structions aa to vigilance. Information re-
ceived here represents Cortenas as an Ameri-
can citizen, who recruited his followers by
opening the Jail at Brownsville, and then
plundering on both sides of the river. The
belief is thst he has more Americans than
Mexioana in his band.

Horace White, of the Chioago Press and Tri

Committee consisted of three members resid-
ing in Chicago, Messrs. J. D. Webster, H. D.
Hurd and Ueo. w. Dale, wbo transacted the
business with the authority of the full or
ganization. The aggregate sum of money re-

ceived and disbursed by that body in 1856,
and three months in 1 boy, was about one hun
dred and twenty thousand dollars, of which
less than $1000 went for the purohase of arms.
Their dealings with Brown amounted to an
appropriation of 160 dollars in each, 12 boxes
of clothing and 25 Many revolvers for his
benefit of which the .last mentioned never
reached him. AU this transpired in the fall
of 1856. . Witness had never seen Brown
since January, 1857. Brown never commun
icated to witness, or tbe Committee, any pur-
poses or designs against slavery outside of
Kansas.

Brown's last appearance before the Commit
tee was at the Astor House, New York, in J y,

1857, when he applied for 100 Sarpe's
rifles belonging to the Committee, and then
stored at Tabor, lows, with which to repel the
border ruffian invaders of Kansas. Pending
tho discussion of his petition, whioh was
warmly opposed by members of the Com mrttee,
tbe question was disposed of by voting the
arms back to the control of tbe Massachusetts
State Kansas Committee, which purchased
and forwarded them to the National Commit-
tee at Chicago, at the first instance. Brown
then proceeded to Boston, as was supposed, to
make application to the Massachusetts Com-

mittee. Witness never saw him afterwards.
Witness was acquainted with John E. Cook,
Richard Real3, and James Redpath, none of
whom ever t lci him or the National Commit-
tee a svliabU about Brown's plan. The Na
tional Committee voted itself functus officio
in March, 1853, and dissolved.
