Constitution on Election of President.
Atticle twelve of the Constitution provides,

n regard to the election of President, that the
Electors meet in their respective states and
vote by ballot for President aud Vice President,
one of whom, at least, ahall not be an inhabit
ant of the aami State with themselves; they
shall name in their ballots the person voted for
aa President, and in distinct ballots the person
voted for aa Vice President, aud they shall
make distinct lista of all persons voted for as
President, and all persons voted for as Vice
Preaid.nt, and of the number or v tea for
each, which lista they shall sign and certify,
and transmit-seale- to the seat el the govern
ment xf the Uni.ed States, directed to iheprea
ideot of the Senate. The President ot the
Senate ahall in presence of the Senate and
House or Kepresentauvea, open all tee certin
catea, and the votes shall then be counted.
The ierson having the greatest number of votes
lor President, shall be tne president, it sacn
number be a majority of the whole number of
Electors appointed, a ad if no person have sue a
majority, then from tne persons naving toe
higoest numbers, not exceeding three on the
list of those voted for aa President, the House
of Bepreaen at.ves a ull shoots by ballot the
Preeident. liut in choosing tne President tne
vote shall be taken by States, the represent
tionjfrom each States having one vote; a quorum
tor tbia purpose shall consist 01 a memuur or
members from two inirds ol tne states, ana a
majority of all the Slates shall be necessary to
a choice. And in the House of Represents ives
shall not choose a President whenever the
right of choice shall devolve upon them before
toe four n day ot March next following, men
tha Vice President shall act as President as
in the case of the death or other constitutional
disability of the President The person hav
ing the biguest number oi votes as y ice rresi- -

dent ahall be the President, if such number be
a majority oi the whole number of Electors
appointed, and if no person has a majority,
then from the two hi chert Dumber, on the
list the Senate ahall choose the Vice P.-e-

dent; a quorum for this purpose shall consist
of twotbirda of the whole numler of Senators,
and a majority of the whole number shall be
necessary lo a choice, riut no person con
stitutionally ineligible to the office of Presi
dent shall be entitled to that ot V ice President
of the United States.

Financial Condition of a Few the New
York Editors.

The New Yoik correspondent of the Char
leston (3. C.) Courier tbca writes regarding
the wealth oi some of the editors ot the former
city: '

Werard Eallock, of the Journal of Commerce,
is a rich man. J. hough he 11 in this city at-

tending to bis editorial dutiea, from Monday
afternoon to Friday evening, he resides in New
Haven. In that city be owns considerable real
estate, and he to day, offers for aale ft portion
of it a tract oi nifty acres for which he de.
mauds f 100,000. The interest of Mr. Hallock
ia the Journal of Commerce is of itself a for-

tune, he and hia two. aoni owning about three
quarters of the establishment, from which they
alone have an income $30,000 to 40,000 a
year. Notwithstanding this great worldly
success, Gerard Hallock is oce of the most
modest of men, and he is what ia bard for an
editor to be now (in this city at least),
a sincere Christian. Mr. Hallock ia worth about
(300,000, an 1 the richest editor we have, next
to James Gordon Bennett, who ia estimated at
1600,000, or just double.

Horace Greeley is by no means a rich man.
He baa not the faeuby of keeping money,
though I dare say he makes it fast enough.

J the Times is not ss yet a paying concern like
its rivals, the Herald and Inbune. It wm be
when it gets a few more years on its head and
wrinkles on its brow. The Brooks., of the
Express, are both becoming rioh. They both
married money South, one near Richmond, the
other in Washington. Besidei, under their
management, the Express baa beep made quite
profitable, and baa been carried on at tne least
possible expense. James Brooks it uenslly aet
down at about (80,000, raide from the ' estate
of his wife, and trastus cannot be worth less
than $45,000 to 850.000. Eobert Bonner, aa
the world knows, in the journalistic Aladdin of
the New World. He has only to rub bit
ger and out comes the gold. It is a tight race
between Bonner of the Ledger and More, of the
New York Observer, both being high in the
editorial financial graduated scale, and 'beating
all the nabobs of the daily press but Beno
and Hallock,
