Yesterday afternoon, about S)4 o'clock, a
fire broke out in lha coal oil factory and re-

finery of Mr. Charles A. Dean, en the conal,
at the foot of Pittsburgh street hill. The
flames spread very rapidly, soon enveloping
the entire building, and threatening tha
brewery buildings adjoining, which would
undoubtedly have been consumed but for
tbe energy of the Fire Department. The fire
originated in one of the stills, and was the
result ol an experiment being made by Mr.

4 mediately succeeded the introduction of lbs
compound into the oil, and the stills being
connected the flames spread with great ra
pidity. The firemen were on the ground as
soon as it was possible for them to get there,
but little could be done in tht way of saving
of the factory, and their efforts were chiefly
directed to protect the brewery.
Fortunately ,the stock of oil on hand was not

very large, and though the destruction to
the building was complete, Mr. Dean's loss
will not ex ed $2,000. The fixtures, of the
value of about $3,000, were but littledamag
ed, and can be usee again with a trifling out
lay for repairs. There was no insurance.

Mr. Dean intends rebuilding at once. He
will not, however, have hit refinery and fac
tory in the same building. Ha will also
build his stills sepdtrate, so thai in case of a

1. fire occurring in one It will not interfere
with any other, and may be readily extin
guished.

Thence he
went to Havana, Cnba, where after a time
he found employment purchasing and ship-
ping tobacco to a Now York house. In this
he was engaged for several years, and with
good profit to himself. In the mean time
hia son, whom ha had left in the State of
New York, wa establishing a practice in bis
profession that of a physician. But the
hopes he hsd of future distinction for hi son
were soon to be blasted, and in the year 1845

he received the announcement of his death.
Resigning his position, he returned to

New York, and reached the town where his
son had resided In time only to see his new
made grave. Thoroughly heartbroken, be
knew not what to do, nor cared. He would
not return to hi native land, for he could
not bear the thought of leaving behind the
graves of his wife aud children ; he would
not let his friends there know of his be-

reavements, for he haJ left there against
their will, and did not want to present him-

self as a suppliant for their favors. He
therefore determined to bide his time, and
entering a store in a capacity where little
was required of him, he managed to live in

quiet way, holding no communion
with the world. About three months since,
he received an invitation from an old school
mate, now residing in Illinois, to make hia
home with him for Ihe rest of his days. He
accordingly about a week since left the
town in which he was employed for the pur
pose of accepting the invitation. Arriving
in Cleveland, a cariosity induced him to
stop over on day, he having visited the
city some 18 years since, when it was com
paratively in its infancy. He is probably
by thi time snug in the home of his kind
