Snch
an order wonld exeludeall the valuable infor-
mation received from fugitives soon as for in
stance the capture of NewOrleanj, and evacua-
tion of Fredericksburg.

Saulsbury offered as an amendment to tbe res-
olution the following, " and also lo inquire what
further legislation is neceesary to prevent the
illegal capture and Imprisonment of free white
cititens sf the United States." Mr Saulsbnry re 0
ferred to the number of persons taken from the
States of Delaware and Maryland. They htd
been seised by tbe miliary authorities aed drag-
ged away to torts and prisona, and after being
kept a week or two were discharged, because no
fault could be found with them. These men be-
longed to a class who are deemed to be of no ao- -

oount, and whose interests do nt appear to be
cared for. They anfofvnately are free white
per-o- The men who bad eommitted nooflrn-- e

were seized in violation of ever, law and right.
If the wrongs of the negroe are to beredresed,
he eould only ask that ibe same justice might be
meted out to white men He ask'd nothing for
men who were disloyal to the Government. Be
wonld have them punished to the full extent of
the law.

The confiscation bill was then taken ap.
Sir. Wilson, of Mass . offered ss an amendment
