FROM WASHINGTON.
WASHINGTON, D. C., Sept. 10th, 1862.

We hare nassed through several days of

anxious suspense, not knowing for a week

past when the rebels would attack the city,
and supposing that this city or Baltimore
was the acquirement they designed, not-

withstanding the apparent intention to in
vade Pennsylvania.

The loyal citizens hare been ready to do

all in their power to save the capital from

falling into rebel bands, bnt it cannot be

denied that the military events of the last
days of August, had somewhat discouraged
Unionists, and proportionally elated se-

cessionists in our midst. We have never
lost confidence in the bravery of our sol-

diers, but we have in some ef our Gener
als, and it is well known that our soldiers
have also, and have no heart to try to win
battles under their command. General
Pope's defeat on the 30th of August, was

not chargeable to this, but to the dillatory
movements of General McClellan in send
ing reinforcements.

It is a shame that our country should
Buffer from these jealousies among the
leaders of our armies.

From the 52nd.
[From private Letter.]

In Camp, seae Louisville, September 6.

Dear : Our division has just fin-

ished a retreat of over one hundred miiesl
under erery disadvantageyou could think
or. ne nave seen more hard service,
within the past two weeks, than most sol
diers see in as many years.

Two weeks ago to-d- we were mustered
in at Camp Dennison, the next day paid off,

and the next started for camp near Lex
ington, Kentucky, where we arrived Tues
day. We were immediately put on picket
duty, there being rumors of severe fightin
at Richmond, with a prospect of our forces
being whipped. Friday the rumors were
confirmed, and on Saturday afternoon ou:

regiment, with five others, started to rein
force them. On our way we met General
Nelson returning to Lexington and badly
wounded, and learned that we had bad

hard fight at Richmond, and that our men

were all killed, taken prisoners or scatter
ed. We continued our march until we

reached the Kentucky river, (14 miles,

where we halted, threw out pickets, and
found that the enemy were in force on th
opposite side of the river. After a slight
skirmish with their pickets, we fell back
in good order to Lexington, meeting a re.
mforcement of zUOU cavalry, arrivin
about 9 o'clock Sunday night. We stopped
in town until morning and then returned
to camp, rested until noon, expecting the
enemy every moment. The Captain was
detailed in the morning for artillery ser
vice, leaving me in command of the com
pany.

About two o clock the long roll beat an
we fell into line, loaded and started out to
wards the enemy. About one mile and
half out we formed in line of battle wit
a battery of two howitzers in the centre
of the road, supported on the right by the
luolh, and on the left by our regiment.
n e lay here until dark, waiting lor them
but they did not come. We then started
back for camp where we found our extra
baggage, tents and ammunition piled up
and burning, and a general retreat to Lou
isville ordered. After destroying what we
could not take we started, acting as rear
guard. This was Monday night, and we
arrived here last night, forming to give
the rebels battle two or three times each
day. There was more or less skirmishing,
but no general engagement. Thursday
our cavalry made a charge, killed some and
took a few prisoners, and scattered the
rest. They gave us no further trouble.

This retreat was made with 10.000 raw
troops, (our regiment has not had an hour's
batallion drill,) with a large supply train
in good order,ready to fight at any moment
We have bivouacked in the open air with
out tents ever since we left Camp Denni
son. 1 &m quite well, stood the march
first rate, and am detailed to drill and in
struct the officers of the
regiment, 130 in all.
