Axothct Imhksse Destbcctioh or Oil.
A dispatch received in this city yesterday,

from Pittsburg, makes brief mention of a

great destruction of oil on the Alleghany

river, by a freshet, which occurred on Mon

day last. It is estimated that 20,000 barrels

of oil in barrel and bulk, were destroyed.

The loss must be at least $100,000. The oil
was owned by different parties throughout

the country. We did not learn whether any

of it was owned here or not. A great num-

ber f boats laden with oil were swept down

the river and swamped, their cargoes being

lost. Such wholesale destruction of oil must
have some influence on the market, we

should think.

Jiesolvtd, That the duties on imports
shall continue to be collected in coin and
the old issue of demand notes, and when
the latter shall not be sufficient for the
purpose of each payment, they shall
thereafter be payable in coin. Referred to
Committee on Finance.

Mr. Rice introduced a bill granting pub
lic lands to the State of Minnesota, (to aid
in improving the navigation of the Minn
esota and Bed River of the North, and
connecting the same by a canal.

Mr. Wilkinson introduced a bill for the
relief of persons for damages sustained
by the recent depredations and injuries of
certain bands of Sioux Indians. Report
ed. He also introduced two bills for the
removal of the Winnebago and Sioux In-
dians from Minnesota, and the sale of their
reservation.

On motion of Mr. Davis the resolution
censuring Mr. Buchanan was taken up.

air. lisle said he should vote against
the resolution, not because he did not be-

lieve the facts as stated, and not because
he did not believe that Buchanan did fail
to do what he might, bat because he would
not in this way condemn any man un-
heard. Buchanan was y a private
citizen, and this resolution, if passed,
would stamp him with eternal infamy, and
his friends might thank God that he had
no children to leave behind him. He was
utterly opposed to the Senate passing
judgment against a man who had no notice
of any kind of such a proceeding against
him. He had always considered Buchanan
the most over-rate- d man he ever knew.

FROM WASHINGTON.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 16.
The Army Bill, reported from the com-

mittee of Ways and Means, appropriates
$731,000,000 for the year ending June,
1804.

Senator Wilkinson's bill for the removal
of the several bands of the Sioux Indians,
assigns them a new reservation near the
Missouri river, sufficient to give 80 acres
of good agricultural land to each individ-
ual, and appropriates $100,000 for their
removal.

It provides that the old reservations
shall be sold for the benefitof theribe.
mi tuat Tnmviaualg who' sought to pre-

vent the recent massacre, Bhall be allowed
to remain and retain 160 acres each.

Senator Rice's bill in aid of a canal to
connect with the Minnesota river and Red
river of the north, grants for such pur-
pose a million acres of Minnesota lands,
besides the right of way of 200 feet in
width.

The President has nominated to the Senate
Hon. Caleb B. Smith, at present Secretary
of the Interior, to be Judge of the Distriot
Court of the United States for the district
of Indiana.

From what U now know of the enemy's
fortifications, there seems to be a general
approval of General Burnside's course in

the Rappahannock.
There is nothing known here to shew

that the rebels were inclined to leave their
strongholds to meet our troops upon the
open field.

FROM NEW YORK.

NEW YORK, Dec. 16.
A Washington correspondent of the

Commeroial Advertiser dated the 16th
instant, says if our armies are crowned
with victory before Fredericksburg, it will
ensure the appointment of Judge Holt as
successor of Mr. Smith, Secretary of the
Interior. Should any mishaps occur, it
may lead to a reconstruction of the Cabi-

net, and the recall of General McClellan
to a command.

Already we have many speculations and
rumora on the subjeot, but like everything
else, the war news is to decide it. Mean
while almost every one is excited and fe-

verish and impatient.

Nov 80th. reports that she passed the frig
ate San Jacinto off that port, and that it
was reported at St. Eeitts on the 29th that
the Alabama returned to Martinique on the
26th, and was loading coal from a Sntish
neutral bark in that harbor.

FROM THE SEAT OF WAR.
HiADQtuTER Abut or Potomac,

Falmouth, December 16 1:45 I. if. f
During last night the army of the Po-

tomac evacuated their position on the op-

posite side of the river. The movement
was a perilous one but it was conducted
in safety. The Artillery was the first to
cross the river. The last of the Infantry
brought up the rear shortly after daylight.
The enemy never discovered the movement
until it was too late to do ns any damage.
As soon as the last man got safely across
the river, the pontoon bridges were re-

moved, thus cutting off all communication
between the two shores. Our wounded are
all safe and on this side. There was a
heavy wind all last night accompanied
with considerable rain, which assisted us
in our move and prevented the rebels
from learning our intentions.

FROM CAIRO.
CAIRO, Dec. 15.
was by

guerrillas at Concordia, (Ark.) fifteen
miles above the mouth of White river, on
Monday last. The next day the U. S.
steamer De Sota went to Concordia and
burned 42 houses. Most of the baggage
belonging to the passengers of the Lake
City was recovered.

The citizens of Concordia say they did
all in their power to prevent the burning
of the Lake City and had sent a courier to
Helena to ask protection. Before the re-

turn of the courier, however, the De Sota
had accomplished the destruction of the
town.

Kentucky, that as the State has fulfilled
the requirements of the Constitution of the
United States and the laws of Congress, by
choosing loyal men to fill State offices and
execute the laws, the military authority
is prohibited from any interference, not to
be used except to suppress riots, mobs, and
resistance to laws. AU civil authority
that can be executed at military posts will
be permitted.
