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Thrilling of the Battle- -

a Woman Did.
From a letter in the Philadelphia Press,

from a soldier who was wounded at Fred
ericksburg, we quote the followingj

" Forward we went until we cleared the
streets of the town, and arrived opposite
the batteries on the hill on our left, when
at the command, ' by the left flank, march I'
we changed our direction to the front, and
faoed the fire before as, and advanced to
the lines of the brigades that had preceded
us from the town ; but soon the smoke ob-

scured the view of. everything save the
flashes of the batteries before us and the
musketry in the dim sulphurous twilight
of the battle, until the receding lines, in
falling back, produced a mingled mass of
advancing and retreating men. ' Steady,
men forward I' rang out the voice of our
commander; and, disentangled from the
retreating fugitives, we steadily bore on
until we neared the batteries, and with a
cheer we sprang forward, but that instant
a line fire leaped out from behind a stone
wall, close to our front, and . I don't
remember anything more about it

u My next recollections were of a con-
fused and mixed character ; one moment
I would seem perfectly - -- r
uimg, ue next of nothing. Then 1 would
imagine I was at home and half asleep,
while all the house was astir with some
past or anticipated catastrophe with which
I was in some way connected. All was
dark, and a great load seemed to press me
down and glue me to the ground in . spite
of all my efforts to riBe. I could hear
voioes, but none familiar, and but one that
seemed spoken by one of human kind, or
had a human chord of sympathy in it.
Then I felt something force open my jaws, '

and some fluid trickled into my inroat,
which I managed to swallow to prevent
strangling, and it trickled down, and I
still painfully swallowed, hoping, praying
that it would stop ; but it did not until I
recognized that it was some strong spirit
that I was taking, and that I was becom-

ing more able to swallow it.
" All this time I could hear the kind

voice encouraging me, also some cold,
voices, but I could not dis-

tinguish what they said. Only by the
tone could I tell the sympathetic from the
unsympathetic. At last I distinguished
the words of one in part, who said, ' It's no
use working with Aim; he's dying now.'
Quietly, but so earnestly and sympathis-ingl- y,

the kind voice replied, 'No, doctor,
he is not dying; he is coming to life; he
tril! live if we don't give him up; this hurt
of his head won't amount to anything if
we can get him warmed np ; don't you Bee

he has been nearly froien to death, while
faint from loss of blood ; but he is coming
on finely, and you can take off

his arm, and the man may get weii. nno
knows but he has a mother or sister to love
him, and thank you or me some nay for a
son or brother saved.' Yes I was saved ;

I understood it all now. I remembered the
battle and my state, its doubtless conse-

quence, and for the sake of that dear
mother and sister so strangely invoked, I
made an effort, and succeeded in opening
my eyes once more to the light of the sun
on earth.

" At first the light confused me, but soon
I could distinguish three surgeons beside
me, looking at me with some curiosity, if
not interest. On the opposite side, as I
lay on the ground, in a large tent, kneeled
a woman, who, with her left hand support-
ed my head, while with her right she held
a spoon, with which, at short intervals, she
dipped the warm fluid from a cup held by
a mere who seemed her special
attendant. .... . - ...

"I tried to speak, but could not, and she
merely shook her head to discourage my

efforts, and, turning to herattendant,said:
1 Now, Johnny, the beef soup,' and in a
minute the soup was substituted for the
toddy, and I gradaally felt life and the

love of it returning.
" After furthur effort to look about roe, I

saw that there was a basin of water be-

side me, with a sponge in it, and from

John Morgan Disguise.

. The Cincinnati Gazette tells the fallow-

ing story of the trouble an Indianian got
into by his resemblance te the noted gueril-

la chief:
"Considerable excitement was created

on Sunday night by the circulation of a re-

port that the rebel chieftain, John Morgan,
had been seen in Covington in disguise.
About ten o'clock at night, a couple of sol-

diers picked up a suspicious looking chap,
wearing spectacles, near the Scott street
ferry landing, who was believed to be the
redoubtable John, and no mistake. The
soldiers, thinking that they had accom-

plished a great feat in capturing the re-

nowned guerilla, were not slow to make
known their achievement, and in s very
short time a crowd numbering several hun-

dred persons collected around the prisoner.
A great many declared that it was Mor-

gan without a doubt. Some had seen him
often, and pointed to particular marks
about the man in confirmation of their as-

sertions that he was the ubiquitous rebel
who bad given us so much trouble. Oth-

ers had been intimately acquainted with
him be for the -- '
and were sure they could not be miataku
ma tu nis identity.

"The poor fellow, half frightened to
death, vainly protested that he was not
John Morgan but a plain farmer from In-

diana, who had been on a short visit to
friends residing near Florence, Boone
county, Ky. A chap in the crowd cried
out, " That won t do, Colonel Morgan; you
can't come in here with your wagon load
of hoop poles, and fool everybody, as you
did at Nashville. Oh, no, old hoss, we
have got you this time, sure, and we'll
keep you till the war's over." The prison-
er told his captors that if they would con-
vey him to the Flliston House he would
prove his identity. He was accordingly
taken to that hotel, followed by a large, ex-

cited crowd of people, some of whom "were

desirous of hanging the "horse thief" on
the nearest tamp post. Arriving at the
El liston House, the poor Hoosier had no
trouble in proving that he was William
Herndon of Indiana, and no relative even
of the celebrated Morgan. The crowd ap-
peared to be quite chop-falle- n at this unex-
pected discovery and soon d'rpersed.
Yesterday itjwaa a difficult matter to find
a man in Covington who would confess
that he thought the prisoner was Morgan,
or that he followed him to the .Elliston
House."
