A dispatch received this afternoon from
an officer near Monooacy, in Maryland,
states that a large body of cavalry was
crossinc the Potomac at Harrison's Island,
abont seventeen mile this side of Har- -
rwr Ferrv.

The Times has the following details of
Saturday's fizht with Stuart:

Saturday last Stuart crossed the Rappa
hannock at Kelley s t ord, about six miles
east of the Orange and Alexandria Kail
road, with 6,000 men and six pieces of ar
tillery.

He proceeded to Stafford church and
there he divided his xorces into tnree ooi
omns, each having two pieces of artillery,
and thus formed, marched npon Dumfries,
where he arrived at about 1 1 o'clock in the
morning. Taking a position on the hills
commanding the town, he commenced
throwing shells, and succeeded in demol
ishing the building lately occupied by Gen
era! 8ieel, and several other nouses.

The place was occupie"d by three compa

nies of intantry, ijucavairy, ana lour pie
ces of artillery, of General Slocum's corps,
under the command of Colonel uanay.

The fieht lasted about six hours, when
the rebel's retired defeated. Our loss was
4 killed an9 8 wounded. The rebels, bo far
as known, had 10 men killed and 16 wound-

ed. Thirty rebel soldiers were captured,
and they captured 20 of ourcavalry before
reaching Dumfries, wno were out patrol-
ing. The Union troops acted in the most
gallant manner.
