New Cannon and Shot.
The shifts and expedients of the

government in searching out the best

styles of iron ships, cdnance, projectiles
and defences, continue to be reported in
the London journals. The little naval
station of Ehoeburyness, formerly an un-

frequented and sequestered spot, has sud-

denly sprung up into notoriety as the

scene of great experiments with big guns
and tremendous targets of wood and iron.
The innocent inhabitants of the place, de-

prived of the enjoyment of that calm sol-

itude which formerly reigned about them,

now have their ears shattered by the fre- -

qnent discharges of huge pieces of ord.

nance and the "ping" of great bolts of

sieel and iron npon targets of teak and
metal, and Lords and Commons flock in
crowds to see the fun. Unluckily for
them and for the government itself, the

expenditureof so much powder and money

in very costly experiments brings the de-

cision of the Questions at issue not one

step nearer.
The London Times describes several new

trials of shot and cannon which took place
at Shoeburyness in the last week of March.
The first gunnery experiment was made
with a cannon, around the
muzile of which a series of inch-hol-

was bored, for the ostensible purpose of
diminishing the recoil by permitting
quick escape of gas. Five rounds were
fired, at a great expenditure of heavy
charges of powder, and each time the
range and accuracy of the fire were des-

troyed. So the new gun was cast aside.
Then the ordnance officers brought ou
big box-targ- faced with four and a half
inch iron plates, and lined witb teak and
an iron skin like the Warrior, and tried
it with a 110 pounder Armstrong gun
loaded with steel shot. The indentation
ef the plates was found to be nearly fifty
per cent, deeper than either wrought or
cast iron missiles ; but the cost or tne steel
projectiles is enormous.

The next shots tried were made of a pe
culiar kind of steel from a Sheffield fac
tory, and one of them, conical in form,
with a very fuil shoulder, weighing sixty- -
five pounds and propelled by only tourieen
pounds of powder, smashed completely the
plate, damaging the backing and breaking
a rib behind the greatest result mat nas
ever been obtained with so light a shot
and so small a charge. The Times re
marks that this trial

" seemed to show that to pierce the plates,
almost as much depends upon the metal of
the projectile as upon either the gun or
cbarze or powder whiennres it. certain
ly, the result seemed quite to upset the
notion that a shot is essentially
necessary to punch armor plates, and, on
the other hand, to strengthen the belief
that the best form for this purpose may,
after all, and with proper metal, be found
to be the conical form adopted by bir n ll--
liam Armstrong.

How the Iron-Cla- Behaved Before
Charleston.

From a letter of a correspondent who

accompanied eur iron-cla- d fleet to Charles-

ton, written at Port Royal, South Caroli-

na, April 15, we make the following ex-

tracts:
"There is no doubt but that the Moni-

tors have proved their invulnerability
and their ability to pass fortifications of
powerful armament, and if it were possi-

ble for them to have engaged Sumter alone
they would have reduced it in half an
hour. But, on the contrary, they were
obliged, while attacking Sumter, to re--
oeive the cross-fir- e of two hundred ana ni- -

ty guns, and a galling and the severest fire
of all, that of Moultrie. It is estimated
that between three and four thousand shots
were fired by the enemy during the time
that the engagement lasted. No sooner
did the rebels see the shutter of an iron.
elad ocen than, it was the signal for them
to direct a broadside directly at it. During
one of the volleys a steel-point- shot
struck within two inches of the fifteen
inch nort-ho-le of the Montauk. Men of
undoubted bravery and experience, who
have been under the severest fires, say
that nothing could equal the wickedness
of those rebel broadsides. Fragments of
bursting eh ell fell through the turret grat-
ing of the Monitors; bolts and nuts were
driven with fearful velocity from their
positions by the force of the rebel shot
against the sides of the turrets ; the spray
and mist raised by the shot falling around
them obstructed the view from the Mom
tors, so that at times it was impossible to
see even Sumter, only five hundred yards
from them ; the concussion of the big guns
was fearful, and the roar of the rebel ar-
tillery deafening : the channel was nar
row, and required the utmost caution and
skill of the pilots ; beyond the fort were
obstructions lacking nothing which inge
nuity could devise or labor execute; yet,
notwithstanding all this, the Monitors for
three hours fired as often as possible at
sumter, and damaged, without doubt, its
eastern angle. At evening they withdrew
from the unequal conflict, and could have
renewed it the next morning, but prudence
dictated a better course, and Admiral Da-
pont, fully appreciating the interests at
stake, and the impossibility or reducing
the enemy's fortifications and clearing the
channel of obstructions with the present
power at his command, did not renew the
contest. A braver man, or one better
adapted for this great work, never trod
ship's deck, and his officers in command o

various iron-clad- s have won reputations
which will make more beautiful the pages
of the history of this war. None could
have done better under the circumstances,
and while the Northern people may be
disappointed with the present results,
they must at least acknowledge that all
that skill and bravery could do in the
midst of such dangers and difficulties was
done nobly and well. All hail to the gal
lant little fleet and its noble commanders
When they shall again, strengthened and
reinforced, assault the rebel strongholds,
we shall, as before, see the same bravery,
flinching at nothing, and the same skill.
rivaling in its movements the subtle arts
of the enemy.

The Perils of Blockade Runners.

presence had been betrayed by the escape
of some sparks from her funnel. In a mo-

ment the surface of the sea was illumina
ted by the meteor-lik- e flash of innumerable
rockets, while as many blue lights cast a
sickly glare over the scene. It rendered
for a moment almost every vessel of the
blockading fleet clearly visible, as did it,
too, the helpless little T e in the midst
While this had been taking plaoe, however,
the engineers had weighted down the safety
valve, shut off the feed pipe, and piled up
the furnaces with rosin, oil and turpen
tine, and the captain and pilot having,
thanks to the Yankee illumination, dis
cerned their enemy's whereabouts, had
headed T e clear of them, and she quiv
ered in every plate as she fairly flew on
her way under an immense pressure of
steam." Ihe writer says that nothing but
the nre from tort Beauregard upon our
vigilant blockading vessels saved the "neu
tral steamer.
