forty, untl July 4th, 1870, or six years
after they ostensibly gain thelr freedom.
True, the ordinance sistes that they shall
eontinue in the eapacity of aervanis, but it
also prevides that (kose who were their own-
ere il the time of their emancipstion shall

A pretension
was made of emancipation, with the sub-
siamce left out. The Convention re-
fused to =ubmit the ardinanes Lo the people
for ratifiostion. Itis intended to foree it
upon the poople for the time, o quiet the
agitation, and then, before the fime comes
to carry it into effoel, the pro-slavery man-
agors hope Lo either seonre s decinion of
the Bupreme CUourt that the crdinssoe is
illegnl, or killit off om some ather and lews
official manner. Defore that time, (he reb-
els now in the Ssuthern srmies will hsve
reiuraed snd the sluve power of the enlire
South will lend its sid 1o fasten (he sys-
tem upon the fruitful State of Missoari.

But 1o offset these sre the provisions that
the Logisistaro shall at 0o time pass laws
to emuncipate slaves withoud the consgent of
their owners, and that slaves shall b here-
after be exompt from all taxes, Undear
the stimulus of the last provision, slave
breeding will be & profitable bosineas, snd
Missouri may rivsl Virginia in ihe vigor
with which the supply will be kapt up to
the demand.

There is but ltile to hope for from this
ordinanee, and the emuncipationiste of Bi,
Louis, who sre such in intention us well
a8 protession, have issued o onll for & mest-
ing on Wodnesday, the Hth inst, to con-
sult as to the best menns of remedying the
evils which the ardinsnce [s calenlated 1o
bring upon the Biate.
