On the dock at Hilton Head, both
horse and steam power are used in the dis-

charging of cargoes, and with suoh speed
are the goods hauled, that Bhips like the
Arago and Fulton are discharged in from
twenty to thirty hours. All the lumber
required for building docks, depots, mr.ga-line-

batteries, fortifications, he , So., is
furnished by the Quartermaster's depart-ment- .

IMPROVEMENTS.

It is impossible to present a
view of all of the improvements mads by
the Chief Quartermaster in this Depart-
ment. As a shrewd business man turns
to account every means offered to advance
his own interests, so has he made every
thing, so far as possible, productive of
wealth, to the Government. Three saw
mills have been constructed, two of whioh,
are now standing, and they are constant-
ly running, cntting yellow pine lumber.
Immense store houees have been construc-
ted for storing ordnance, commissary,
medical and Quartermasters' stores. Fo ir
steam condensers, for manufacturing fresh
water from the salt water, are constantly
kept in operation to supply the Depart-
ment with fresh water.

THE MACHINE SHOP.

To keep large steamers
in the Quartermaster's employ afloat, a
large machine shop has been constructed
and over two hundred men are constantly
engaged in making repairs. The eoast
and bars are the most difficult and danger-
ous on the Atlantic, and there being no
fresh water rivers into which the steamers
can run, the boilers amd engines soon give
out, m.king a machine shop for repairing
them of the greatest importance to the
Govesnment. Mechanics of all kinds are
duly organized in their respective shops
ready to make or mend anything whioh a
department, 600 miles from where it re
eelved its supplies, could possibly need,
all of whom, are organized and paid by the
Quartermaster's Department while they
receive their supplies from the great Quar-
termaster's Depot, which is supposed to
contain everything that oould be required
by the department to carry on its manu-
factories, or to supply the soldiers with
clothing, eamp and garrison equipage.
Thus, briefly, have we tried to enumerate
the workings of the Quartermaster's De-

partment of the Department of the Sontb,
thereby showing the magnitude of the
work which has been organized and for a
long time carried on by Colonel Elwell.

SANITARY CONDITION OF THE ARMY IN
1 ESSIE.

Six : In accordance with your desire
expressed daring yoar viBit on the 6th,
take pleasure in laying before the Sinita
ry Commission, through yoa, the follewing
statement of the present faygenio eondi
tion of the lith Army Corps, and earnest
ly solicit any assistance that the Commit
slon may be able to famish.

Reports from regimental medical officers
show an alarming increase or sioxness dar
ing the last month, the number daily ex
oused from duty on this account varying
from five to fifteen per oent or the effect-
ive force, while the number prescribed for,
of course, much exceeds this The prinoi
pal disease, that, indeed, which in its prev
alence, its obstinacy noder treatment, and
its frequent fatal termination, becomes
oar most dangerous adversary is Chronic
Diarrhoea. Within the iast three months.
the 141st New tork Volunteers has lost
from this cause six per oent of its aggre
gate strength present, while the mortal!
ty in the 143rd New York Volunteers ia
even greater than this,amonnting to twen

e deaths sinoe the 1st of November,
!Mb3, to an average strength of 430 men.
Of those remaining, 174 are reported sick
by Assistant Surgeon Croft Some of
these have died in Corps-hospita- some in
oamp,and it has been observed as a strange
and enigmatical feature of the disease,
that its victims have been the sturdiest
and ruggedest men in the regiment No
effect whatever has resulted from the va-

rious plans of treatment tried. Some of
the men did duty np to the. hour of their
death, and several surgeons have expres-
sed their astonishment, that so near the
end men oould display the muscular force
they do. Suoh is not the character nor
oauBe of ordinary oamp diarrhoea, and it
leads one to seek some complication which
may explain It I accordingly sent a cir-
cular to each senior regimental medioal of
fioer of the Corps, desiring him to searoh
with eare fir any symptoms of a scortu io
taint among the men, and at the same
time to state what particular articles were
most needed to establish healthy vital ac
tion. The result was most instructive.
Though few cases of positively marked
scurvy were reported, the symptoms of the
scorbutic blooi-poiso- tbs peoular gums,
the hemorragio cachexia, the want of union
in new, and the reopening of old wounds,
the listlessness and heletade, the purpura!
discoloration of the skins, &&, were noted
in very many of the regiments present;
vizi in 27th Pa. Volunteers; 83rd New
Jersey Volunteers; 184th, 141st M8rd,
154th New York Volunteers, 21st Wisooa-s- in

