Sherman's Expedition.
TTe have already published a full and

general summary of the movement of
Sherman to Meridian.

Another letter to the Chicago Tribune
sums up "

THE RESULT OF THE EXPEDITION.
The Confederates will consider this ex-

pedition at the boldest move of the war.
For an. army no larger than that whioh
accompanied Sherman to advance into the
very heart of the Confederacy without
any communication for nearly a month,
and that, too, where the rebels had ( per-
fect railroad communication, was truly a
Dole! move, it snows, more Dlainly than
anything else that has transpired, the real
weakness of the Confederacy.' Had they
the troops to spare from any point, or
oouia tney ante been raised in aay man
ner, he would not bave been allowed to re
turn without serious opposition. It it an

to the people of Mississippi
and can hardly bat convince them that it
is useless to protract the war longer. Near-
ly all with whom we conversed, confessed
as much. Begarded in this light, the nj

haa done a great deal of good.,
DESTRUCTION OF PROPERTY.

' Nearly one hundred miles of railroad
was destroyed, and that in such a manner
that it will have to be entirely rebuilt with
new iron, no very easy job when we con
sider the scarcity of that article at tne
South, and the increasing scarcity or la
bor. These railroads were of untold value
to the South aa a means of communication
with the different portions of the Confed
eracy, and for the transportation ol sap
plies. Betides the railroads and railroad
buildings, other buildings and stores,
horses and mules captured to the number
of two or three thousand, and contrabands
to the number of five thousand, will swell
the amount of loss to the Confederates to
nearly twenty millions of dollars. The
oonntry through which we passed was
obliged to bt stripped of nearly every
thing eatable to support our army. As
the people most seek snstenanoa elsewhere,
it is really taking supplies away from the
Confederates. There was considerable de
struction of privat property, which may
hardly be considered justifiable; yet the
houses destroyed were almoet Invariably
desertod, and their owners, in all probabil
ity, in the Confederate army. Unite
quantity of cotton was destroyed.

. This wat done with little or no addi
tional expense to our Government, as the
army drew most of its supplies from the

THE LOSS.

The loss on our side is trifling. Proba
bly one hundred will cover the killed
wounded, and prisoners. . The loss of the
enemy wat much greater in killed and
wounded, and we captured more than two
hundred prisoners and deserters among
them several officers. Our soldiers en
dured the long march remarkably well.
and there were but very few cases of
sickness. ' -

THE CONTRABANDS.

The five thousand contrabands it takin
just so much from the productive interest
of the country, and consequently from tne
Confederates. Nearly all the d

ones will go into the army. In fact, we
are informed that one thousand have done
so already. The remainder will be sent to
the contraband camps, and employed to
work on the plantation as occasion may
require.

THE WEATHER.
The weather, with one er two exceptions,

was delightful in the trip. Had this not
been, the ease, the expedition would have
been greatly delayed, at the roads in some
parts of the route would nave been nearly
or quite impassable.. The nights were cool
and frosty, and sometimes the ice frose
quite thiok. , .:

Views of General Grant about War and
Politics.

The following is a summary of conver
sation with General Grant by Senator
Nswton, of this State, aa reported in the

J.'SL7ojk.iuir'ia 'rererence to the bene
fit gained by the expedition, General
Grant said that it was by no means a bar-
ren movement, at tome had supposed. On
the contrary, the advantage permitted him
to apply the services of 17,000 veteran
troops at another point; whither, without
Sherman a movement, he could not have
removed them. He also remarked that the
rebel, commanders themselves estimated
Sherman's damage to them to be equal te
the lost of from 10,000 to 15,000 men.
And he himself pronounced it one of the
most successful expeditions of the whole
war.

Mr. Newton having alluded to hit ap
pointment as Lieutenant-Genera- l, Grant
remarked, that while it lessened his labors
it greatly increased hit responsibilities
saying, at the same time, "well, I am ready
for them."

General Grant laid he wat going direct
to Nashville, and would return thenoe to
Washington next week, Intending to pass
through ColumBos next Monday, that he
should go direet te the Army of the 1 oto-m- as

; and when there hwould, at Utut, bt
within ten mUett) of Lee1! army, that he
would not remain in Washington; but
would henoefortVhave hit headquarters In
tne field, and go from army to army and
mm department to department as oiroum-
staoces may require.

We also learn from Senator Newton that
General Grant, in this interview, remarked
that it would be ef no use merely to take
Biohmand nnless we could also destroy Lee's
army.
