CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS

FROM WASHINGTON.

First
[Special Despatch to the Cleveland Leader.]

WASHINGTON, June 29.
Our latest dispatoh from the Army of

ths Potomac brings news np to yesterday,
(Monday) morning.

On Sunday night Sheridan's foroes had
not Baooeeded in getting across the James
River, bat the boats were ferrying them
over as rapidl y as possibly.

J4tte Bnnday night firing was heard in
the direotion of Wilcox's Landing.

The impression prevailed at headquar
ters that the rebels had again made efforts
to impede Sheridan's progress.

On Friday p. n., the rebel battery in
front of Petersburg opened on one of our
hospital trains killing several horses, bat
fortunately the men all escaped. '

The railroad has been completed from
City Potnt to the front and trains are now
running. Transports, loadod with ties
and rails, are lying In the stream off City
Point for th purpose of extending tha
road as ear lines edvanoed.

A hospital landing has been established
on the Appotomox River, some two miles
above City Point, from whence the wound-
ed are taken by steamers. Several thou-
sand wounded are there. Owing to the
extreme warm weathrr the mortality
among them is considerable.

The soil of the country in the vicinity of
Petersburg is so horribly dry that it ia not
pjssible for either side to make a sudden
movement for surprises, as immense cicada
ef dust arise upon the least movement.

All is quiet along the line of the Ap
pomattox River.

General Butler is strongly entrenohed,
and the enemy can have no hopes of dis-
lodging him, unless they bring such a
powenul force of all arms againBt him as
would dangerously weaken other points
of their lines.

Rebel deserters, many of them offioers
of the rank of lieutenant, continue to eome
in, and" they universally report more or
less demoralisation and disaffection, not
only among the ranks of the rebel but
among many offiotra.

One deserter, a member of the 1st South
Carolina Cavalry, who came ia Sunday
night, reports that Lee has sent two
brigades W cavalry, among them the 1st
South Carolina Cavalry, to Western Vir-

ginia, to act against our forces . The de- -
r also understands that an in

fantry force was sent in the same direc-
tion.

Th rebel General Winder is reported
iok with typhoid fever, and his reoevery

doubtful.
Another deserter states that an order
as issued from headquarter a few

days ago slating that the Yankees had,
with characteristic cruelty aad disregard
of the usages of warfare in the civilised
nations, placed a number of helpless pris--

ssners in eonepicuous places in Charleston
Harbor, exposed to the fire of our rebel
batteries In order to prevent us rebels
from keeping the vandal away from
Charleston, while, at the same time, they

the Federals are murdering the helpless
children and women of that city.

This was intended, deserters lays, to
operate on the South Carolinians in Lee's
army, as appeals were made to them to
revenge their friends.

Among the prisoners captured in front
of Petersburg within the last few day
are several grey-heade- d old men, ovei
sixty years of age, aad boys frim four
teen to sixteen years of age have been
captured with gun on their shoulders.
They say, one and all, that they were im-

pressed into the rebel army.

Th amendment by Mr. Wilson provides
for finding home for freedmen when when
abandoned ea'atea cannot be found among

human employers, and requires the open

ing of correspondence with the State an-

thorities on tb subject.

The bill amendatory of the law ooneern.
ing the commercial intercourse between
the loyal and insurrectionary States, was
considered and passed.

The amendment cf Hr. Morrill was
adopted, making punishment for the vio
ration of the act, not exceeding $5,000 and
imprisonment not exceeding three years.

Another amendment allows trade to ex-

tend for the supplying of the actual wants
and neoessith of persons residing in in-

surrectionary districts within our lines.
The Senate passed the House Bill for

th relief of the offioers ef the 4ta and
5th Indiana regiment who were oom mis-

sioned but not mustered in.
A Conference Committee was appointed

on the part of the Senate to confer with
t'; ose appointed on the part of the House
to adjust the disagreement of the two
houses on the Tariff Bill.

The Committee consists of Fessenden,
Morril, Foster and Cox.

Mr. Riddle, obtained seventeen
votes for his Joint Resolution allowing
Senator and Representatives to visit mil-
itary prisons and forts, but twenly-foa- r

senators stand between him and Fort Del-

aware.
The Senate Judioiary Committee will

report against the admission of the Ar-

kansas Senators.
The Treasury investigating Committee

will not be ready to report before the last
of this week. There will be a majority
and minority report.

The matter will probably go over till
next session.

It does
not materially differ from that reported by
the Military Committee. It authorizes the
President at his diecretioa to call out any
number of volunteers in eass tbe quota of
any Stale or District shall not be filled in
sixty days. The President may order a
draft for one year, and those who serve
for one or three years are to reoeive boun
ties respectively of two, three and four
hundred dollars. No commutation is to be
allowed.

An amendment authorising enlistments
in rebellious States was approved
by the Massachusetts delegation, so
they all voted for substitute.
Thad Stevens stuck out against it to the
last Six Democrats made it convenient
to be absent when the vote was taken,
fearing the bill might not pas and that
they would loose a valuable lever in the
coming Presidential oampaign, as the bill
is pretty generally regarded as somewhat
odious to th people. It is proper to say
that its' passage was seoured only by the
argent requests and representations of th
President and the War Department, what
its final shape wiij be cannot yet be told,
as it will now go to te Conference e,

where some unimportant modif-
ications may be made.

Appearance Just
in New York.

Bight hundrJ Mormons arrived in New
York ftn days since. They are thus
rfesoriped:

Th Mormons came mostly is families.
and the company comprises persons of all
ages. There are old men and women, and
nursing children: The number of un-
married young men and young women, Is
about two hnndred ; nearly all of whom,
however, are with their relatives; though
there are a few young persons who have
embraced the faith for the love of it, aad
who expect to realise In Utah the enthu-
siastic hopes they have been led by the
Mormon to cherish.

