Singular Revelations Concerning a Blind
Asylum in New York.
A majority or the pupua in the Hew

York Institution for the Blind drew np a
petitioa to the State Legislature stating
what grievances they were enduring.
There has been a refines) ent of cruelty
which is discreditable to the civilization
of the sge. The report is quite long, bnt
toe following paaagraph sums up the afflic
tions ;

'Tbat we have been incarcerated in
dungeons, damp, dirty and confined, for
days at a atreton, ana were reoa on ary
brrad and water, at the caprice or every
petty official; have been Compelled to eat
food so tainted that the smell not only I

destroyed the appetite rut sickened the
stomach ; been deprived of our liberties
and locked up in chambers so close and
unhealthy that even the committee, on ex
amiaing them, chose to make their stay as
brief as circumstanoes would permit; seea
oompeiled to lie on sheets so damp that
water oould be wrung ont of them by the
pressure or the hand, aggravated By a rain
storm by the wa er pouring over us from
the ceiling in such quantaties that buckets
had to be placed at the leakiest spots to
prevent the dormitories from being flood
ed ; been provided with baths that water
of which was so dirty as to be easily die
covered by the mere sense of touoh, and
into this have been plunged, by the dosen,
before being ehanged ; have while attend
ins to our studies, been cuffed, pu3hed,and
pinched by the teacher for every fancied
inattention or want of respect all this In
our helpless condition, more oruel and in
human than if our punishment had been
more corporally severe, we question ir
the records of onr state prisons can show
a treatment more galling to the feelings or
prejudicial to the health.

Volunteers and Conscripts.
In a debato in the Senate on the 20th

instant, Mr. Wilson said that " fully one

third, at least, of General Grant's army,
that has made marohea and fought battles
unparalled in this eentury anywhere, has
gone inlo the servioe during the last eight
months." These men are volunteers and
not conscripts. They have, ia many cares,
received large bounties, but tbey have de
liberately ohoaea to enter the army. Re
pudiating the idea that these men were,
in any sense, " mercenaries," Mr. Wilson

aaid:
They ought to have had a bounty. All

kinds of labor are now exceedingly high ;

the cost of living is high. These men who
are fighting our battles have left families
behind them asdear jVVILHi'S fiSSTeT

and go and peril their lives for the oonn- -
try; perhaps oome back maimed and
wounded. The men who take a bounty
and uses the money as a man ought to do,
to support, protect, and educate his family;
that man who bares his bosom to rebel
steel, is just aa muck a patriot as the man
who volunteered for a less sum. It looks
to me. in the present condition of the
country, that we are expected to pay more
for men, and ought to pay more, than we
did in the early days of the war.

Rebel Prisoners at Point Lookout.
The correspondent of the Baltimore

American, writ ng from Point Lookout,

says:
Over two thousand rebel prisoners have

arrived at the Point during the past ten
days. Among the rest are a large somber
eaptnred at Petersburg, and belonging to
Beauregard s command. These men, pre
vious to their entering the camp, areolose- -
1y examined, and all extra clothing,
watohes and mouey are taken from them
by the Provost ManhaL who keeps an ex
act account, and whea they depart, the
money, watohes, etc , is returned. Some
rather singular oaeee present themselves to
be examined.

Borne have gold and notes, bid nnder
their hair; some sewed up nnder the lin
ing ef their clothing ; some la the bottom
of their sooka; others think they have
safely secured their specie ia the lining of
their boot tops, bat the vigilant eye ol
Lieutenant I niltips and his oorps of de
tectives soon show its existence, and the
gold comes forth. One knapsack lately
examined, contained two fall enits ol fe-

male apparel and some baby clothing, aad
whea the same was brought to light, it
caused some meriment among his com
rades, who had quite a laugh at his ex
penne. Thee clothes cam quite handy,
and were immediately sent to the female
prisoners confined at the camp hospital.

the popular welcome of every measure in
the prosecution of the war, whioh is as
vigorous, unmistakable, aud unfaltering
sb tae national purpose liseir.

He expected that after
General Grant had become convinced
the impregnability of Petersburg, hs would
abandon his attempts to take it, and would
move his army to Bermuda Hundred, and
begin his operations against Biohmond
from that point. In this case, arrange
ments had been made to tianafer the rebel
army from Petersburg to that city, and
Petersburg would hare been abandoned, as
an outwork that had served its purpose,
and that oould be useful ao longer. And
this will be done now, if my information
la correct. The rebels defend Petersburg,
because Biohmond ia aafe as long as they
can keep the union army there.

HOW PETERSBURG CAN BE TAKEN.
