Another Intervention Come to Grief.
Spain, that for two years has been en-

deavoring to subdue a revolt in San Do-

mingo, has at length given up the contest
as hopeless.'

She
has allowed the Yankees to put their own
coasts into such a state of defense as to
render them unassailable by her fleets. She
has no ahi that oould encounter the
lankee monitors with any prospect of
success ; and, although it Is easy enough
for her to build such, yet the probability is
that they would not be able to cross the
ocean. Monitors are made for coast

and not for ocean navigation. She
cauld not then, in all probability, even
break up the blockade of our ports, far less
eena an army ana neet nere to assist us m
driving away the Yankees, preparatory to
returning to colonial vassalage. We think
it, therefore, hardly worth while to inquire
into the expediency of returning to arms
of Old England, seeing Old England could
not receive us if she would.; We must
fight it out with the Yankees. The alter
native presented is death or slavery.

The citizens did
not bury themselves in their homes, but
all classes soon thronged the streets to see
the army enter. The route over which
General Sherman rode was jammed by
the inhabitants as cloteiy as ever the Bou-
levards of Paris were when Napoleon rode
through them. Beyond all question, the
union army nas Decn more cerdiaUy re
ceived in Savannah than in say other
place which has fallen into our hand. -

Bad Effects of 'Bounty TheJumpers."
It it a fact that bounty-jumpin- g is one

of the regular professions of the country,
as much so aa gambling, pocket-pickin- g or
burglary. "We commented a few days
since on the bad results flowing from the
manner in which quotas are raised by
many townships and wards, whose sole
anxiety is to be freed from the draft, no
matter what the stuff that is enlisted. In
illustration of our view, we clip the fol-

lowing from correspondence of the New
York Times. Let every man read and
make hit own comments on this ruinous
system :

Here is the record of one single regiment
among those that havj come to my notioe :

Of three detachments of substitutes sent
from Concord, N. H., to join the Fifth
New Hampshire Volunteers, amounting
to 625 men, 137 deserted on the passage,
leavin jirenly 488 to arrive at the regiment.
Of the 488 who got to the regiment and
were assigned to companies, 82 deserted to
the enemy from picket line; 36 deserted
to the rear; 4 have been discharged
as utterly worthless their physical
incapacity being so glaring, and of
such long standing, that they must
have been known at the time of enlistment;
6 have been sent back to Concord to have
their cases of enlistment investigated, by
order of the War Department; and 2 have
been discharged by order of the "War De-

partment. ' Thus, out of 625 of these bounty-tem-

pted warriors sent to one regiment
only since August last, there are only 309
left; and, as these have come to the army
through the same venal influences, and
probably.Tgone through the same loose or
fraudulent examination, it is impossible to
tell how many more may follow suit, in
spite of the death penalty before them. I
use the term fraudulent advisedly; for, out
of the four discharged as utterly worthies a,
one man has one leg several inches shortor
than the other; cne bad hernia, that had
made him a cripple for many years past ;

and the two others were such impracticable
imbeciles, that any imbecile, without one
particle of medical knowledge, must have
seen at a glance that they were utterly in-

capable of any duty whatever, mental or
physical. These are shameful revelations,
but the sooner the public are made ac-

quainted with the existence of such mon-
strous abuses, the sooner do we stand a
chance of seeing them rectified.

THE PASSPORT SYSTEM ON THE
FRONTIER.

The Opinions of the Toronto Globe-- --

Excrement in Canada-Sewar- d

nonnoed.

