Of Interest to those who eat Pork.
Among the successful candidate! for the

pnses ot the Academy of science! we men
tioned Dr. Zenker, of Dresden, for his im
portant researches on the Trichina Spiralis.
This microscopic worm, which lives coiled
up in a sort of cystus or pocket, was ob
served about 1H35 Dv Air. .Kicnard Uwen I

in the flesh of certain, animals, in 1850
Dr. Hebsi, of Gottingen, found by experi
ment tnat the trichina was transmissible
from one animal to another by ingestion.
and Drs. Virchow and Leuckart confirmed
the fact. On the 12th ofrJanuary I860, a
joung girl was admitted into the hospital
oi jrescen, on the supposition that she
was laboring under typhus fever, but there
was some symptoms wanting to confirm
this opinion. The girl died on the 27th,
ana lit. Cesser, on dissecting her body,
found to his astonishment many thousands
of trichina;, in a free stale in the muscular
tissue. Their not being encysted was a
sure sign that they were of recent impor
tation. In the intestines he found a vast
quarflily of adult trinchinaj, male and fe
male, and perceived the bodies of the latter
Oiled with living embryos similar to those
ezuiing in the muicles

Thus Dr. Zenker, for the first time, proved
that in the same person there may exist
adult trichirjas in the intestines and their
litrvse in the muscles ; bo that the latter
could only have got there by piercing the
intestine, either by direct migration or by I

the blood and chyle. Upon inquiry he I

roana mat me girl caa eaten pork irom a
pig killed on the 21st of December, 1859,
and that both the farrow and his wife with
whom she lived had been attacked. From
aU these f tcts D.-- Zenker arrived at the con
clusion that there exists in man a disorder
resulting from tbe immigration of trichina)
irom the intestines to the muscles, and
that this disorder becomes mortal when the
immigration is too considerable, in conse
quence of the ingestion of a large quanti
ty of meat tainted with this parasite. No
sooner did this discovery become known,
than it was confirmed by further observa-
tions throughout Europe. In Germany, es-

pecially in those places where raw pork is
used, hundreds of cases were discovered.
even assuming the form of an epidemic,
where trichinated pork had been sold.
