16th. .It says thedefenses which
the are of a very powerful
description,-an- could have been held by
Bragg's command for an indefinite time
had there been no other enemy to threaten
them than General Schofield. The de-
fenses consisted of two lines of works.
The outer line was situated upon the north- -
cm Inuk vr Suuthweet Ureek and extended
across the road leading to Kinston and
into the swamps upon the east side. Four
guns, when these were manned, swept
the road and could have annihilated any
approaching column.

The flanking of these works was out of
the question as the ground was impassa-
ble either to the right hand or left. The
second line was constructed on the north
bank of the Neuse river, immediately
around the city, oud was still stronger
than tho llrst. The town could have been
held by the rebels, had not their rear been
garrisoned before our advance by the 67th
N. Y. regiment, reinforced by Hoke's

Guerrillas on the L. & N. Railroad—
A Train Captured---Soldie- rs Killed

and Wounded.
The Nashville Dispatch of Thursday

gives the following particulars of the cap-

ture of a train on the Louisville and Nash-
ville Bailroad, by guerrillas, on Tuesday
night, of which mention has already been
made in our telegraphic columns :

The train was thrown from the track a
short distance this aide of Glasgow June
tion, on its way to this city, about seven
o'clock in the evening. The track had
been torn up for a distance of nearly one
hundred ' yards, and when the train was
thrown off it was greeted with a voliey of
musketry Irom a band of about 20 guer-
rillas, who appeared on the embankment
above them, the affair occurring in a deep
cut. They shouted like, demons, and pour-
ed a second volley into the train, when the
soldiers and train-guar- returned the lire,
but to no purpose, as the guerrillas were
protected by the bank. The leader of the
gang gave the command, in a stentorian
voice, to companies A, B and C to advance,
and fire at will, at the same time demand
ing a surrender. The guards ceased firing,
and they boarded the train like a pack of
hungry wolves, (tripping the- - passengers
of all their money and valuables. The
search was complete, and not even a finger-rin- g

was spared. Several changes of
clothing were effected, by which the reb-

els got decideoUy the best of the bar-

gain. Captain Talmadge was robbed of
$5,000. After completing the robbery of
the passengers, they set fire to the
train, commencing with the rear car,
and placing combustibles under each
of them, up to the locomotive. During
the time the cars were burning, the band
were occupied in selecting such articles as
they desired from the express car, which
was net ignit9d until they wore about to
depart. After they were gone, the fire was
put out, and the car saved. Sixteen men
were wounded on the train, and one sol-

dier is reportei killed, and his body con-
sumed, in one of the cars. The baggage
car, attached to the express, contained
all the private baggage ot the passengers,
and the United States mails. This car
was also saved, and none of its contents
were mole? te 1. There weie six cars de-

Any person desiring to come here to
prospect, lease or purchase oil territory,
has need of all the caution he can com-
mand, and must bear in mind that many
of the most eligible locations are already
bought up and leased.

Valley, unless disturbed by guerrillas.

' In the hills of this valley, the original
structure cf the rocks cannot be determin-
ed, for they have been crushed out and
upturned and overturned, contorted and
fractured, in the wild confusion. The
strata have been violently disrupted and
decline at angles from five degrees to fifty
m some places they are almost vertical.
This line of geographical disturbance is
well marked and singular in its character.
From the mouth of Blane Creek the incli-

nation is southward, while from Middle
Creek it is northward a distance of over
sixty miles. This dislocation and inclina
tion can be distinctly traced over the sum-

mit of the highest hills and in the depth
of the lowest valleys. The uniform incli
nation is South and JN orth.

The evidences ot oil in this region, both
by surface indications and wells bored years
ago for salt, and those dug for oil in 1869-'b- 0,

are numerous. Several wells at the
mouth of Blane, and above on Big Sandy,
dug twenty years ago, were abandoned be-

cause lha salt water was impregnated with
oil.

Judge Harris, of Prestonburg, sunk a
well at the mouth of Middle Creek, 480
feet deep, when the drill dropped through
a smail crevice, and oil was ejected from
eight to ten feet, and continued to flow for
weekf, running down the river, covering
the water with oil, and making the hues of
the rainbow whan the sun shone upon it.
This well was finally abandoned andplug-e- d

up as worthless. Several citizens, then
living in Prestonsburg, attest the truth of
tbe above, among them a Mr. Harknees,
an old and respectable citizen, resident of
Prestonsburg for more than thirty years,
also Capt. Cumming3 and Mr. Foster, the
latter then a merchant of Prestonsburg,
and now a resident of Catlettsburg.

On Big Paint Creek oil has been gather-
ed for several years, on the surface, by
making temporary dams when the water
was low, and then skimming it on. capt.
Dixon has been engaged in this business
every summer since 1858, more or lees, and
and in this way has collected from forty to
one hundred barrels per season. Some es-

timate that over two hundred barrels have
been thus gathered in a year.

On the head waters of Blane Creek, oil
and gas rise to the surface of Btreams, or
issue from the fissures of rock; at innumer-
able places. Mr. Cummings, a Scotch ge-

ologist, who has for years been exploring
that country, says that small jets of oil now
flow freely from the fissures of rocks along
the line of the extensive disturbance and
upheavals that are found on Blane, Paint,
Middle and Bockcastle Creeks. Near

'on the head waters of Paint and
Blane Creeks, is a large burning spring, six
feet in circumference, over which a shed is
erected where the people of the neighbor-
hood dry their iruiL Similar gas springs
abound in this basin lying between Beaver
and Blane Creek.

The eager oil seeker has pushed his
prospecting within the rebel lines. A gen-
