SI.443.3i 8,18 ,677 36.69

In thi above table it will be seen Wat

the Increase for each decade ranges from

32.67 per cent up to 36.45. The average

Is 34 66 per sent. Seeing that the increase

has been so surprisingly regular for the 70

years ending in 186D, it wiU be perfectly

safe to calculate that the increase for the

40 years ending in 1900 (35 years from

now) will beat least as great as the average

ratio of the previous seven decades, a.inougu
the dot cent of the Increase for the two

last decades ending in 1860, is higher.
Perhaps it will be assumed that the in

crease hereafter will not be as heavy pro

portionately, as heretofore, because immi-

gration will not be maintained in the same

ratio of increase. An repiy to mis we

would say that the population of Europe,

which is now estimated to be Z83,oou,uuu,

rill continue to increase at the same ra

tio that it has heretofore, namely at about
12 per cent lor every 10 years. This
would give an increase for tha present de
cade of 34,200,000, and a still greater in
crease for each succeeding decade. This
baing the case, it will readily be seen that
the surplus population must continue to be

crowded on over here until our unimproved
land, amounting at present to over 1,000,-

000,000 of acres, is settled and cultivated.
Therefore, the average increase for the last
even decades being 3i.66 per cent- - we will

assume it to be 34.5 per cant., for the next

In the year 1790 a gentleman in New
England published a table, giving an esti-

mate of the then future population of the
country, for each decade down to 1900,

He based his calculation upon an annual
increase of 3 per cent., compounded, which
would be equal to 84 884 percent for each
decade, while the actual inrease to 1860 was

3.466 per cent - His prophetic calculation
--fas almost literally carried out at the end
of each decade io I860, the variations from

the census being only a few thousands, and
his estimate for 1900 being only about
2,000,000 less than the calculation above.

Having thus demonstrated, to a moral
certainty, what our population will be in the
year 1900, we will offer, for purposes of com-

parison, a table showing the present popu
lation !of England, .Trance and .Russia,
Mil their- noDulatlon. in 1900., based unon.

The immensity of this population is so
great, that our readers will apparently be
justified in thinking that we bave made
heavy draft on our imagination in order to
produce the above ponderous results.
little reflection and study will show that
tha future increase of the population of
New York city, for four decades, at an aver-

age of 47 per cent for each decade, is no
more wonderful than its past increase, at
an average of 62 per cent far each of the
last 7 decades. Therefore when we consider
that New York will, in the year 1900, be
the financial and commercial centre of the
world, having a population of over 100,

000,000 to pay tribute to it, and also when
it is considered that it will then he the
eastern terminus of the great Pacific Kail- -

road,' which will be built before that time,
as well as the headquarters of the business

of over 140,000 miles of railroads, it nil
be perfectly sate U atsame that the above
estimate is not too high.

THE FUTURE WEALTH OF OUR COUNTRY.
By the process we have hitherto adopted

that of judging the4future by the past, we

will proceed to estimate what the wealth
of our country will be 35 years hence.

The following will show the relative
wealth at each decade, commencing
in 1790 and ending in 1860, as shown by
the census report :

Taking the increase for the decade of
1840-5- 0, namely 64 per cent., to estimate
the future wealth by it wtll produce the

The ratio of increase for the decade of
1840-5- 0 is a moderateone by which to esti

mate the future increase. The railway in
terest of the country, during that period,
had but just been originated, and it was not
until the latter part of the decade that the

gold and silver mines cf the country were
discovered, while our manufactures were
yet in their infancy. Then we added com

paratively nothing to our revenue from
these sources. Now the irold and silver
mines of California and Nevada, the petro
leum wells, and our great manufactories
are pouring untold treasures with lavish
hands into the lap of the country, increas
ing its wealth at even a far greater ratio
than that of the last decade, which was
129.7 per cent

There can, therefore, be no doubt that
the rati of increase of wealth during the
present decade will be fully equal to that
of the last, and at this ratio the wealth of
the country, in 1870, would be $28,366,431,-

236. After that year the ratio of increase
needs only be 51 per cent for each of the
three succeeding decades to bring our
wealth to $100,000,000,000 in the year 1900.

