ATHENEUM BUILDING BURNED.

An Extensive Fire—Loss from $40,000
to

A bout S o'clock yesterday morilng a boy
connected with tbe Lea establishment,
in ..passing through the yard from the
press-roo-m to the cc.onting-roo- discover-
ed that the Athe'j,ura Building, on Supe-
rior street , exr. American Buildings,
was on. fir. a. He ran to the en-
gine house, on Champlain street, and
gATe the alarm. For a few moments
before the , re became visible,a dense smoke
poured from the windows of the building,
and settled down in U19 Btreeta, nearly
tre'jgling that portion of the city. On a
ui'id,Q the flames leaped out all over the

roof, and threatened the Amer-

ican House on the west, and Kelly's block
on the east., Fortunately, the wind did not
blow, and the persistent efforts of the fire-
men kept the fire from spreading.

The origin of the fire is not known. It
was discovered in the rear of the Hall oc-

cupied by Mr. A. Montpellier, proprietor
and manager of a variety show. It proba-b'- y

caught in the dressing rooms or stage.
Mr- - Montpellier says nothing but gas lights
ware used in that part of the Hall, and that
all the lights in the building were put
out about eleven o'clock the night pre-
vious, at the close of the performance.
He suggests, however, that it might have
caught from the hot stumps of cigars which
are swept with the other rubbish under the
stage, at the close of each entertainment
The probability is, that from
sparks of many of which
were let off during the performance,
and which might easily start a slow,
smouldering fire in the sawdust strewn
upon the floor ot tbe Hall. Tbe
Chief Engineer, however, and others
who have looked into the matter, are of the
opinion that the, fire was the work of an in
cendiary,

The uppe ,tory, used by Mr. Montpellier,
is a complete wreck. Nothing at all was re
moved.. The bar was destroyed. It is claimed
that spirits can't be touched with temporal
f.flrmity or loss, but this exception proves
that the spirits above mentioned miiBt have
been tainted by time and drugged with
earth. The piano was burned, as well as
scenery, furniture, Ac, and this comprises
the chief loss of Mr. Montpellier, amount
ing in all, as he claims, to $3,000 or $1,000.
He had no insurance on his effects. The
actors lost their wardrobes, one of the ladies
losing at least $600 worth of dresses and
whatnot.

The second floor was occupied in front by
John Friend and G. W. Lynda, as law offices;
Viets and Savage, Job Printers; Irad Kel
ley, private rooms, and, in the rear of the
building, byJDeckand and Engelhart, man
ufacturers of hats and caps. Messrs. Lynde
and Friend removed their papers, books,
Jtc. Their loss is slight. Viets and Savage
will lose quits heavily from the wetting of
their stock. They are insured to the full
amount of their loss. Irad Kelley's room was
fairly swamped, his wardrobe and furniture
damaged, but he escaped a watery graveas
by the skin of his teetb I

The stock in the stores on the ground
door was badly damaged by water. The
Cleveland Paper Company claim thatthoir
loss will fall between $10,000 and $15,000.
Hitherto they have not kept a large stock I

on hand in this establishment, but recently I

they filled np with paper of all kinds,
which was thorougly drenched. They are
covered with an insurance of $15,500.

Deckand and Eo.golb.art, Hatters and
Fur Dealers, estimate their loss at$10,000.
They had just got their fura packed away
in the second story, all of which were de
stroyed by fire, or immensely damaged by
water. They are insured in the sum of
$10,500.

J. u. Mack, Hatter, must have lost heav
ily, but we could not learn the extent, nor
the amount of his insurance.

The water burst through the
double iron doors between the Atheneutn
building and the American Buildings, and
poured into the atote of H. W. Luetkemey- -
er, inflicting about $300 damage.

Veils and Savage used part of the base
meet as a press-roo-m, and Charles Snyder
had s bowling alley in another apartment.

The building is owned by Irad Kelley,
He has $8,000 insurance thereon, which
will no doubt cover the total loss.
