WASHINGTON, April 10.

During the rejoicing here y th e
President, who returned from Richmond
last evening, was called out and said
am greatly rejoiced that an occasion has
occurred so pleasurable that people can't
restrain themselves. Cheers. I suppose
that arrangements are beingmkde for some
sort ot formal demonstration, perhaps this
evening or night. Voices "We
can t wait." if there should be such a
demonstration, I of course will have to re-

spond to it. f A voice "Bully for vou.1
will have nothing to say if you dribble it
out of me. Laughter, and cries of "We
want to hear yon now. '

uun piece oi music or tune. 1 nave tnougnt
"Dixie" one of the best tunes I ever heard

ADMIRAL PORTER'S REPORT.
WASHINGTON, April 10.

ARMY OPERATIONS.
NEW YORK, April 10.

The Etralds correspondence recounts
the pursuit of Lee's army. The 34lh Corps
reached near Black's and White's station,
on the South Side Railroad, on the morn-
ing of the 5th, with Generals Grant and
Ord. The 5 lb. corps and cavalry pushed
on to Jetterville, on'the Danville Railroad,
and arrived thtre without any fighting,
until the nightof the 4th. The 2d, 6th and
9th corps were following closely in their
rear, and by the night of the Bth they were
all up on the Danville road, and the 24th
corps up to the Burksville junction.

It appears that Lee ordered that portion
of his army cut off by our piercing his line
on Sunday, to join him at Amelia Court
House; fearing to have them attempt to
reach Burksville Junction, and so on to
Danville.

When General Grant reached Xotaway
Court House, a staff officer arrived, stating
that Sheridan had encountered the enemy
in small force at Jetterville, and had driv-e- d

him, making important captures.
Our column had intended to go into

camp, but Grant thought Lee's only hope
was in forced marches, and he therefore
ordered the advance continued. The men
who had already tramped twenty miles,
on being informed of the stirring news
from Sheridan, clamored to march aU night,
and started off with cheers. Whenever
Grant was recognised as he road along
the line, the delight of the soldiers was ex-

pressed in the most enthusiastio manner.
As one division exhausted ltseli in cheer
ing, another would take its place, and so
it went along the whole column.

Boon anolner dispatcn was received
from Sheridan, and its content, were such
as to cause Grant to leave the road, and
cut across the country te Sheridan's head-
quarters.

On the night ot the &tn, tne army lay in
line of battle stretching across three or four
miles of country and facing Jetterville;
Custar's division of cavalry lay on the
right flank and McKenzie's en the left.
The infantry was formed with the tith
corps on the right, the 6th in the centre and
the 2d on tbe leiL During tne nignt Ae
moved off many of his trains, and it was
feared he would elude this column. Ord
was to march in the morning towards
Lynchburg and cut off his retreat to any
point south of that.

in tne morning, tne wnoie army moved
five miles en the road to Deatonville. In
the forenoon the 2d and 5th corps succeed-
ed in falling upon Gordon's corps, guard-
ing Lee's army in the vicinity of Deaton-
ville, stampeding portion of it, and making
many captures of men and materials. Gor
don took up one position after another on
the hill tops, and succeeded m retarding
our pursuit to a limited extent.

Iwlugees and deserters state that tbe
rebel army is falling to pieces.

The Etralds correspondence from the
cavalry recounts the movement, of this
arm of the service in pursuit of Lee. Their
rear guard was overtaken, numbering 820,
strongly entrenched, across Namogine
Creek, having destroyed the bridge and
felled trees across the ford to impede pur
suit. On advancing, the enemy opened
fire, which was returned with vigor. They
were finally shelled from their position. A
numler of men were at onoe dismounted,
the obstructions removed, and the com-
mand crossed. Evidences of demoraliza-
tion on the part of the enemy were at once
met with, the road being strewed with all
sorts of munitions and debris. Cannon and
ammunition were discovered secreted in
the woods.

Pushing on, Barringers brigade of cav
alry was soon encountered by our second
brigade, Uolonei wells commanding. The
rebels scattered like a flock of sheep on be-

ing fired upon. In this charge Lieutenant
Custer, brother of the General, got detach-
ed from the command, but came in with a
rebel battle flag and fourteen Johnnies.
Colonel Caphart, 8d brigade, about the
Bame time overtook the rebels near Den- -
nisville. Spreading on each side of the
road, our men went in under the wildest
excitement. General Custar seeing that
unless we covered more ground with our
cavalry many more rebels would escape,
sent back and hurried np the 1st brigade.

several miles were thus passed over and
many rebels and munitions gathered in.
Finally the rebels rallied to make a stand.
and our cavalry formed for a charge, when

strong force cf rebel infantry was discov-
ered in their rear. Our men fought,

falling back, till they were reinforced,
when the rebels were driven again, follow

closely until night set in.' The rebels
bad been driven li miles, routed at every
point, and leaving their men, artillery,
wagons, &c , along the way. Our whele
loss was not fifty. On the 4th the march
ws resumed and continued till tbe after
noon when the enemy were overtaken and
skirmisning ensued wnicn continued till
night. On tbe 6th a fight took place
which has already been detailed.

