Adam?, notified Lord John Busscll that
be was being built to do service as a rebel

privateer. His Lordship, with tba air of a
Dogberry, demanded evidence to th&t effect.
and declined to interfere. Two months
afterwards, Mr. Adams laid satisfactory

. eviden:e before his lordship. Instead of
acting promptly in the matter his lordship
delayed two days before sending a dispatch
ordering the ship to be detained. The dis
patch was received one hour after the
sailing of the Alabama. The whole thing
looks as tnougfl .LrOrd itussell purposely
delayed sending the dispatch in order that
tbe Alabama might be allowed to escape,
knowing that the panic she would create
among American merchantmen would
have the effect of throwing the American

" carrying trade into British bottoms.
In direct contrast with the suspiciously

procrastinating course of Lord Bussell in
the matter of the escape of the Alabama,
we will refer with pride to the prompt and
highly honorable action oi oar government
in a precisely similar case during the Cri
mean war. The frets are these. In 183i
the British Minister, Sir John Crampton,
notified our government that the barque
Maury wasbeinj fitted out in the harbor of
New York as a privaU er, to prey upon the
British cemtnerce under the Russian flag.
Our Secretary of State, the l,te "William L
Jlarcy, immediately telegraphed to Hew
York ordering the detention of the Maury,
and then courteously requested Mr.
Crampton to pioduce the evidence. After
examining into the matter, the British
.Minister candidly admitted that he was
misinformed ; the barque was released and
that ended the matter. ,

That was the way our Government lived
up to lis international obligations. Now
any fair mind can see that the question of
the British Government reimbursing our
shipowners for damages inflicted by the
Alabama is one of honor ai well as of na-
ked justice. It cannot be expectei that
one side should live up to its international
obligations, as our Government did in the
case of the Maury, while the other side
should shirk from its obligation, as the
English did in the case of the Alabama,
without sacrificing national honor.

Graphic Description of Matters in
Richmond.

We copy the following from a very in
teresting letter published in the Cincinnati
Gaulle, written by its correspondent in
Richmond. We would call the attention
of our readers to it:. -- . .

GENERAL APPEARANCE OF THE CITY.

The flag under which Washington served
once mere floats above bis statue on the
State House Square; a Yankee band was
playing tne national airs; negroes had
violated the unwritten law of the Capitol,
and invaded tbe sacred common ; cavalry
euidons were ia front of tbe Executive
Mansion of the Governor of Virginia; staff
omcers crowded tbe portico, and the head-
quarters of Gen. Devins, an old-tim-e New
rjpgiana xemocrat, oommanuing the white
troops, were witnin. xnese were tne nrst
points one observed, in sallyine out from
the Spots wood to look at Richmond.

IN THE VIRGINIA STATE HOUSE.

Naturally, I first entered the State House
In the rotunda within was another statue
oi Washington ; on one band a door open-
ed into the Virginia House of Delegates;
on the other, into that of the House of Rep-
resentatives of the rebel Congress.

Each is a plain room, furnished with
pine desks and chairs ; a
few oil paintings are on the walls, and the
floor is covered with a home-mad- e rag
carpet, and abundantly supplied with
spittoons. The desks are filled with

resolutions and un passed bills;
around the walla are piled cords of badly
printed and worse-boun- d public docu

"A LTTLE STORY" WITH A MORAL.

Here, in the House of Delegates, only
yesterday, as an eye witness tells us, oc-

curred a scene that it would be criminal
not to desoriDe.

A well drafted, well educated, every
way respectable looking man, named J.
Morris Chester, strolled into the House,
and with the natural dssire every habitue
of the Capitol at Washington has observed
a hundred times, straightway seated him-
self in the Speaker's chair. His business
in Richmond was to write in fact he was
a correspondent of Forney's Philadelphia
Press and so he began writing.

