Brisbin, Governor Bnmlette
of Kentucky has come out more strongly
and decidedly than ever in favor of the
greit Constitution al Amendment. The
reasona for the measure which General
Brisbin eo ably urges, are cogent and un-

to the State of Kentucky. The ttateemea
of Lentucky the Speeds, Clays, Gothries,
Bramlettei, Prertices, have already per-

ceived the necessity of abolishing slavery.
The people are not up to the statesmen as
yet, but we are confident that at the
coming August election they will elect a
legislature pledged to ratify the Amend-

ment.

The decision of Attorney General Speed,

of which the telegraph gives us an ab-

stract, will result in curbing somowhat
the insolence of Lee'i paroled oloeri.
Many of these fellows have been of late
hanging around "Waihiogton, displaying
confederate uniforms, anl uttering seces-

sion sentiments in a most impudent man-

ner. The entire impropriety of this state
of things has struck all who are acquainted
with the fwti, and everybody will be glad
that Mr. Speed has sent these rebels to the
right-abou- t, with a bee in their bonnet.

The promulgation ol President Lincoln's
order to General Grant, eDjoining him to
avoid all but purely military negotiations
with Lee, is exceedingly opportune. It
shows a perfect coincidence of thought and
action, on one of the gravest matters of
public policy, between the late and the
present Executive.

Letter from a Virginia Postmaster to
an Escaped Slave.

The enclosed correspondence displays
the refining and ennobling influence oi
slavery on the character of the Southern
people. A postmaster who could write the
malignant, heartlees and insolent letter
which our correspondent gives us, is unnt
to hold office under, and receive pay Irom
the Government of the free United
States:

EnrroB Lxassb: To show you how
beautifully slavery refines the moral char
acter of man, I send jou a letter just re-

ceived from a Postmaster in New Creek,
Hampshire county, Weet Virginia.

NEW YORK, April 25.
A constant stream of peopie have been

SLAVERY IN KENTUCKY.
CINCINNATI, April 25.

General Brisbin, Superintendent of the
or&riiZHtion of colorea troops in Ken-

tucky, has written a letter to Governor
Brainlutto, calling his attention to the dis-

turber! condition of labor in that State,
and urging him to call the Legislature and
pes the Constitutional amendment The
General says tne Slaves are nominally rw,
masters can no longer depend on their
labor, and points out the evils that must
arise frf m the present half-slav- e half-fre- e

condition of the State. He claims tnat
tbe ntssHfro of the amendment wouia quiet
the minds of the negroes and cause them
to remain at home and till the sou, now so
much in need of their labor. More than
twenty thomand of the moBt valuable
have already gone into the army. Ken-

tucky niuf t choose either to have her slave
population absorbed and freed by the
army or to save her labor to tbe soil by
granting uncondit:onal freedom to the
slaves at home.

The Governor replies concurring in the
opinion that slavery bono longer retained
in Kentucky. Labor must be had on a
free ba?is, ar.d says that the war has ex-

terminated slavery and revolutionized the
pnblic mind, blavery being ended in tne
rebellious States, the Governor thinks it
should be ended in Kentucky by the most
direct means. He regards the passage of
the Constitutional Amendment as the
inrst nraclicai meinod, and thinks its adop
tion may save the State from a dirth of in

dustry ar a suspension 01 pruuucwuu. aid
cr.llh t i niiud the patriotism ot JLentucic- -

itns, and says that they were always lor
tbe Union with or without slavery.

DECISION.
PHILADELPHIA, April 25.

A speci-t- l di3patch to the Bulletin from
Washington, to day, says: Attorney Gen-

eral Speed has made a highly important
decision on the the term of the capitulation
of Lee. In reply to a letter from the Sec-

retary of War relating to these points, he
declares

First, That the rebel officers who sur-

rendered to General Grant have no homes
in loyal StaUs, and have no right to come
to places where their homes were in loyal
Stales prior to going into rebellion.

S cond, That persons in the civil service
ot tho rebellion, or who have otherwise
given it support, comfort and aid, and were
residents of rebel territory, have no right
to return therein under that stipulation.

Third. That rebel officers certainly have
no right to be wearing thoir uniforms in
any of the loyal States.

'J'te Attorney General adds that such
rebel officers having done wrong in coming
into loyal States, are but adding insult to
injury ia wearing their uniforms. They
hive as much right to bear traitor's flags
tiirough the streets of a loyal city, as to
wear a traitor's garb, and that the stipula-
tions of the surrender permit no such

thing, and tho wearing of such uniform is
an act of hostility against the Govern
ment.

