M'llb Uebo's Coboebt. We regret that
the concert at Brainard's Hall last evening
was by no means so fully attended as its
great artistic excellence merited. The au
dience present was, however, composed of
Cleveland's most appreciative element,
and their enthusiastic delight was aa high
and valuable a tribute to the talent of the
performers as that of a crowded house could
have been.

Mr. GroBcurth, the pianist, has a remark
ably brilliant and even touch, and though
lacking in vigor, his execution, especially
of the right hand, ia exceedingly clear and
effective. In the pianoforte solos he played
on this occasion, he displayed great taste
and delicacy. The "Spinning Bong" was

especially a success.
Madame Motte is unquestionably a su

perb vocalist, and in her first aria, "Di
tanti palpiti," her unrivalled power carried
everything before it. She was heartily
tneored in her last solo, an English ballad.

Herr Lehman also deserves our com
mendations. His voice is extremely pow
erful, yet under perfect control, smooth
and melodious in every part.

But the triumph of the evening was re
served for M'lle Camilla TJrso, whose per-

formance equalled the most sanguine ex
pectations which could have been formed.
M'lle TJrso has attained to an almost world
wide celebrity, and certainly deserves it.
In manner she ia eminently modest and
unassuming. Her playing derives its pow.
er less from feats of musical gymnastics
than from exquisite purity of tone and
breadth and delicacy of expression.
Still her technical execution is ad.
mirable, and her mastery over the
harmonic tones especially astonishing.
She received most enthusiastic encores en
every appearance, to one of which she re-

sponded by playing in fine style a fantasia
on "Yankee Doodle." Where all was so

perfect it is difficult to specify, but her
singular power waa perhaps moat displayed
in thena? to the Fantasia by.Vieuxtemps,
and in the "Carnival of Venice." The
"Cradle Bong" was delicately played, and
elicited great applause.

No one should miss this opportunity of
hearing these diatingniahed arrufe,and we
hope at their last appearance, to
see the hall filled with an audience which
in numbers ahall do justice to the musical
taste ot the city.

Academy or Musio. We can not imagine
where all our amuaement-aeeke- rs were last
night. They were neither at the concert
nor the theatre. A small house was gath-
ered at either place, and particularly at
the Academy of Music, where there were
great attractiona. The play of "' Ingomar,
the Son of the Wilderness," was presented
in a very creditable manner, in which the
majority of the company fonnd occasion to
appear. We can not particularise in apeak-o- f

thia performance.
The entertainment concluded with the

inimitable rendition of the immensest
farce of the season, namely, "A Soldier
and a Bailor, a Tinker and a Tailor," in
which those excellent actors, Messrs.
