Perhaps one hundred, possibly
two hundred ? My amased friend, there
are over seven hundred ef them, every one
of them according to prospectns sure to
bring a fortune to the holder of its stock.
You did not know that there were so many
fortunes lying arouLd loose, did you, and
you wonder what the people ere going'to
do with their money when they got it. So
do I when they get it.

Opposite the name of each of these com
panies is a note as lo their results. Out of
the seven hundred end one, one hundred
and thirty have paid dividends large or
small the rest ere "organising," or report
"no dividends." Here, in a nutshell, you
have en idee of the present status of the
oil company business. Buch was the fever
of two or three months ago, and such the
result of that fever.

But now the people, true to their usual
practice, are rushing unthinkingly to the
other extreme, end sweepiogly condemn
all stocks. Hardly one man in ten would,

boy petroleum stock if you should
offer him United States stock at five, Cher-
ry Run at four, or Lyon Creek at two, but
the tenth man, having shrewdness end
foresight, would buy eagerly at double those
figures and make a fortune. The fault does
not lie in the stock being worthless, bnt in
the intense stupidity of multitudes ol buy'
ers who were green enough to believe every
prospectus they read. Those who were wise
enough to nee their judgment have made
money, and will make money, out of oil
stocks. For instance, here is one company
which haa paid already 75 per cent, on the
capital stock; e number have averaged
three, four, and five per cent, amonth ; one
paid 10 per cent, in February, end another

per cent, in January. There are profits
enough for ar y man's money, end blessed

they who hold such stock, for they shall
rich. Unfortunately I am not one of

them. to
But lot not those who hold stock which

not yet paid anything, despair of seeing of
of their money again. If the lend of

your company is well located, end if your
officers ere men whom you know end who

give their personal attention to the de
velopment of the land, then you may make

strike which will enable you to realize
handsomely. A great deal of land, aa yet
undeveloped, will be opened this year, end
some good wells will undoubtedly be found

NEW YORK, May 5.

Herald's correspondet with Wilson's
expedition furnishes additional detail of
tre march through Aiabima and Georgia,
and of the battle of Eoaezr Church.
