strenuous efforts. These feelings had a
great deal to do with the lack of energy
with which the war was prcsecuted in its

early stages. It was only when army
after army was defeated in Virginia, when
the last hopes of the existence of a Union in

party in the South were dissipated, that
they gave their whole heart to tbe war
and put their whole strength into it. The
steady discipline and confidence given by
superior resources have made northern
levies excellent machines after the model

European armies. The war has brought
commanders of ability in the persons

Grant, Sheridan and Sherman.
These drilled and disciplined their mixed

forces until they were fit for every emer
gency of war, and when this wa done the
end of the Confederacy was plainly near.
The superiority of the Federal armies en-

abled tbem to prevail in actual conflict,

and their progress in discipline enabled
them to take advantage of victory. Their
cavalry, which at the beginning of the
war was the laughing stock of the Confed-

erates, is now excellent, and they know

to use to advantage the plentiful ap
purtenances of war which their Govern
ment can furnish tbem.'

when we find their military dictator
thus ready, upon the conviction that inde-

ries in peace and good will. Most of the
leaders will doubtless follow his example
and respect his military judgment. We
know the pecple desire an end of the war,

and there is little probability that threats of
guerrilla warfare will be carried out,
whether or not Lee's example will be gen
erally followed. There are abundant indi-

cations that the capture or surrender of

the last of the Confederate armies and
strongholds is imminent. Montgomery is

captured, Mobile likely to fall, and Johns-

ton's army surrounded , tbe end is evidently
close at hand.
