THE CONSPIRACY.

Sketches of the Lives of the Leading
Conspirators.

The New York Herald publishes brief
sketches of the conspirators for whose ar
rest President Johnson ' has offered a re
ward. The career of Jeff. Davis is well
known. "We publish below the sketches of

the other conspirators: -- - . -- -

JACOB THOMPSON, OF MISSISSIPPI.

Thompson is a native of North Carolina,
and is now fifty-fiv- e yean of at;e. He was
educated at.Cbapel Hill University,) N. C,
and on removing to Mississippi, in 1834,
w is admitted to the bar. He bepan Ilia,
like Jeff. Davis, as a repudiator. ' He was
for many years a .representative from pi

in the lower house of Congress In
politics be was then known as a free trade
and State Rights Democrat, but was not
cor.Bidered a secessionist. In I960 he was
defeatet at a candidate from Mississippi,
and remained put of public life until 1856,
when Buchanan appointed him Secretary
of the Interior. He chiefly distinguished
himself by stealing $800,000 m Indian
bonds, and decamping with the proceeds to
Mississippi, with which State he seceded.
He served for a time on the staff of Beau-

regard, but was never known to be in any
engagement, though he figured extensively
duriDg tne operations before Corinth as a
flug.of truce character. . He left the Con-

federacy in 18G3, and has since been en-

gaged in nefarious practices in Caflada. He
is known to have in ttgatfd the St. Albans
and other raids, and it will not be surpris-
ing if he is y t proved to have been prom-

inent in concocting the late conspiracy.
CLEMENT C. CLAY, OF

Clement Claiborne Clay, one of ac-

complices of the assassin of President Lin-

coln, whs born in Madison Alabama,
in 1H19. He is the son of Clement Comer
Clay, formerly Governor of Alabama, and
who still lives in. Huntsviile, Alabama,
subsisting on tbe bounty of the United
States Koverament. Toe son graduated
at tbe University of Alabama In his six
teenth year. He then become private
secretary ot his father,at that time Gvve' nor
of tbe" State. He was subsequently sent to
the University of Virginia, wnere he com.
pleted his studies. ' He married m early life
Miss Virginia Carolina Tuns all, of Virgin-
ia. He returned to Huntsviile, began tbe
practice of law, and in 1842, 1844 and 1845
was elected to the State Legislature. He
served from 1840 to 1848 as Judge of his
native oouoty. ' In 1854 he was elected to
the United States Senate and in 1857 was

He resigned in 1SGI and was
immediately returned to the rebel congress
b ing elected a Senator from his State. In
1804 he escaped from tbe confederacy and
reached Canada, where hehas beeneegsg.
ed in treason and murder.

GEORGE N. SANDERS, OF KENTUCKY.

Sanders and Tucker match admirably as
a couple ot drunken, unprincipled adven
turers. They are really unworthy the hon
or of hivirg a price set on their head.
They were never worth twenty-fiv- e thous-
and dollars to their owners ; and if .the re
ward is paid to the criminals in person they
can very well afi'ord to deliver taemselves
up, as tbeir bonis could be little use to
men si constituted, mentally and corpore......ally.

banders, like Davis, tried to disgrace
Kentucky by being born in it, about forty- -
five or 11 Uy years ago. tie nas Deen all
bis life engaged in political schemes of a
visionary character. Noneof the adminis-
trations were corrupt enough to openly
recognize him except that ot Pierce and
Buchanan. Under tbe memorable reign
ot the first Sanders was appointed Navy
sirnnt at New York, and under tbe other
received the appointment to tbe consulship!
of London, England. vv Hue acting as
Consul be originated the famous Oslend
Conference scheme tor upsetting tne Euro
pn monarchical governments. He used
the ffJI'-ia-l ministerial mail bags to such an
extent in tbe distribution of his circular,
that attention was called to it by' English
authorities. He returned to this country
in 1861, and at once embarked in the vis
ionary scheme ot a iSoutnern Uonlederacy,
which he lookd on witn toe eyes ot a Je
reuiy Diddler, as a fine field for specula-
tion. In 1S61 he was at Nashville, where
he was very ehjrt ofmoney so short in
deed that he had to leave his wardrobe, as
well as that of his wife, with the hotel
keeper as an assurance that if he should
ever obtain funds sufficient he would pay
for his bread and meat. Banders was en
gHged in several visionary schemes for in
creasing the ehel . navy, all of
which failed. In consideration of
the fact thst he was permitted to subsist on
tbe secret service fund of the rebel govern
ment he appears to bave entered into the
schome which, originally intended for the
capture, fulminated in the assassination of
the President. Many years since, banders
gave evidence of his disposition to engage
in wholesale saugoter !y a projected in
vention of a steam guillotine, which he
claimed to be a great success, though he
bad no very clear idea of how it was to be
fed with victims. He may find tbe same
final use for improvement that Guillotin had
for tbe original machine. Banders lately
grew very indignant at the idea of being
charged with complicity in tbe murder of
Jtlr. Lincoln, and, Irom his sate retreat in
Canada, proposed to come to New York
for tbe double purpose ot standing his trial
and siveing bis aceueers a cnance to prove
his charges. He did not,,bowever, deny his
complicity in tne act, and is not at alt like
ly to come except on compulsion. Sanders
is a large, stout man, weighing over two
hundred ponnds, wild curly nair and thick
whitkers, heavily tinged with gray. .

