Of course so vast a

host cannot be mustered out in a day or a

month, but before fall has come we expect

to see all these hundreds of thousands

ouietly returned to the pursuits of peace.

We are not among those wno proiess to

apprehend vast disaster and damage, either

to the morals or the business or tne com

munitv, from the disbendment of our large

armies. To be sure the morale of the

army is perhaps not as high as that of a

peaceful community. Bat the American

nation is a wonderfully adaptive one, ana

the most lawless of soldiers even Sher

man's most daring "bummers" will accom

modate themselves to the laws and regu

lations of peace with a rapidity with-

out precedent in history. Of course there

will at first be some diniculty, ana

certain crimes, such as homicides and lesser
breaches of the peace, will for a time be

more frequent than before the war, but

strict preventive and punitive legislation

will very soon do away wun menu uo
the other hand, the influence of the war,

in giving strength and dignity and worth

to eharacters previously untriea ana un
developed, will eo far to make up for the

deterioration in morals which it has caused

in some cases. In commercial and agricul-

tural aspects the return of the soldiars will

prove a great blessing. There need be no

fear that the labor market will be over

stocked. The demand for farm laborers,

for artisans, for mechanics, for clerks, will

be greater than the supply. The fertile

fields of the South extend a perpetual invi-

tation which thousands of soldiers will ac-

cent. Beating their swords into plcw-shar-

and their spears into pruning-hook- s, tbe

boys will go back to the southern glades

with which they have become laminar
march and battle, and will again subjugate

by agriculture the fields which they have

already won in fight.

Tbe National debt has been ciphered up,
and the sum total ia a big one but the
American people is a big one too.

OUR LATE PRESIDENT.

Character of President
Ralph Waldo Emerson.

The following address was delivered by
Ralph Waldo Emerson, iuConeord, Masa-chusett- a,

on occasion of the funeral servi
ces in honor of Mr. Lincoln :

We meet under the gloom of a calamity
which darkens down over the minds of
good men in all civilized society, as the
fearful tidings travel over sea, over iana,
from country to country, like the shadow
of an uncalculated eclipse over the planet.
Old as history is, and manifold as are its
tragedies, I doubt if any death has caused
so mucn pain te man a ma ,as in is nas causea
or will cause, on its announcement; and
this is not so much because nations are, by
modem arts, .brought so closely together,
as because of the mysterious hopes and
fears which, in the present day, are con
nected with the name and institutions of
America.

In this country, on Saturday, every one
was struck.dumb, and saw, at first, only
deep below deep, as he meditated on tbe
ehastly blow. And, perhaps, at this hour,
when the coffin which contains the dust ot
the President sets foward on its long march
through mourning States, on its way to his
Dome in Illinois, we zmgut weu oe snout,
and suffer the awful voices of time to thun
der to us. Yes, but that first despair was
brief: the man was cot so to be mourned.
He was the most active and hopeful of
men, and his work has not perlsned ; nut
acclamations of praise for the task he had
accomplished bunt out into a song oi tri
umph, wnicn even tears ror ius uonm uau-no- t

keep down. i

The President stood before us a man
of the people. He was thoroughly Amer-
ican, had never crossed tbe sea, had never
been spoiled by ngusn insularity or
French dissipation : a quiet, native aborig
inal man as tne acorn irom tne oat j no
aping of foreigners, no frivolous

Kentucky born, working on a
farm, a flat boatman, a Captain in the
Blackhawk war, a country lawyer, a repre-
sentative in the rural Legislature of Illinois

on such modest foundations the broad
structure of his fame was laid. How slow
ly, and yet by happily what prepared steps
he came to bis place.

. All of us remember it is only a history
of five or six years the surprise and dis-

appointment of tbe country at big first
. . ...I i inomination at unicago. jar. oewam men

in the culmination of his good fame, was
the favorite of the Eastern States. And
when the new and comparatively un-

known name of Lincoln was announced
(notwithstanding the report of the accla-
mations of that Convention) we heard the
result coldly and ssd ly.

It seemed too rash, on purely local
in reputation, to build so grav e a trust in

snch anxious times; and men naturally
talked ot tbe chances in politics as incalcu-
lable. But it turned out not to be chance.
The profound good opinion which the peo-
ple ol Illinois and the West had conceived
ot him, and which they had imparted to
their collegues, that they also might justify
themselves to their constituents at heme,
wai not rash, though they did not begin to
know tbe richness ol his worth.

A plain man of the people, an extraordi

the narv fortune attended him. Lord Bacon
aavs: "Manifest virtues procure reputation
occult ones, fortune." He offered no shin-

ing qualities at the first encounter: he did
not offend by superiority. He had a face
and manner which disarmed suspicion
which inspired confidence, which confirmed
eood wilL He was a man without vices.
He had a strong sense of duty which it was
very easy for him to obey. Then he had
what farmers call a long head ; was excel-

lent in working out the sum for himself:
in arguing bis ease and convincing you
fairly and firmly.

Then it turned out that he was a great
worker; had prodigious faculty ox

ance ; worked easily. A good worker is so
rare; everybody has some disabling qual-

ity. In a host of young men that start to
gether, and promise so many brilliant lead
ers for the next see, each fails on trial ; one
by bad health, one by conceit or love of
pleasure, or Dy lemargy, or Dy a uaeiy
temper each has some disqualifying fault

and that throws him out of the career. But this
man was sound to the core, cheerful, per-

sistent,in all right for labor, and liked nothing
so well.

