Attempted Swindling—A Bold and
Scheme to[From the Chicago Tribune.]

A most ingeniously contrived scheme to
defraud a Cbicaep banker out ot tne moo
est sum of $10,000 was discovered on Fri
day night, happily before the intended vic-

tim had been sold. About 10 o'clock in
the evening, Mr. Henry Greenebaum, the
banker, was called out of the Opera House
by one ot his clerks, and introduced to a
man seated in a carriage at the door, and
attired in the full costume o: a Jlaior uen
eraL The visitor was a very polite, affable
eentleman. evidently at ease wita nimnit,
and determined to be so with all the world.
He had been to the residence of Mr. Greene-
baum, and was directed to the O pera House.
He was on the way to St Louis, and brought
a letter of introduction from Hon. Wm. B.
Ogden, which read as follows :

FRIDAY EVENING, May 5, 1865.

Hikst Greknxbaum, HfQ:
My dear sir I take pleasure in making

you acquainted with my friend Msj. Gen.
W. S. Hancock, of the U. 8. Army. The
General is on his way to St. Louis in con-

nection with the business of his new corps.
Ha wishes to complete tome banking busi
ness before he leaves in the morning, and
I have recommended your house to him.
I nrnBumn vou are acquainted with his
father-in-la- Jay Cooke, Esq., of Phila
delphia. Any favors you may Bee nt toao
for him will be considered as a personal fa
vor to me.

Tours obedient servant,
WM. B. OGDEN.

Henry Greenebaum.
Mr. Greenelaum read the letter, and

blandly asked what he could do to serve
bis distinguished visitor, xne repiy was
that he wanted two thousand dollars, and
would draw on Jay Cooke for the amount.
The banker's olfactories immediately per
ceived the presence of a diminutive rodent:
Mr. Ogden was not in the habit cf doing
business with him, and he was rather sus-

picious that it was not the signature of the
Railway Kine- - Furthermore, he had a
dim impression that Mr. Ogden was not in
the city. He informed his visitor that he
could not tben accommodate him, but
would meet him at his bank in the morn
ing at any hour he chose to name. The
gentleman was satisfied, and named t x
o'clock, remarking that he must go to St
Louis on the morning train, but that the
Superintendent cf the road had promised
to wait an hour for him should that be ne-

cessary. He then left, stating that he was
the guest of Mr. Ogden.

Mr. Greenebaum then went I ack to the
Opera, and mentioned the circumstance to
several gentlemen, some of whom confirm-
ed his suspicions by averring that Mr.
Ogden was net in the city, and of course
could not nave aaiea tne letter wui.
evening. He then went in search ot a de-

tective, intending to have the "General"
arrested "on call" in the morning, but
those gentlemen had all disguised them-
selves so effectually (not in liquor, but in
policeman's cloth " invisible blue '') that
not one of them could be found. Under
these circumstances, Mr. Greenebaum did
not think it would pay to be at the bank
at the early hour named. When the bank
was opened on Saturday morning, a bogus
telegram was found under the door, which
read as follows : " Tee, for any amount he
may require. Jay Cooke."

The lellow is apparently about 45 years
of ags full face, dark eyes and hair, and
good siaed side whiskers. He had evidently
concocted the scheme well, and had prepared
fjr contingencies. Just before our paper
went to press on Saturday morning a par
agraph was handed into tne omce, stating
that Major General Hancock and wile,
with two members of his staff had arrived
in the city- - Tha publication of the para-
graph wis doubtless intended to take the
edge from any suspicions that might be
entertained on the part of Mr. Greenebaum,
and also to pave the way ior other opera-
tions here or elsewhere. The present scheme
lailed ; it is, however, a great pity that the
scoundrel wa? not secured.

The Guerrillas Heard of.

that twelve of the guerrillas that robbed
the Ohio and Mississippi railroad train,
pent the next day, Saturday, in the little

town of Verona. Boon county, Kentucky,
drinking freely and dropping their stolen
money in the streets to the amount of one
thousand dollars. They also lft behind
them ten thousand dollars' werth of 0

bonds. A little more well directed effort
on the part of the cavalry force that went
in search of them from Covington, would
have been rewarded with success.

The Great Law Suit About Oil City—

News from the Oil
Operators Raise the

of the Allegheny Oil Region.

The Sew York Commercial Advertiser
publishes an interesting series of letters
from the oil regions, from which we make
the following extracts :

IRVINE, Penn., April, 1865.

THE LAW SUIT ABOUT OIL CITY.

In a former letter I mentioned that a
portion ot Oil City had become the subject
of a grand litigation, involving the valid-
ity of the titles to its real estate. I have
just come into possession of the facts in the
case, ny one wno nas seen tne aocumenis,
and I believe is entitled to implicit trust in
matters of tact. The circumstances are
lubstantially these:

Before loiso a treaty was made between
the State authorities of Pennsylvania and
Corn planter, the chief of a tribe of Indians
inhabiting this section or the mate, isy
virtue of it, the aborigines were to be
protected against all intrigues and en-

croachments from the whites upon certain
reservations assigned them. One of these
consisted of a tract of land, about halt a
mile square, on Oil Creek, lying on both
sides ol its mouth, the necessary papers for
which were made out and delivered to the
chief, then residing with his tribe hipher
up the Alleghany. "What motive induced
him to mase tms selection is uniuiuwu ,

but of the fact itself the best evidence can
be produced, the treaty conveying the title
being now in riiuauuipuia.

