A PROCLAMATION.

BY THE OF THE STATES.

WBBBJtAt, The President of the United
States, on the 8th day of December, 1863,
aid on the 26th 'day of If arch, 1864, did,
with the objict to suppress the existing re-

bellion, to induce all persons to return to
their loyalty, and to restore the authority
of the United States, issue a proclamation
offering 'amnesty and pirdon to certain
persons who had directly or by implication
participated in said rebellion ; and whereas,
many persons who had so engaged in said
rebellion, have, since tba issuance of said
proclamation, failed or ' neglected to take
the benefits offered thereby ; and whereas,
many person who have been justly de-

prived of all claim to amnesty and pardon
thereunder, by reason of tbtir participation
directly or by implication in said
rebellion,

" and., continued hostility to
the Government of the United States
since the date of said proclamation, now

desire til apply 'for, and. obtain amnesty
and pirdon: to the end therefore that
the authority of the Government of the
United States may be restored, and that
peace,' order and freedom may be estab
blisbed, I, Andrew Johnson, President of
the United States, do proclaim and declare
that I hereby grant to all persons who

have directly or indirectly participated ia
the existing rebellion, except tt hereinafter
excepted, amnesty and pardon, with resto
ration of all riguts of property except as to
slaves, and except in casea where legal

proceedings, under tha laws of. tbe United
States providing for the confiscation of the
property of, penons engaged in rebellion,
have been instituted, but on condition, nev
ertheless, that every such person shall take
and subscriber to the following oath or af-

firmation, and thenceforward keep and
maintain oaid oath inviolate, and which
oath shall be registered for permanent
preservation, and shall be of the tenor and
tff.ct of the following, to wit :

forth faithfully defend the Constitution of
the Unittd States and the Union of the
State thereunder,' and that I will in like

A PROCLAMATION

BY THE PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES

Wbebeap, The Kourth Sectiorl of the

and enforce the obligations of the United
States to the people of North Carolina, in

securing them in th& enjoyment of a repub-

lican firm of government; now, therefore'
in obadience to the high and solemn duties
imposed npon me by the Constitution of
the United States, and for the purpote of

enabling the loyal people of said State to
establish a State Government, whereby
justice may be established, domes lc tran
quility insured, and loyal citizen protected
in all their lights of life, liberty and prop

L Andrew Johnson, President of the
United States and Commander-in-Chie- f of

the Army and Navy of the United States,
do hereby appoint William W. Holden
Provitional Governor of tbe Stale ol Hortn
Carolina, whose duty it shall be, at the ear-

liest practicable period, to prescribe such
rules and regulations as may be necessary

and proper for convening a convention
composed of delegates to be chosen by that

portion of the people ot said Blale wno are

loyal to the United States, and no others,

lor the purpose of altering or amending the
constitution thereof, and with authority

proper to enable such loyal people of the
