ARRIVAL OF THE 98TH

COMES HOME.'

A MARCIAL SABBATH.

From day to day for the past few weeks.we
have been made dimly conscious of the close
of the war, by the sight of 'squads of
returning soldiers who have ptssed
through hereon their way home, or have
arrived at their homes in this city. Bat
what we have seen as through a glass dark-

ly, we ware permitted to see as with full
vision and in parfect conviction, Baturday
and Sunday, in the sight of whole regi
ments. And the sight is refreshing. The
boys wbo, for three years or more, have en-

dured a 1 maimer of hardships incident to
martial life, come home with faces tanned
to the color of leather under Southern skies,
with frames hardened into perfect ma to
rityof iron nerves and muscles, with sturdy
characters formed, and wi th wills trained
in that excellent school of diecipiine which
military life ppens to its pupils they come

bck to us valiant, men, wbo
Went forth from us green boys in a flush of
youthful ardor.

TWENTIETH MICHIGAN INFANTRY.

The 20th Michigan regiment, Lieutenant
Colonel C. A. Lonsberry, arrived here Sal
urdav afternoon from Washington, via
Pittsburgh. ' They were fed at the Soldiers
Home, and marched to the dock of the
Detroit steamboat landinci about five
o'clock, when they went on board tha
MirniDg Star, for Detroit.

CoioLel Lmsb-rr- y informed us that the
17 . h and 26.h Michigan regiments had been
mustered out, and would pass through our
city early this week.
