Dickens as a Reporter.
Readers of "David Copnerflsld" will re

member Dickon's lively description of a
newspaper reporter's struggles with the
stenographic system of short-han- d report-
ing, which was so incomprehensible in its
details and so difficult to mas'.er that the
luckless learner was d riven to the verge of
distraction by the severity of his labors.
This passage and its allusion to the life of
a newspaper reporter has generally been
regarded as a bit of autobiography; and
this conclusion is verified by Dickon's re-

cent speech at the newspaper Press Fund-dinn- er

in London, at which he presided.
The newspaper Press Fund is a new in

stitution in London, fount" ed two years
ago, for protective and charitable purposes
Its second celebration took place on the
20th of May. Mr. Dickens made the
opening speech, in which, after alluding
to the power exercised by a free press
he gave the following pleasant reminis
cences of his own life as a reporter :

"I went into the gallery of the House of
Commons as a parliamentary reporter
when I was a boy not eighteen, and I left
it I can hardly believe the inexorable
truth nigh thirty years ago; and I have
pursued the calling of a reporter under
circumstances of which many of my breih-re-n

at home in England here, manv of
my bretbran's successors, can form no ad
equate conception. I have often transcribed
for the printer from my short-han-d notes
important public speeches in which the
strictest accursy was required, and a mil-tak- e

in which would have been to
a young man severley compromising,
written on tha palm of my hand
by tbe light of a dark lantern in a post- -
chaise and four galloping throngb a wild
country, all through the dead of the night,
at the then surprising rate of fifteen miles
an hour.

Dr. Faust.
Doctor Johann Fjust is a prominent

character of the national and popular poet-
ry of Germany. According to tradition he
was a eel braced necromancer, born about
A. D. 1480 at Knittlingen, or Kundlingcn- -
in Wurtemburg. He is said to nave stud-
ied magic at Cracow. Having mastered
all the secret sciences, he was seized with
gloomy dissatisfaction at the shallowness
of human knowledge, and, with an intense
longing after a more elevated kind of
mental and physical enjoyment, he conjur-
ed the Evil One, and made an arrangement
with him, according to which the devil wss
to serve Faust for full twenty four years,
obeying all his babeau, and at the
expiration of the term Faust's soul
was to be delivered to eternal dam
nation. The contract, signed by Faust
wilh his own blood, contained the follow-
ing five conditions : " L, he shall renounce
God and all celestial hosts ; 2, he shall be
an enemy of all mankind ; 8, he shall not
obey priests; 4, he shall not go to church
nor partake of tne holy sacrament : 6, he
shall hate and shun wedlock." Paust
having this agreement, .Satan sent him A

sptrtfiu familiaru (Mephistopheles, Meth- -
isiepniiia, or Jnepnielopnues, 1 a devil 'who
likes to live among men." Faust now be
gan a brilliant worldly caaeer. He rev
eled in all manner of sensual enjoyment,
cf which his attentive devil servant.
with an inexhaustible fertility of im-
agination, was always inventing new
and more attractive forma. When re-

morse tormented Faust, and surfeit led
him to sober reflection, Mephistopheles di-

verted him wilh all kinds of curious dev-
iltries. Faust frequently joined in their,
and applied his supernatural powers to tho
most astonishing teats of witchcraft. This
period of his career is embellished by pop
ular poetry witn numerous ccmical tricks
and miraculous feats. Fiually, the term of
twenty-fou- years drawing to its close, re
morse and fear overpower him completely ;
as A last resort he seeks relief and salva-
tion from priests, but not avails him.
