The iollowitig interesting facts in refer

ence t counterfeiting are embodied in the
report of the Geographical and Statistical
Society cf America for October, 1863:

Out of 1,389 banks in the United States
only 263 have escaped the attempts at im
italion by one or other cf the many species
ot frauds ; and out of th't 253, at least 143
are not worth counterfeiting; so that in
round numbers, out ot 1,300 bank notes
illiul Kilt Inn Mnnl.plul'ul Tl
rule is that the better the baLk the more

notes are counterfeited except three, andcf
inese two are cloeirg institutions and one
does nit issue any notes! The only State
(oesiaes lows, which has but one bank)
whose bank notes are not counterfeited is
Floiiia. The reason is plainly because the1
genuine notes 01 t&e four bunks in tnat
State are all of doubtful valu. So in all
the seceded Slates, where the piper our
rency is much depreciated, counterfeiting is
at a low tide. Maryland has only four
bank note issues not counterfeited out of
33, and of these four one is at a heavy dis-
count. The great State of Massachu.-etts- ,

with her 181 banks, has only seven whote
issues are not counterfeited. And yet
Jlassachuaeua is the enJy estate where there
it an association for the prevention of
counterfeiting. . Of the 195 banks in New
York State the issue of only ' 45 are Dot
counterfeited. After deducting from the
list ot Docks whose issues are not counter-
feit the "wild cat," the "shaky," the clos-
ing, the closed, the worthless, those not yet
in operation, and those which are new, the
lut ot uncounterleited bank-not- grows
small and (not beautifully) less. The total
number of kinds of counterfeits in circula
tion is 5,002, so far as those most interested
in keeping the reoard can determine. How
many thousand of each of these kinds, or
ot many other kinds, are in circulation, is
known, of course, only to the originators of
the Irauds. lint the analysis ot the differ- -
ent species teaches us a wholesome lesson
