'Mr. Walter
nor myself, knew of the approval of the
sentence ot the Aiiiitary uommiEsion in wo
cafe ot Mrs. Surralt, I sent to Kev. Mr.
Walter s pacs, but after hearing that a
pa?s signed by myself might not under tha
circumstances be accepted by tbe officer in
charge of the prison, in order that there
mislit be no possibility of disappointment
in the admission of a clergyman to afford
the necessary spiritual services, I sent Mr.
Barry, a clerk in my office, to see Bev. Mr;
W alter, and to toll him it would be better not
to go on the pass sent, but that I would
again see the Secretary of War, and as ho
hod assented to tbe viait of the clergyman
to the prisoner, would get a pass signed by
him-al- l, as otherwise there was a possibility
ol his being put to the trouble of going to
ihe prison without being enabled to secure
ftdioinsion.

The remainder of the resolutions express
great gratitude to the army and navy,
promise economy in state expenditures,
and expatiate on blessings of free dom from
slavery, express thanks to citizens of for-

eign birth for their aid in putting down the
rebellion and saving the country. General

South Carolina delegation headed by Gov-
ernor Perry bad aa interview with the
President at four o'clock this, Wednesday
afternoon, which resulted in the mutual
satisfaction of the parties.

It appears the delegation was suggested
at various town meetings throughout the
State, and the members had been selected
and were on their way to this city befoVe
the news that Governor. Perry had been
appointed provincial Governor of the State,
Governor Perry first heard of his appoint-

In the coarse of the interview cf this af-

ternoon Governor Perry assured the Pres-

The Lunatic Aslyumis a noble structure,
with two wings, the whole forming two
two sides of rectangle, and an octagonal
building in the center, at tbe junction of
the two wings. It is located very near
the northern extremity of tbe if land, a fine
view being obtained from tbe upper win-
dows over the widening waters of East
River, with its many islands and blooming
banks. Dr. H. L. Parsons is the resident
physician. The number of patients under-
going treatment at the present tiine com-
prise Ji males and 457 females. They
frequently arrive at the rate of three or
four day sixteen having arrived last
week and ara not discharged quite so
rapidly as they come.

, Soma ef the men are employed in tbe
garden, and nil the vegetables that are
use! on the place axe raised by tha pa-
tients. '
' In meet asylums, the number of men ex-

ceeds tha number of women confined. Here
the converse of the ru'e ia apparent. It is
accounted for by the fact that the causes
os insanity bear more heavily upon wo-

men than upon men. The women who are
patient at the asylum are generally of the
poorer classes ; they tit at home, are con-
fined to a narrow rsge of thoughts,
while the men have more liberty and
freer access to the worid. A very
large proportion of the insane are for-
eigners, and most of these are f'mles. Dr.
Parsons ascribes the fact, ia a measure, to
homesickness, to the strange and exciting
surroundings of new country upon wo-

men of feeble minds. And the mania
sometimes incident upon child-birt- h is a
lrequent cause of insanity among women.
Alcholism is another common cause, both
with women and men. Intemperate per-
sons become insane either from the imme-
diate effects of ft single U lpree." or from
long continued use of alcohol ; though Dr.
Parsons is of the opinion that the latter is
the more frequent cause of insanity. Ven-
ereal diseases are also frequent.
