REVENUE DECISION.

WASHINGTON, August 2.
The Commissioner of Internal Kevenue

has decided that a mortgage to secure an
annuity of fifty dollars per annnm during
the life of an annuant, the present value cf
the annuity being specified in the condi-
tion of the mortgage at six thousand dol-

lars, is sulject to a stamp duty of six dol-

lars. Produce brokers are required to pay
a tax of three-fourth- s per cent on their
sales, and are considered brokers under
section nine. This tax is additional to the
license tax. The section of the act
of June 30, 1864, es that for the pur-

pose of this act the term real estate shall be
include all lands, tenements and heredita-
ments corporal and incorporal.

The commissioner says it w ill hardly be