Volunteers, and 61st Ohio Volunteers.
- The type of diseases is low, the fevers of

a malarial and sioradio character, rapidly

assuming a typhoid aspect, and the gener--,
appearance of the men particularly in
regiments comparatively lately enltBt- -
is depressed. They are in need of

clothing and blankets. Many have no
change of clothing, nor have had for many
weeks. Consequently they are filthy in
the extreme. This is especially the case
with the 83d New Jersey. All the hospi-
tal stores of this regiment and it came
out excellently provided for by the Bute
authorities were lost in the Tenneejee
River by the capsizing of the boat in which
they were. Shoes, blankets and pants
have not yet been furnished in sufficient
quantities by the Quarter Master's Depart--

. i . i . iment, anu cnangra ol BLuciugs, tuiruj
and drawers are generally wanted. The
Commissary Department is tasked to its
almost to furnish the absolute necessaries
of lifa, and there have been no issues of
potatoes or onions since our return from
the fall campaign. A limited supply of
beans and rice has, as far as 1 am aware,
been the only issue of dry vegetables, and
and one three fourth's ration of whisky,
oarliallv distilled, the only issue of spirits
in the same time. The amount of fresh
meat furnished has also been limited.

The following extracts from the reports
of different regimental surgeons will il
lustrate oar present condition :

"Not over one-thir- d of our men have a
char (re cf and not one half
have SL&jii-r.-t clothing to keep them
warm when on duty : nearly or quite all
are compelled to do their cooking in parts
of old worn-ou- t canteens." Surgeon

"Diarrhoea prevails to an alarming ex-

tent and of a character not to be control
led to any great extent by medioines.
About two thirds of the whole command
are more or less affected by it The ra
tions are scanty and ill cooked, scarcely
any vegetables being furnished."

" For nearly a year no full rations of
vegetables have been issued to the 141st
New York Volunteers. During this time
vegetables have not been issued in one-ten-

the quantities alllowed by the army
regulations to men in the field. The men
hare lost their relish lor hard bread and
bacon. Their blood is impoverished, and
symptoms of scorbutus appear. When
they get sick it is impossible to treat them
with desirable success from this cause."

"The prevailing disease is diarrhea and

other affections of the alimentary canal,
which can be traced directly to the insuffi-
ciency and irregularity cf rations aud
oookiog, and particularly to having been
without any vegetables. Surgeon

" An unusually large number of our

men are suffering from diarrhea, and of
that character over which medical Bkillhaa
but little control. We can attribute the
condition only, I think, to an impoverish-
ed condition of blood caused by an im-

proper and too scanty diet" Assistant
Surgeon Hong, 134th New York Volun-
teers.

I would not have you think that this is
owing to any lack of effioienoy in the off-

icers managing the Quartermaster and
Commissary Departments, for I am con-
vinced that as far as those in this Corps
are oonoerned, no exertion has been spared
and no tronb'.s avoided to remedy it but
nch are the facts and I state them plainly

in order to explain the present Sanitary
eondition of the corps, and to lay itsolaims
fairly before the Sanitary Commission.

The articles that are imperatively needed
both as prophylatics with the well, and
remedies for the ill, are potatoes, onions,
vinegar, soft bread, dried and sub-aci-

fruits, fermented .cabbage, pickles, soup
and spirits in diet and shoes and under
clothing of all kinds in quantities suffi
cient to restore a normal funotional ac
tion and furnish healthy blood for several
thousand men.

Until this change is effected, the Sur
geon must continue to witness his most
approved remedies fail and Bee his cases
approach an InevUablyf&tal termination.
It is the unanimous opinion of all the
medical officers that nr symptoms of im-

provement are manifesting themselves.
that, on the oontrary the hygienic condi
tion of the corps is deteriorating day by
day. We need help and we need it soon,
and 1 cannot refrain from repeating my
earnest solicitation' to the Sanitary Com- -

mssion through you, that early efforts be
made to provide at least to some extent for
these, our urgent neosities. I am aware
how many appeals for aid, 'the Commission
receives, but I am also aware how nobly it
responds to them, and this it is that em.
boldens me to state our wants fully, and
perhaps with some impunity.