The general appearance of the persons
comprising this company waa not very im-
pressive. They were yesterday afternoon
congregated on one side of the great floor
or vacua uaraea, eaek family or eirole
having in it possession a tin pail or ves-
sel of two or three gallons capacity, and
some boies which individuals could carry
in their hands, and which ooatained the
food trad 4rink they wvo!4 aevd oa their
journey. Around these pails aad boxes
the families were frequently gathered, and
they consumed provisions aad ad foot ted
the faith with equal energy and pleasure.

A majority of the Mormons were not
well dressed. They belonged generally to
the poorer or peasant elaes of Europe. A
few of the young women, however, were
olad in neat fitting and tastefully arrang
sd attire, aad one or two wore a profusion
of flowers oa their heads. Thee persons
were apparently of so different a class
from that to whioh the others belonged
that the idea whioh was suggested of a
future of peculiar blessedness designed
for them may very likely prove to have a
Bulhoient fonndation.

Slavery Abolished in Maryland
The Constitutional Convention of Mary-

land yesterday passed, by a vote of fifty-thr-

For months the deceased has languish
ed and wasted with the most acute suffer
ing. Those who daily ministered to him.

Miseries theof army life in Georgia.
The Commercials correspondent, writing

from before Kinisaw mountain, under date
of June 22, says:

For two weeks together, as the clock
runs, th rain has fallen cn this army more
or leas generally more ia quantities
about as great a could descend through
the thick trees, and it will scarcely be dis-
putable at present, that matters are gene
rally very moist. The extent to whioh
ueh a state of affairs Is productive of in-

convenience and downright nnisance,every
on who has not actually experienced
it will utterly fail to appresiate
To those who are permitted to lie a diet in
camp, the mud is robbed of much of it
terror; but to an army correspondent, who
most be agog ia all weathers, unless he is
eontentwith one undisputed fact and a half
per momth out ef wki.ii in mare a seati.
weekly letter of unquestionable veracity
and reliability1 it is a great vexation. Let
the reader look for a short time into a
camp oa a rainy day and note what pre
sents itseir. Look just a few minut s at
the teamsters' camp, in ths evening after a
days march, when the wagons are park
ing ior tae night, in a convenient tract
ot upen woods the train of onecorps, form-
ing a line seven miles long, and composed
of about six hundred and fifty wagons,
will be massed with as muoh regularity as
is possible. In oa part of the woods
three or four hundred wagons have al-

ready disposed themselves in order, and
the six male teams are tied round a tree or
elsewhere, while each individual mule of
them divides his spare times bet' nick-

ing ths remaining five braying his
own variations of assinine symphony.
In one place teamster, in attempting to
"oarr -- ob f "is animals to water and
Im the remainder, is hustled by his un
ruly earavan under an overreaching limb
and suddenly deposited in the mire; in
another place, one is gathering savory oak
Doughs, a part or whioh he spreads before
the team to lengthen their pinohed rations
and with another part he spreads for him-
self a couch. A part of the wagons have
not yet oome np and are still in ths midst
of ths troubles of a march. In a profound
slough at the bottom of a valley they are
laboring through the mud, whioh is nearly
nub-aee- when one of the animals, weak
from starvation, is east, and the driver,
after a nominal exertion to restore him to
his feet, cut him out of his harness and
drives over him if he can. When ten wa-
gons have passed over the place the
wretched brute is half submerged
aad soon disappears entirely. If
any part of the army swears it
is the teamsters, and if any
part is exousabls for it, it is they. Ia the
esmps ofjthe soldierseverything is discom-
fort. The tired aad bedraggled soldier is
often willing to satisfy his hanger with a
hard cracker and a slice of raw meat,
rather thaa lose any hours from sleep to
kindle a fire. Others are determined to
be comfortable at all hazards, and set
about 1 wUa mmZ. U-m- Om
around the bae of a large tree, and, di
viding ihe bark into slips,- strips it up,
often fifteen or twenty feet, and, if it
"slips" welL this will yield him a very
useful slab. Upon this he measures off
his own stature, as many times as it will
contain it and laying the pieces, down
with ths outside up, he stretches himself
upon them, under his "purp tent," and
sleeps, if ths surface of the bark is some
what uneven, and not of the nature of
feathers, It is, nevertheless, dry. Another,
more intent still on comfort, nails a ooffee
mill to a tree, or cracks th kernels in a
cap with ths end of his musket, collects a
little water from a reservoir where
several regiments have already dipped,
and proceeds to make a cup of amy coffee.

It is surprising to those who have not
seen it, what aa amount of substantial
oomfort the soldier appears to extract from
a pint of ths sorry beverage. Bad as it is
it goes far to compensate for every dis
comfiture that may befall. Despite all ef-

forts, and ingenuity the rain will over
come every thing. Though the soldier may
have elevated himself above the surfaos of
ths gronnd by a contrivance of forked
sticks and poles, still wherever a leaf
tenches the canvass, there the water will
distil through In gentle drops upoa him,
and he awake ia th morning to find him-
self as damp as the night before. 'With
nothing bat a bayonet to construct a ditch
about his tent, a suddsn flood of water
will break over the slight barrier, and
spread Itself oozy and soothing all around
and through his solitary blanket, together
with so many haversacks of hard tack a
may have unluckily have been left npan
the ground. A tired soldier who ha lost
his tent in battle, or ia otherwise without
it, will throw himself upon the ground at
midnight, and may be seen next morning
sleeping soundly while a little purlin
stream frisks through his flowing beard,
aad thence washes th satire coast, thro

th dilapidated shoe aad laraiag out
through a convenient opening at th tea.