The Detroit papers had given us reaeou
to hope that Mr. Sewara's recent passport
order would be strictly enforced. Hut Sat-
urday's proceedings told a different tala.
M Detroit and at the Suspension Bride
every mar, woman, and child passing into
tne States trom Canada, throucn p&esen
gers, as residents of the province, were
stopped and their passports demanded
Many were unprovided with the needful
document, and were turned bacs. It this
system is continued there can be no doubt
that the passenger traffic of the Grand
Trunk and Ureat Western will receive
serious blow, and Canadian invest
ments become more unpopular than
ever with British capitalists. The cos
ot the passport system to individuals
is no inconsiderable item. It is believed
that Mr. Cameron is now issuing twenty
paEEports per day, for which he is allowed
to cnarge fcl.oo eacn. under tne new reg
ulation these passports must be revised by
the consular agent here, Mr. Kimball, who
charges $1 for his trouble, so that the man
who wants to make a trip to Buffalo must
pay $2,50 in addition to his railway fare.
In addition, there must be daily delays,
causing considerable expense and inter
ruption to business. We may note here,
that American citizens residing in Canada
are required to take a passport when tney
design to pay a vkit to the United States,
The document can only be issued by a full
consul, ovm ot whom is stationed at Ulitton.
Consular agents are not authorized to issue
passports, tcut they will grant certificates of
identity, an American resident ot To
ronto will therefore be required, if he de
sires to cross the bridge, to take certificates
Jrora Mr. Jtumball, the consular agent here
and exenange it lor a pass port at untton
When Mr. Thurston, who is a full consul,
returns to Toronto, he will issue passports.

We cannot help regarding the introduc
tion of the "passport system as a piece of
stupidity on the part of tne Washington
Government- - Mr. Seward will not be
able to prevent raiders crossing the fron-
tier by any such means. The passport sys
tem has beenjabandoned in Europe evon by
Austria and .France, it having been found
utterly inoperative to prevent the transit
ot poutiucal conspirators. Its introduc
tion on our Iron tier is utterly useless; and
we hope that our government will take
immediate steps to represent the matter to
the government at Washington, and have
it abolished. '' If Mr. Seward will not be
reasonable on the subject, it will be no--
cessaiy for our government to take other
steps, we nnd a score ot ways of malt
ing the Americans feel the advantage of
treating us fairly. We hope that no such
warlare may arise, but that Mr.- - beward
will see the propriety of abolishing nego-
tiations which are a serious injury to our
people, while they are of no benefit to
their neighbors. Our government are do
ing all that lies In their power to prevent
rni-- iruiu our kuuivb, aiiu tiiere w no uuuut
that they will, be successful. At all events
the passport system wili not heh them
and we have full right to demand, that
while we are doing our duty in the pre-
mise, no burdensome penalties shall bs

Seasoning of Lumber and Timber.
The following valuable article, written

by H. G. Buckley, of this city, we find in
she Scientific American. 11 contains val-

uable information :

It is evident that the seasoning and dry-
ing of lumber is not properly understood
by the community. If there ever was a
time in wnich the best mode was needed
it is now. Every manufacturing estab-
lishment in the country is taxed to its ut-
most capacity, and must, foryears to come,
to supply the demand for buildings, car-
riages, wagons, reapers and mowers, rail
cars, bridges, sash, blinds and doors, cabi-
net, cooper, chair, tub and rail, and other
work, with gun carriages, gun stocks,
pianos, melodeons, organs, ships, etc, all
of which require seasoned lumber.

The question is, how can this seasoned
lumber be obtained, when the demand for
lumber follows close to the saw ? Indeed,
it is very difficult to manufacture lumber
as rapidly as for immediate use.

Pour years in the open air is none to
much time to prepare even two-inc- h lum-
ber for good work. Oak lumber, such as
is used for gun carriages, car sills, etc , will
not be proporly seasoned by an exposure
to the air for ten years, while a large por-
tion of it will be destroyed by eramacausis
or dry rot, long before that time. I have
extracted at the rate of over 600 pounds
per M feet, board measure, from this kind
of lumber that had been dried under cover
19 year, and at the same time cause a
shrinkage in its size of J inch to the foot.

I have made the seasoning and drying
of lumber a study of more than eighteen
years, and I now propose to make a few
Buggoationp, in a sufficiently brief manner
to come within the rule of brevity which
you have adopted, and if the matter is not
sufficiently explicit for your readers I will
answer inquiries by mail.