THE FUTURE OF THE UNITED
STATES.

This great branch of our internal im
provement is comparatively of recent
growth. The following table, taken from
the census, will show the number of miles

of railway in operation at the end of each
half decade :

The decreased rate of increase for the
last five years is, of course, owing to the
country being engaged in the present
civil war.

The ratio of increase of railroads since

1830, (35 years since,) is so unequal and
fitful, that we cannot rely with any degree
of certainty upon the past, in j udging of the
future increase. We will therefore adopt
the following mode for ascertaining the
number of miles of railroads in the year
1900 : For the last S5 years, going back to
1830, the population then being, in round
numbers 12,000,000, and now in round
numbers 30,000,000, the average would be

about 24,000,000.

The average wealth for the fame period
would amount to about $7,300,000,000,
This average population and wealth con
structed during that period (35 years) 36,-5-

miles of railroads. The average popu
lation during the next 35 years, will be
(calculating that the population in 1900

will be 102,000,000) 69.000,000. The
average wealth for same time 4Y,oWJ,-

000,000. '

The average population for the next 35
years will be a fraction less than three
times, and the average wealth a fraction
over six limes what it was in th) last 35
years. Consequently there can be no doubt
but that three times the number of rail
roads constructed during the last 35 years,
will be built in the next 35 years,

which would be equal to 108,500 miles.
This added to the 36,500 already built, will
make the grand total of railroads in 1900,
145,000 miles. Even then this country
would not be so thickly covered with rail
roads as the State of Ohio now is. This
fact alone will show that this estimate is

within bounds.

The above estimates of the future popu
lation and wealth of the United States we
believe will more than be verified by the
result, "We believe that our population
will increase in 35 years, from 31,000,000

1860. to over 100;000,000; that our
wealth will increase from $14,000,000,000

18C0 to over $100,000,000,000; that tha
great city of New York will have a popu-

lation in 1900 of over 5,000,000, and that
railways will increase from 36,500 to

145,000 miles.

The above is the picture we present of
great future of our country. It will

then be a power such as the world never
in comparison to which Rome, in its

proudest days, will dwindle into insignifi
cance. The will of our Government will
then be the law of the world. "We shall
then have no mora wars, for the simple
reason that no power will ever think of the
absudity of entering ' into a contest xrith

for it would be too much like a child

endeavoring to contend with a giant
The future of this country will be to
grand its career will be so ovtr l ! . uig--

ly great, that it will be beyond the power
of thq most vivid mind to bring it within
the tCope of its imagination.

There is another feature of the future
which should not be omitted from this.
We allude to the superior quality of that
great population. Out of that 100,000,000
of people there will be few, very few that
cannot read and write. Oar common
schools and institutions of learning will be
located on every hill and in every vale.
Kvery family will have its newspaper and
its library. Could ancient Borne and
Greece say as much for their people?

With such an immense population with
such an enormous wealth, and with such
an intelligent and educated people, in the
year 1900, who can doubt that the present
national debt will be paid long before thirty--

five years is past

SHERMAN'S PROGRESS.

The Two Battle in North Carolina-- --

Accounts from Rebel Papers.

THE BATTLE NEAR AVERYSBORO.

The Baleigh Progress, of March 20th,
says this affair turns out to have been oi
much more magnitude and importance
than was at first supposed. The editor
conversed with several wounded and other
soldiers engaged in the fight, and they ail
agree that it was a desperate one. Most of
them think our entire loss was about 1,000,

while they say that of the enemy mast have
been 4,000 or 5,000.

Another account, said to be official, is,
that our loss was 350, while the Yankee
loss was between 3,000 and 4,000.

The Progress gives the following account
of the battle, without vouching for the ab-

solute truth of the statement :

It seems that the fight commenced about
noon on Wednesday, the 15th inBt, and
continued briskly until night Considera-
ble skirmishing was carried on all night,
and on Thursday morning the battle com-

menced furiously, and raged all day. Gen.
Hardee, with about half a corps, was in-

trenched between Black creek and Cape
Fear river, at no (treat distance from the
confluence of these two streams, but at a
point higher up than that at which the en-

emy crossed the former stream. Here he
was attacked by two corps ot nerman s
veterans, and our works were charged three
successive times, and each charge was re
puUed with immense slaughter, we do
not understand the position of Gen. Bragg,
but we were informed that his troops were
driven back, which made it neceesary for
General Hardee to tall back to prevent tr

flanked. He had to abandon two suns,
the horses belonging to them all, or nearly
all, killed, so that he was unable to bring
them on.