The Tribune's Washington special says:

Three companies of Mosby's guerrillas
were disbanded on Wednesday, at Cul-

pepper, and dispersed for their homes.

Moeby has less than 300 men now, mostly
operating on a neck of land running down

to Aquia Creek and Fredericksburg.
The Herald's City Point special of the

8th, says supplies were taken by railroad
yesterday to Sutherland Station, ten
mile, from Petersburg. Different Corps
trains were all taking loads last evening,
and will reach the army

A large force is pushing the work on
the track, and expect to reach Wellville to-

day, and Burkesville in two days more.

The Heralds 2i corps special of the 4th
says, a large number of prisoners, stragglers
and deserter, from the rebel army have
been brought in during the day, and it is

said the woods on the flanks of our column
are filled with them. Forty-eigh- t surren-

dered themselves to an orderly riding along
the road. They appeared with a flag of

truce, and, sitting down under a tree, dis-

cussed the terms of surrender. They were
guaranteed possession of their private
property, with the exception of gold
watches, and as they had none of these no
difficulty was found in arranging terms.

The scarcity of rations for the last forty-eig- ht

hour, has caused a deal of foraging ;

with this exception the inhabitants are well
treated.

The troops are in excellent spirits, and
confident of an early termination of the
war.

A special at Jettersville the 5th .ay. :

General Sheridan, with the 5ih corps and
cavalry, reached this point two miles and
a half from Burkesville Station, last even-

ing, and found the enemy in his front. He
immediately telegraphed to General Meade
that he was between the rebels and Lynch-

burg, and requested that the troops move

forward immediately. The 2d Division of
cavalry, under General Crook, has been
fighting the enemy since morning. He
struck the enemy's train, destroying three
miles of wagons and contents.

Officer, report that with another brigade
they could have captured the entire train.
Two thousand prisoners, a battery of Arm-
strong guns and six battle flags were cap-tare- d.

The 2d corp. was placed in posi-

tion under the direction of General Sheri-

dan, immediately on its arrival, as he was

in momentary anticipation of an attack.

Through the adroitness of one of Gen.

Sheridan's scouts, General Barringer who
commanded a brigade in Wade Hampton's
cavalry, was captured, along with his staff.
The scout offered to put the General and
bis aids in the way to avoid our troops, but
instead, he brought them within our lines.

The Heralds 9th Corps special of the
5th, says that strict orders have been issued
for the prevention ot house-burnin- g, and
thus far very few have been consigned to
the flames, and none in which the original
occupant, were still remaining; neither
Is the destruction of other property in-

dulged in to any considerable extent,
though ..e find that the inhabitants are
near1; destitute of provisions.

Tbe South Side railroad is apparently in
need of very slight repairs to make it avail-

able for transportation. Uuless some large
bridge has been destroyed it is more than
probable the road will be in use next week.

The immense trains that are moving un-

der convoy of this corps, are getting over
the ground amazingly well. The roads
are quite smooth and dry.

VIRGINIA. TO RETURN TO THB UNION.

The Times' Richmond correspondent
says he has had free conversation with
some of the most thorough and radical
Union men in the country men of wealth
and position, whose faith has never wa-

vered forjan instant, and who, slavehold-
ers as they are, demand that Virginia shall
be taken back into the Union under the
emancipation proclamation; that no ves-

tige of rebellion shall be tolerated; that
usurpation, State aud Confederate, which
has wrecked Virginia shall shall not be
recognized in one single respect; that the
State Governmeat must be organized anew
by a Convention of the people as soon as
that can be properly effected and the State
and its inhabitants thoroughly purged of
treason in every shape. Union sentiments
in this strong form exist here, too, and
far greater than has bean conceived, not
alone among the poorer classes, but in the
wealthy and influential circles, where may
be found men who have never lost faith in
the Union. These are the absolute majori-

ty of strong men in Richmond.
WASHINGTON, April 10.

GEN BUTLER ON RECONSTRUCTION.