Presently a rebel officer, just escaped
and out on parole, Lieutenant Butler by
name, son of the rebel cavalry General
Butler, passed the door, and saw the cor--,

respondent writing. The outrage to the
Speaker's cbair (I have neglected to men-
tion to mention that Mr. Chester is as
black as a coal, and accompanies the negro
troop:) was too much for Lieutenant Bat-
tler's blood. ABSumiog the plantation air,
he shouted: "Get out there, you d d nig-
ger 1" The negro sat perfectly unmoved,
and continued his letter (which I sincerely
hope was a good one) for tbe Philadelphia
Press. The wrlahful rebelshouted again,
and showered down abusive epithets. The
nogro wrote on. At last, Lieutenant But-
ler thought it wise, after the established
plantation faehion, to proceed further ;

and with renewed orders to the "d d
nigger' to get out, he undertook to seize
him by the collar.

In an instant the negro, Chester,
straightened up out of the chair of the
Speaker of the House of Delegates oi the
ancient commonwealth of Virginia, and.
duly mindful of the motto of the State,
dealt a splendid rigbt-band- lull between
Butlers eyes, which sent tie rebel sprawl
ing c own the aisle. Then, with an eye to
busine-s- , wnico, (1 specially call UoL rror-ney- 's

attention to the point) deserves an
increase of salary, the negro resumed the
seat oi the speaker ot the House ot Dele,
gates, and continued his letter to tbe Phil
adeJpma 1'rtM

Meantime the rebel recovered from his
sudden confusion, and in a wonderful ruh
of wrath, went foaming to the nearest oi
cer, "Lend me your sword till I cut tbe
a d niggers heart out Til do noth
ing of the sort," responded the officer be
sure he was a Yankee, if not from Boston
itseif "but if you want to try a fair fight,
1 11 have a ring made lor you here, and sea
that tnerei no Interference. loull get
more damnably thrashed," he pleasantly
added, " than ever you were in your life
before." Lieutenant BatUr considered it
wise to retire with his swollen eyes; and
the negro Wrote en, in the chair of the
Speaker of the House oi Delegates of the
State ot v lrgima.

CONFEDERATE BONDS.

Confederate bonds are abundant in Rich
mond. An immense number, with coupons
al. registered and signed, were tb-o- into
the streets during the evacuation, and are
sold by boys at very insignificant sums.

The sold and silver beloneire tethe
Louisiana banks, and recently appropria
ted by the Confederate Congress, was run
off to Danville on Thursday. So was the
specie of the Richmond banks. Gov. Extra
Billy ttmilh was at a meeting of tbe Com
mon uouncu at i o clock on Sunday after
noon, and almost convinced the city au
thorities that the Confederate arms had
bfen victorioue at at Petersburg, and that
tticnmona was not to be evacuated. Mf
however, managed to est batter informed
some hours afterwards, and r--n off on
norsaback sometime during the night. J
Breckinridge went off on horsebacK with
the last of the army on Monday moraine,

At 1 o'clock on Monday morning; a com
mittee of citizens, headed by James A.
Biwtt, called on JUsjor Miller, at UK Adju-
tant General's office, charged with burning
the warehouses, and begged him to desist.
Miller would not listen to them, and char
acterized the statement that the burning of
me warenouses wouia destroy tne city as a
cowaraiy pretext on tne part ot .the citizens
t umped up to endeavor to save their
property for the Yankees.

FRENCH TOBACCO BURNED.

A few days before the evacuation.a ware
house opposite the Pemberton Prison was
filled with tobacco belonging to the French
uovernment, worth two millions of dollars
in goh. but the rebels fired it before they
fled. Major Stevens, 4th Massachusetts
cavalry, promply emancipated over fifty
coiorea men, women and cnildren, whom
lelound starving in the county jail. One
little girl only eight years old, when asked
what she had been locked np for. said that
sne stole some brea l to take to her mother,
wnicn was tne cnarge on tne ju records.
31 ayor mayo sentenced tnese unfortunate
negroes, and several oi them had been
whipped by his orders.