OBSEQUIES IN NEW YORK.

NEW YORK, April 25.

The Morningpapers are filled with local and
scenes and incidents of yesterday. No to
Evening papers published full editions.

Fartifs-wh- have wilnesfei every dem-

onstration in New York for the past twenty
years, say the events of yesterday and to-

day surpass anything known. Not only
the entire people of N ew York turned out,

but immense numbers from New England,
New Jersey, and the State of New York. on
Early this morning Broadway and all the
streets leading into it were crowded with
people, many of them waiting patiently to

see the proeessior.
The crowd seeking entrance to City

Hall where the President's remains lay is

very large, and the crowd increased
during the foreooon. It was estimated that
there was a hundred thousand pnople seek-

ing
by

to enter the building who were uuable
to do so. Notwithstanding tho numbors

gathered, there was good order all partios
being impressed with the solemnity of the
occasion.

The arrangements for viuv. ing tho body

were very bad, the public being compelled

to file through a narrow passage In the
Hall building, where motion was much re-

stricted. There were many expreosions of

sadness as the line passed the coffin

where the remains of th5 President
were lying. Hany were moved

to tears, and a reverence wss displayed by to
all. The soldiers manifested particular
grief, looking upon the corpe of their comma-

nder-in-chief. Many w men wc pt aud-

ibly as they passed the coffin ; many Were

desirous of touching the c .ffin, but were

not permitted.
The Guard of Honor, consisting of of to

ficers of the army and navy, were regular-

ly relieved every two hours. of
Fiom the time the rcpse was ed

in City Hall, until removed, the appearance
of the body indicated that the embalming
had not been perfect ; discoloration is daily
increasing, and it is thought the coffin can
not be opened af .er leaving this city.

The procession to follow the lerr.ains tn

the Hudson River Railroad commenced

moving according to the programme.
There were from 10,000 to 12,000 soldiers,

ar.d at least 50,000 civilians. Nearly 100

bands furnished music appropriate to the
occasion. All kinds of civic sr cietif B join
ed in the procession, the Jlssona be'ng out
in the largest numbers. Prominent Gen-

erals and other officers of tho army and
navy were in attendance. An order had
been issued forbidding carriages in the
procession, but it was viol itcJ. Tha City
Council passed an order excluding negroes
from taking part in the profession, but
by request of the Secretary of War,
this deciii jn was set asida. Some negroes

appeared in the procession, but the num-

ber was quite small. The procession filled

Broadway from curb stone to curb stone,

and was three hours passing a given p.int.
Along the line of march the sidewalks were

densely crowded, and all the windows

were filled, tome wiadows rented for

twenty-flv- e dollars each during the time
the precession was passing. Many houses

were covered with additional mourning
emblems, hung out on lie principal
streets, and all flgs were at half-mas- t. On

the west side of Union Square a small mar-

ble monument- - was erected, surmounted
with a bust of Abraham Lincoln. The
monument was draped in black, bearing
on each side inscriptions. To each of the
four angles of the monument was suspend

ed a wreath of immortelle, with black
stripes.

The meeting in Union fqura was at
tended by an immense assemblage of peo-

ple. The exercises were highly impres-

sive. The oration by Mr. was

listened to with the utmost attention.
Thousands were unable to obt .in a posi-

tion within hearing distance.
Since the departure of the remains the

city has become quiet. It is proper to
state that the Illinois delegation were the
receipients of many favors from the pro-

prietorsof of the Metropolitan Hotel, where

they stopped.
BANCROFTS SPEECH.

The following is thesub3tance of the ora

tion. Mr. Bancroft said :

Our grief at the crime which has c'othed

the continent in mourning finds no ade
quate expression in words, no relief in tears,

Neither the office with which Mr. Lincoln
was Invested by the approved choice of a
mighty people, nor the most Bimpl-hea- rt

ed kindness of his nature, could save, him
from the fiendish passions of relentless
fanatics. Millions are in wailing arounr
his remains as they are borne in solemn

procession over our great rivers, along tho
seaside, beyond the mountains, across the
prairies to their final resling place

in the Valley of the Mississipj-

of his funeral knell vibrat
through the world, and tbe friends of frea- -

the dom of every tongue and in every climo
are his mourners. The members of the

w. government which preceded his adminis-

tration opened the gates of treason and he
closed them when he went to Washington.

The ground on which he t'od shook under

his feet and he left the Republic on a solid

foundation. Traitors had seized public
forts and arsenals. The Capitol which

he found the abode of slaves is now only

the abode of the free.