BEVERLY TUCKER, OF VIRGINIA.
Beverly Tucker is described by one fa

miliar witn nim as "a 0 run Ken vagabond
in eoneeqnenoe of being a nephew of John
Mason, tf . Virginia." He was born in
Winchester, Ya--, about the year 1827.
He was for some years editir of the Waxh.

; ington Sentinel, a short lived State rights
paper of little ability. In 1857 he was ap
pointed by Buchanan, through Mason s in
fluence, to tbe position of consul at Liver-
pool, which he held and misused until 186L
Tuckers energies during nis whule public
career nave been chiefly devoted to tne de
velopment of. his ereat natural abilities in
borrowing money and drinkine alubolio
fluids. He has been residing for a year or
two past in Canada, wnere be is under
bonds for infringement of tho neutrality
laws. He has published a letter denyicg
any complicity in the assassination of the
Pretident, and assumed a tone of injured
innocence as meek as any ever assumed by

Guerrillas in Ohio—A Train Robbed.

THE RUSSIAN EPIDEMIC.

Official Report on its Origin and Character.

The British Minister at St' Petersburg
has sent to this government an elaborate
official report upon the Kussian epidemic.
The information embodied in this report
was obtained by correspondence with

officers of the Russian Government ; and
the character of tbe disease is now distinct-
ly defined. It is a relapsing fever, appear-
ing in two forms the simple and the bil-

lions and its greatest ravages are suor.g
the poorer classes. A.iae typnus rever in
general, it is contagious contact with the
persons attack or with their wearing' ap-

parel. Of those attacked in St. Petersburg
one in seven have died. The total number
of cases admitted into the hospital up to
March 1, was 14,722 of wbicn Z.UJ4 proved

.It is emphatically stated, nowever, tnat

the disease presents no features new to
medical science. It is an aggravated form

of the typhus and typhoid fevers which
ravage'bt. retereourg aimoonjYurjr ji m
the sutumn. and decrease about the month
of November, at which period a large num
ber of workmen leave the oapnau lowaras
the months of March and April following
(during'Easter time), at the breaking up of

the ice when the journeymen artisans re-

turn to St. Petersburg) these fevers again
make their appearance. The typhus at
present raging only dinars irom inese levers
by a greater extension and inlet lity of the
characteristic symptoms

Tbe following descriptions of the pre-
monitory symptoms of the epidemic, and
tbe different Btages of its progress are

view of its possible entrance here:
"Those contracting this malady are

seized with shivering fits, sometimes in two
attacks within short intervals one oi tne
other, and at otner times in one continued
attack. When the shivering fits are over,
the patient feels great prostration, intense
thirst, pain in the heart, and want of ap-

petite j Sometimes the sufferer vomits, and
he is generally constipated. His prostra-
tion then im reases, and he is seized with
peculiar pains in his extremities. Thete
symptoms last mentioned sometimes cease
or disappear after a short lapse of time ;

they are neither permanent nor continuous.
To is preliminary period is usually a short
one, often after twenty four hours only the
disease clearly manifests itself. The face
becomes changed, the features sunken, the
complexion sometimes red, and at otbors of
a grey jellowitD nue, oitiimes lctencai, tne
skin is hot and paroled, the head heavy
and burning. If a thermometer be pi iced
under the armpit of tbe patient, tbe result
is 30, 40 to 4 1 degrees Calsus, and this tem-

perature is almoct the same throughout all
tbe other parts of the body. The tongue
is generally moist never quite dry, red on
tbe side and the tip, and furred at the root,
In most cases the respiration is free, but in
some the patient coughs a little, without
emitting mucn giaire. Aiwougn not swol-
len, the abdomen gives way to the touch,
particularly if the left hypochondria be
slightly pressed. . .

"The liver is much larger than in its
natural state, for it often developes itself
as far as the umbilicus, and occupies the
whole of the left hypochondriac region.
The spleen is al way s very much swollen.
Tbe sufierer does not eat, feeling even dis
gust tor every kind of food: but experien
ces tne most intense mirsi ; ne nas easy
passages in tbe bowels, and bis evacuations
present nothing unusual, being moreover,
rather liquid than consistent, and the urine,
which ia voided without difficulty, is slight-
ly acid, somewhat albuminous.

"No uniform method of-- treatment for
every case has as yet been found, but those
physicians are most successful who attend
particularly to the fever and the state
tbe abdominal organs. Mineral acids
(Halier's acid elixir) and chlorine are most
adopted. Symptomatic and palliative
treatments, according to the local com pli-

cations, are recommended, such st laxa-
tives, castor oil,caiomel, heating compresses,
opiates, etc., as the case miy be. Sulphate
of quinine, although suggested , by some,
has not always ben productive of good re-
sults ; bnt the utility of this remedy was
considered to consist In its being a pallia,
live for pain, and a stimulant in the period
of convalescence, under which circum-
stances it hat been sometimes used in con-

junction with preparations of iron and
strengthening nouruhment,especial!y when
anemie of the convalescents had to be

It should be known also that the Ru'tian

The timely adoption oi precautionary
LTsesures may prevent the spread of the
co.itsgion, even if it should be brought
hith er on shipboard. .