Then he had a vast good nature, which
made him tolerant and accessible to all;
lair minded, leaning to the claim of the
petitioner; affable, and not sensible of the

Mr. allliction which the innumerable visits paid
to him when President, would have
brought to any one else. And how this
eood nature became a noble humanity,
many a tragic ease which tbe events
the war Drought to mm, every one win re
member, and with what increasing tender-
ness he dealt, when a whole race was
thrown on his compassion. The poor ne

all, gro said ot him on an impressive occasion,

Tnen his broad good humor, running
easily iuto jocular talk, in which he de
lighted, and in which he excelled, was

ex. rii i gift to this wise man. It enabled him
to keep his secret ; to meet every kind of
man, and every rank in society; to take

the off the edge of the severest decisions ; to
mask his own purpose and sound his com
panion, and to catch with true instinct the
Urn per of every company he addressed.

the And more than all, it is to a man of severe
labor, in anxious and exhausting crises, the

He is the author of a multitude of say-

ings, so disgnised as pleasantries that it is
certain that they had no reputation at first

of but as jests; and only later, by the very
acceptance and adoption they find In the
mouths of millions, turn out to be the wis-
dom of the hour. I am sure if this man
had ruled in a period of less facility of
printing, he would have become mytho-
logical in a very few years, like JRtop or

of Pilpay, or one of the eleven Wise Masters,
by his fables and proverbs.

But the weight and penetration of many
passages in his letters, messages and speech-
es, hidden now by the very closeness of
their application to the moment, are des-
tinedof hereafter to a wide fame. What
pregnant definitions; what unerring com-
mon sense; what foresight; and, on great
occasions, what lofty, what national, what
humane tone I His brief speech at Gettys-
burg will not easily be surpassed by words
on any recorded occasion. This, and one
other American speech, that of John
Brown to the court that tried him, and a

in part of Kossuth's speech at Birmingham,
can only be compared with each other, and
with no fourth.

His occupying the chair of Etate was a
triumph of tbe good sense of mankind, and
of the public conscience. This middle-cla- rs

country had gut a middle-clas- s Presi-
dent at last. Yes, in manners, sympathies,
but not in powers, for his powers wereof superior. His mind mastered the problem
of the day; and, as the problem grew, so
did his comprehension of it. Rarely was
man so fitted to the event In the midst
of feara and jealousies, in the Babel of
counsels and parties, this man wrought in-

cessantly with all bis might and all his
honesty, laboring to find what the people
wanted, and how to obtain that.

It cannot be sail there is any exaggera-
tion of his worth. If ever a man was
fairly tested he was. There was no lack
of resistance, nor of slander, nor of ridi
cule. The times have showed no Stat-- j

secrets; tbe nation has been in such a fer
ment, such multitudes had to be trustod.
that no secret could be kept Bvery door
was jar, and we know all that befel.

Then what an occasion was the whirl
wind of tbe war. Here was place for no
holiday magistrate, no er sailors
the new pilot was hurried to the helm in a
tornado. In four yean the four years of
battle days his endurance, his fertility of
resources, his magnanimity, were sorelv
tried and never found wanting.

There, by his courage, bis justice, his
even temper, his fertile counsel, his hu-
manity, he stood an heroic epoch. He is
the true history of the American people in
his time. Step by step he walked before
them; slow with their slowness, quicken-in- e

his march by theirs; the true repre
sentative of this continent; an entirely
public man; lather ot ms country, the
pulse ox twenty minions tnroDDing in nil
heart, the thought of their minds aiticurT
ated by his tongue.

Had he not lived long enough to.xeep
the greatest promise that ever man made
to his fellow men the practical abolition
of slavery ? He had seen Tennessr e, Miss-sou- ri

and Maryland emancipate their
slaves. He had seen Savannah, Charleston
and Richmond surrendered ; and seen the
main army of the rebellion lay down its
arms, ne naa con querea tne pu on i-- opin
ion of Canada. Eneland and France.
Only Washibotoh can compare with him
in fortune.

And what if it should turn out, in tbe
unfolding of the web, that he had reached
the term ; that this heroic deliverer could
no longer serve us; that the rebellion bad
touched its natural conclusion, and what
remained to be done required new and un-

committed hands a new spirit born odt of
tbe ashes of the war; and that Heaven,
wishing to show the world a complete ben-

efactor, shall make him serve his country
even more bv death than by his life. Na-

asy good nature has been the dangerous
foible of the republic, and it was necessary
that its enemies should outrage it, and
drive us to unwonted firmness, to secure
the salvation of this country in the next
ages.

The ancients believed in a serene and
beautiful Genius which ruled in the aiTairs
of nations; which, with a slow but stern
justice, carried forward the fortunes of cer
tain chosen nouses, weeding out single ol- -

fenders, or oftending families, and securing
at last the firm prosperity of the favorites
of heaven. It was too narrow a view of
the eternal Nemesis. There is a serene
Providence which rules the fata of nations,
which makes little account of time, little
of one generation or race, makes no ac
count of disasters, conquers alike by what
is called deieat or by what is colled victo-
ry, thrusts aside enemy and obstructions,
crushes everything immortal and obtains
the ultimate triumph ot the beet race by
the sacrince ot everything wnicn resists
the moral laws of the world. It makes us
own instruments, creates the man for the
time, trains him in poverty, inspires bis
genius, and arms him for his task. It has
given every race its own talent, and or
dains that only that race which combines
perfectly with the virtues of ail shall en- -
dura.