Some time afterward, however, Corn-plant- er

proceeded down the river to Pitts-bur-

and. in so doine, came in contact
with certain white speculators, who pur-
chased his Oil Creek reservation for the
sum of $275, which wat paid down and the
deeds duly handed over. But on his ar
rival at Pittsburg he found that $100 of
the purchase money consisted oi counter-
feit bills. The residue, like a true Indian,
he spent and returned to his home on the
Alleghany. On his way he stopped and
demanded eood money for the counterfeit
or a restoration of his title-dee- and the
property. The purchaser alleged that it
was out of his power to replace the money,
bnt that if Corn planter refunded to him
the $75 spent, the papers should be re-

turned. The chief proceeded on his way,
procured the small sum, came back and
paid it down, receiving his papers at agreed
upon. But it appears that the purchaser
bad, meanwhile, gone to Franklin, the
county seat, and got the deeds recorded.
The circumstance passed oyer and was for--

eotten. No person lived on the reserva
tion, which consisted either of a low, im
passable swamp, or precipices loo steep to
be cultivated. Its sole value appeared to
artse from its becoming at some lime a
commercial iront at the lower end of the
valley. Corn planter was length gathered
to his father, as Governor Wotfa, with
whom he had negotiated the treaty. The
paper itself, with several others, remained
in the hands of hit family, who took no in-

terest in them, except at curiosities. From
time to time, however, it appears that sus
picions began to prevail among the new
settlers in Oil City that all was not right
with their titles. The matter was at length
broueht to a focus by Cornplanters daugh
ter mentioning to white friends that her
father owned property somewhere on the
creek. The paper was hunted up and dis
covered ; legal gentlemen were asked to
take hold or the matter, wnicn is soon to
come before the State courts for adjudica
tion.

As represented to me, by one who hag
seen the deed, that reservation comprises
at least, three-quarte- of the built up por
tion of Oil City including houses, yards,
landings refineries, wells, &c the whole
worth more than a million of dollars. Of
the fact of the deed beine in Cornplanter'i
family, there can be, I presume, no dis-

pute ; the defence will probably be made
on other points. The right of possession,
as between whites, would be decided by
less than thirty years occupation ; but
to transactions between white men and
Indians, I am informed, the rule does not
apply.

At to what virtue may be in the fact of
registration, of which, it it represented,
the old chief was ignorant, and consequent-
ly took no steps to undo, the future will
decida The whole account is feasible
enough ; and it would be manifestly ab-

surd ior Indian heirs to attempt the forgery
ot title-dee- ds against white settlers, who
had honestly come by their property.

land and improvements made on It. Hoi
but that there it demand enough for all the
oil fetrolia con furnish, nor that the rockl
have become exhausted of their stores of
wealth. But the high pressure system
which has for yean prevailed respecting
the business, the boundless expectations
excited respecting an enterprise which hat
already been reduced to a common level ;
the falsehood, the fraud, the swindling, that
have been resorted to, have led multitudes
to believe the whole thing a gigantic bub
ble. We are entering a period or reaction,
in which the hopes deterred, the disap- -

experienced, the falsehoods
brought to light, are combining to reduce
vdiies as far below their intrinsic values at
they have lately been in the opposite di
rection.

THE ALLEGHENY RIVER VALLEY.

A few general remarks on the charac
teristics of this region ; and

1st. On neither side of the river, or any
of its tributaries below Franklin, is any
well flowing, nor does any well yield by
pumping more than 50 barrels per day.

2. The oil is of a quality superior to that
obtained on Oil Creek, but inferior to the
French Creek article. It tells for about
one-thir- d more than the common lllumin.
ating oil, having a gravity of 38 to 40. The
ditttjrence between ana JTrencn ureek
(heavy) oil is laid to begin at the mouth
of the creek; but in the direction of Oil
City it melts by degrees into the light or
illuminating arucie.

3d. On a walk of about seven miles
dowa the Alleghany 8 wells were seen to
be abandoned : 24 were lying idle, seem
ingly out of order from the flood or some
other temporary affliction; 13 were active
during the whole or part of the day; 13
were in progress of construction, and I
was told as many aa fifty more were under
way up Two Mile Creek and East Randy.
I doubt not thenumber of abandoned wells
was much larger than it reported ; since in
many places scarcely a vestige has been
left to point where they once stood ; lever,
al of those reported at idle that is, stand-
ing with their derricks, engines, tanks, &&,

msy also have been abandoned.
Of course, if I had desired to see Petro-H- a

"with its best foot forward," this wat
not the time to come, the lowlands being
covered with the wrecks oi boats, derricks,
and debris of all kinds. But a contingen-
cy which had evidenily not been provided

Tanks can be half filled with wa
ter instead of oil only, the latter floating
on the surface. The stranger is not apt
in all cases to look as far below this as he
ought to do.

ath. A well may be pumped "by head,"
two or three hours per day, thus saving
fuel. But when a distinguished visitor ap-
proaches, she will be certain to pour out a
most edifying tide of the greasy liquid.
He takes put his watch and times the flow.
There it is, sure enough, a gallon in three
minutes, twenty gallons per hour, twelve
barretsper day. What ned of further
teetjny? Just at the nick of time, it
happens that some nut or screw in the
machinery gives wsy, and operations roust
stop when the oil was exhausted.

I have been told more than once by
engineers and laborers that they were in
structed to misrepresent the actual yield of
the wells with which they were connected,
and the looks of others gave evidence to
same effect 1 have watched very shrewd,
knowing men from the East "boring"

ceived. Even your correspondent may
have been sold more than once; but his
experience is that it is very foolish to
assume a knowing look about the oil wells.