To season lumber is to coagulate its veg-
etable albumen, and render it insoluble in
cold water. Lumber may be seasoned and
not dried, and dried and not seasoned. It
tequires both to be perfect.

Allwood contains albumen more or less.
This albumen is precisely like the albumen
of the egg, except a trace of sulphur in
me eg. it tms albumen is simply dried
in the airit will shrink and swell with every
change of atmosphere. Common air dry -
ine will never fix albumen, nor will it at
any length

.
of time perform the most

steam, may extract albumen, and the aij
may do the drying. But all lumber and
timber is injured in its strength
and in its beauty of finish by the loss of
its albumen. The albumen properly co-

agulated and left in the pores of the lum-
ber is ae valuable as paint or varnish for
its preservation or beauty of finish. Be-
sides, no lumber that has lost its albumen
by soaking or steaming can be ever re-

duced by air drying to its smallest possi
ble size, since tne air arys tne outside nrst
and form3 an enamel that will not shrink
when the inside becomes dry. It must
all sbrlnk together, in order to make the
lumber solid for a fine finish. If the pores
of the lumber are dried open it cannot
make a good finish.

Now, what seems to be desirable, is, to
be able to put a tree in the forest, manu- -
facture the lumber, season it thoroughly,
dry it sufficiently to reduce it to its small- -

ture it into anything, from a clothes-pi- n

to a snip, during ine same weeK it IS taken
from the stumpf

in a year of weeks. And what is still
more surprising, it has the following rare
combination of qualities, to wit: greater
rapidity, more thorough seasoning and
drying, and cheaper than any other process
known to science, whether natural or arti-
ficial. If need be, the whole may be
creosoted for its preservation, at the same
time, and at a merely nominal expense.

The process is simply the use of super-
heated steam superheated in particles, or
one particle at a time and used in a
moderately tight room, requiring no more
prefsure than simply to balance the at-
mosphere and exclude the air. The steam
may be made from the moisture of the
drying substance, or in any other cheap
and convenient way, to be used in
the place of air for conveying
caloric to the substances to be seasoned
or dried. This steam also keeps the
pores of the lumber open, penetrates to the
center without forming an enamel on the
outside, and when the whole is sufficiently
hot the lumber is not only seasoned, but
the drying commences at the center, which
is the last place reached by any other
mode of drying, if, indeed, it is ever
reached at all by such modes. Besides
steam has 90 times the power of motion
and absorption that common air has.
Steam also holds 1,000 degrees of latent
heat, which assists in preventing waste of
fuel. When this process is properly ar
ranged and managed there is scarce a pes
sibility of any escape of heat, unless it be
in the steam generated from the drying
lumber, and only passes out when it is in
excess in the drying room. It will, there-
fore, readily be seen that lumber which is
continually surrounded by such a steam
atmosphere cannot be dried in one part
more rapidly man it can in anofctier, and
must shrink alike.

By this process the shrinking of the
lumber is all done before the lumber is en
tirely dry, and the more moisture there
can be left in any lumber, after the sea-
soning and shrinking are completed, the
stronger, tougher, and more durable the
timber. This process, therefore, is capable
of seasoning and shrinking the lumber,
and still leave more moisture in it, or it
may leave it drier than any other mode.

Maying already expenaea nearly $200,- -
000 in experiments with this new princi-
ple of seasoning and drying lumber, grain,
fleur, meal, fruit, vegetables, tobacco, salt.
wool, flax, &c, I should be pleased, If I
had the time and room, to give you the re
sult of experiments with each, such as the
drying of flax in an hour, directly from
the water-rottin- g tank, so that it will dress
better in any machine tnan by
any length of thime, but this articlewould
soon be too long to come within the sensi-
ble rule of brevity established by the
Scientific American. H. G. But klet.