THE BATTLE AT BENTONSVILLE.
[From the Richmond Whig, March 32.]

We received no exchanges this morning
from points south of Danville. The

paragraph from the Danville Reg
ister stttes, that the battle commenced at
three p. it. The hour five P. u. was incor
rectly transcribed from General Lee's dis
patch.

We learned on undoubted authority, late
yesterday evening, that a battle took place
on the 19th in North Carolina, between the
forces under General Hardee and a column
of the enemy, which resulted in a signal
victory to our arms. ' From the information
in our possession we locate the battle near
the Reuse river, and not tar irom tne divi
ding Una ot Johnson and Wayne counties,
some lortv or niiy miles oei w naieigo.
General Hardee attacked the enemy at
three o'clock, and drove them a mile and a
half, capturing some guns and carrying
two lines of intrench men to. Under him
were bis own command and a portion of
the Army of Tennessee.

ADDITIONAL ACCOUNTS OF THE BATTLE.
[From the Richmond Sentinel March. 23.]

General Johnston telegraphed a day or
two ago that in Hardee's fight with Sher-
man, on the 16th, the Confederate loss was
450, and that of Sherman 3,600. The fight
took place at Averysboro, on tno (Jape r ear
river, on Thursday, the 16th inst Averys-
boro is about half way between Fayette- -
villeand Kaleien.

General Johnston s defeat of tne enemy
was three days later, at isentonvitie, near
the Neuse river, showing that Sherman's
repulse by Hardee had turned him from
his eouiso.

[From the Richmond Enquirer March 23.]

The Baleish papers of Tuesday have no
definite details of the recent fights between
Johnston and Sherman. The Confederate
says: We hope to be able in a day or two
to give our readers reiiaoie ana cneering
intelligence. So far everything is encour-
aging. General Johnston inspires enthu-
siasm, and the army is in fine spirits and
each day increasing in numbers. In the
ofl'air which occurred a few days since be
tween Hardee's and Sherman's forces we
repulsed successfully five assaults upon our
lines, and Held our position until tne object
was effected. In drawing off we lost two
guns, because tne norses bad been killed
and the guns eonld not be brought away.
Our loss in the affair was about four hun-

dred killed and wounded. The enemy's
about four thousand. Shermin marches
no more uninterruptedly.

Of tne battle on Sunday tne correspond
ents state a very decided advantage was
gained by our troops. The enemy were
driven several miles with heavy loss. We
captured some artillery. AU the signs
give hope of a new tide in our affairs.

Tne same paper says tne sicaanu wound
ed are beios cared for with commendable
attendance, not only in hospitals, but in
private residences ot tne city, xne citizens
have opened their house to our brave

the ladies of Baleigh are taking
the lead in rendering those kind atten
tions which are so neccessary and accept
able.

The first battle above alluded to occurred
on the 16th, near the junction of Black
with South river, on tne r ayetteville and
Goldsboro roa'1, some fifteen miles below
Bentonsville. in the vicinity ot which place
the battle ot Sunday occurred.

The Confederate is in error m relation to
the loss ot artillery. JM owing was aban-
doned, and the enemy was fairly and se-

verely beaten. The official report of the
battle states that tne enemy maoe tne at
tack on General Hardee. Three deliberate
and most desperate charges were made,
and each was repulsed with great slaughter.
Our loss did not exceed three hundred, and
that of the enemy, ascertained from esti-
mates

ty
made by prisoners, between three

thousand five hundrei and four thousand.
What the loss of the enemy was on Sunday,
when the two main armies met and Sher
man not only met with repulse, but was
driven from the field, can only be conjec-

tured. Sufficient is known, however, to
confirm the beliaf that the end of Sher
man's bloodless march has coue.