Among those who delivered speeches to-

day was Major General Butler. His re-

marks were principally directed to the
future disposition by the Government of

the participants in rebellion. He recom-

mended that all the leaders be disfranchis-
ed and di qualified for holding any office
under the Government, but that the masses

including negroes should have the
right, of citizenship. The address was
loudly applauded, and at the conclusion

the crowd dispersed.
Very little public business was done to-

day, and even the courts adjourned.
Within the past two weeks over 20,000

rebel prisoners have been sent away from
City Point, and a large number still re-

mains there.
DAVIS AT DANVILLE.

The National Repub Itcan says: Parties
have arrived from Danville within our,
lines, who report that Jeft. Davis arrived
at Danville on Monday last, and that he
was accompanied by two or three members

of his Cabinet. Several hundred persons

gathered before the Executive Mansion
this afternoon at three o'clock.

Frequent calls were made for the Presi-

dent, who appeared, merely to say, if the
company had assembled by appointment,
some mistake had crept into their under-

standing. He had appeared before larger
audiences than this and he would

repeat what he there said. He supposed
owing to the great good news, there would

be some demonstration; he would prefer
evening, when he should be

quite willing, he hoped, and ready to say
something.

He desired to be particular because ev-

erything he said got into print (Laugh-

ter) And occupying the position which he
did a mistake would produce harm, there-
fore he wanted to be careful not to make a
mistake.

Tbe President was greeted with cheeers,
and after bidding the crowd good evening
he retired.

ARMY OPERATIONS.

The IFoWa's special, dated Rice. Station,
April 7th, give, detail, of the operation, ot
the army. At daylight that morning our
army pushed ahead from the field on which
it had encamped last night, two miles south
of the Appomattox, and, without encoun
tering much opposition, drove the enemy
from the strong fortifications which guard
the approaches to the msgniJcent railroad
bridge spanning the river.

Near tnh point thebridgs is upwards of
cne hundred feet from the water, supported
by twenty pillars of brick maeonry and

granit. The bridge is two thousand ree

long, and was particularly destroyed on

the enemy', side of the river. Little Foot
bridge was also fired but car men
smothered the fl amea. Three hundred feet
of the large bridge were burned, while the
small one was saved from any damage
whatever.

The enemy had strong and well stacked
fort, opposite us.

Hard fighting was apprehended, but we

were surprised to find scarcely any oppo

sition to our crossing and securing the
works on both sides of the river. We cap
tured eighteep pieces of artillery. Tne
enemy fell back .till further to the rear,
and took a position near Farmville. Here
they have held us the entire remainder of
the day notwithstanding attempt, were
made by the 2d corp. to drive them from
their naturally strong position.

The enemy tried hard to cut his way
through our lines, but always with fatal
results. During the day the second
Division was detached and sent down the
railroad to sieze Famrville. This they
very quickly accomplished.
we will have more work on this front, if
the enemy determine to evacuate during
the night. The 5th and 24th Corp. are
manoeuvering for a surprise which bids
fair to be successful. Mahon's Division
forms a part of the supporting party in
front of the 2d Corps.

The Worlds Burksville special says:

Yesterday General Sheridan discovered a
force of the enemy and a large train of
wagons pushing toward their main army-H- e

immediately pushed ahead and discov-

ered the enemy in strong position behind
a range of low hills. From this position
the enemy were forced, after hard fighting
and cunning movements. Once the enemy
forced a portion of our lines by striking on
both flanks.

The irregularity of.the country prevent
ed the formation of broken lines, hence
frequent gap. were found in it. It was

through these gaps the enemy charged.
The enemy was driven from his first position

The cavalry again attacked him. This
time he was found on the line ot the road
along which our troop, and train,
had been passing, strongly intrenched,
behind a hurridly constructed cover of
rails and debris. From here Sheridan
couid not budge him, but aid was soon at
hand. The 2d and 6th corp. were brought
on the field, the former on the right and
the latter on the left, resting against the
cavalry. Eirly in the morning Sheridan,
anticipating the result, had sent Curtis
further down the road toward Burkeville,
with instruction, to move toward, the en,

emy 1 landing.
The advance was sounded, and the ene-

my's position charged. The enemy fought
desperately, and for awhile, by hammering
away with musket and cannon, succeeded

n holding our troops at bay; but it was

only for awhile, as another discharge sent
him flying from his cover down the pike,
where he was met by Custer.

The 6th Corps, changing, direction, fol-

lowed like hounds until the enemy, finding
he could not get past Custer, turned on

them again. It was the enemy', turn to
charge now. He must break one of
two lines or perish. His attack was on

the infantry, whe, recovering from the
slight break in their line, first repulsed the
attack and then counter-charge- The ene-

my was in no condition to resist, and see-

ing no hope of escape, raised the white
flag and surrendered.