PRESIDENT LINCOLN MAKES ANOTHER VISIT
TO RICHMOND.

0n Thursday the President paid another
visit to Richmond, accompanied by Mrs.
Lincoln, Senators Sumner and Harlan, and
others. The party visited the various ob
jects of interest in the city, including the
Ajiooy jrnsoa, aau were every wnere receiv-
ed with the greatest enthusiasm. Nearly
all the inhabitants were in the street
white and black anxious to get a sight of
the President The enthusiastic greotines

white were almost as demonstrative as
tto!6 of the blacks. The latter appeared to

overwhelmed with joy, and gave vent to

their feelings in the most extravagant man-
ner, some of them hailing the President as
tbe second Mesiah. Soma of them kneel'
ed in the streets, and, with uplifted hands,
thanked God that Massa Lincoln had been
sent to deliver them and their children
from a worse than Egyptian bondage.
A PECULIARLY BENEVOLENT SOUTHERN

INSTITUTION.

An examination into the condition of the
jail at Richmond by our authorities, show-
ed a number of cases where the parties
were confined in loathsome eel Is for no oth-
er offense than stealing a loaf of bread
when in a starving condition. In such
cases the prisoners have been discharged.
A letter written by the rebel Adjutant
General Cooper, dated Richmond, April 1,

addresied to his wife, at Clifton, Georgia,
has bten intercepted. It is a peifect wail
of despair. His wife had asked to come to
Richmond, and he answers tbat it would be
be un advisable to come there, as they oould
not bold the city ; that Grant was stretch-
ing out for tbe communications to Rich-

mond, and would be able to seize and hold
them. He says that the President (Jeff. )
becoming aware of the feeble tenure of the
city by the rebels, had sent his family away
on the preceding day, March 31. Mrs.
Mason, wife of James Y. Masn, had fled
for safety to Halifax. Mrs. Lee, wife of
General Lee, was in Richmond, and re-

fused to go away. In conclusion, he said
he hadn't a dollar in the world but Con-

federate money, which was worthless, and
that starvation stared them in the lace.

JEFF DAVIS' HOUSE.
From the State House it was natural to

hunt up General Weitzel, and that took us
to the late executive Mansion ot tne rebel
President. It is a handsome three-stor- y

double house, ranking among the largest in
Richmond, although by no means the fin-

est, or indeed the most eligibly located. A
guard paced to and fro on the pavement,
under the flag that waved from the window.
and another barred the door with his mus
ket, while the officer on duty was peremp-
tory in declaring that nobody was admit,
ted there on any business. A card, how
ever, soon gained usadmbaion, and we were
greeted by General Weitzel and General
Shepley, and ushered into the presence, in
tbe Reception Room, ot Judge uampbell.
late one of the rebel Peace Commissioners
to the conference at Fortress Monroe. Of
him and his business there will be time to
speak hereafter. For the moment, I was
more interested in observing the residence
of th e rebel Chief. The door-wa- y through
which we had entered was simple enough ;
but the rear ot tne building was occupied,
in accordance with a singular fashion that
seems to prevail here, with a large portico
and a lofty colonnade. Across this the
windows looked out into a well-ke- gar
den.

The Reception Room was elegantly fur.
mshed ; the carved Italian marble mantles
were of exquisite workmanship; mirrors,
curtains, sofas, easy-chai- were all 'to
match." From the Reception Room, fold
ing doors opened into a large and elegant
parlor, furnished in corresponding style.
Everything was left precisely as if Mrs.
Davis had been gone but an hour; the
card of the French Consul and tboie of
some Richmond magnates were ljing in a
little vase; mere was open music ; toe or.
naments on the mantles and the little arti.
cles of verlu scattered about tee rooms,
were all arranged as nsuaL Up stairs the
same order prevailed; me dining room
and the kitchen were well supplied ; and
it was very easy to credit the declaration of
the ttan oincer tnat "we have hired his
housekeeper to cook oar mess, and we find
