General Sherman was invited to attend
the Fourth of July celebration in Boston.

The Accident on the Atlantic & Great
Western Railway.

[Special Correspondence Cleveland LEADER.]

MEADVILLE, August 10, 1865.
The last and most reliable reports from

the scene of the accident last sight on the
Atlantic & Great Western Bailroad, give
the following particulars : The train had
just left Jamestown, it being perhaps a
mile east ot the station at the time; of the
explosion. Ihe road here crosses a ravine
by a high trestle work, and immediately
beyond passes through a deep cut The
train consisted of a freight car filled with
express goods, a baggage car, and three or
four passenger coaches. The last coach
was upon the trestle-wor- and the rest of

the train in the cut or entering it, when
the left side of the engine boiler exploded,
throwing the engine over to the right, and
piling the rest of the train upon it. The
train was going at the rate of twenty or
twenty-fiv- e miles an hou--. The freight
ana baggage cars were piled upon the
wrecked engine in a mass of ruins. The
engineer and fireman were thrown up into
the air nigner man ine top oi ue cut,
fwhioh is about eighty feet men,) and
thrown into the lot at the side some twenty
reds. They struck the ground with such
force as to bound about thirty leet. They
were so badly injured that they died last
night, The news-bo- y was so badly hurt
that it is thought he cannot live. The
baeeage-matte- r had stopped eff at Corry,
his district east of that point having been
temporarily assumed by the express mes
senger. This man tscapOKl without irjury,
being weltered oy ine boxes ana baggage.

A piece ot ue engine, weiening aoout
two hundred pounds, was found about half
a mile from the wreck.

A New Peril and its Remedy.

Editor Clevblajtd Leader T At the
great ovation meeting in New York on
the 7th of June last, the following resolu

tion was unanimously adopted:" " " ' "T

Resolved, That we hold this truth to be
that to him with whom we

can entrust the bullet to save the life of the
nation we can entrust the ballot to pre-

serve it. And we invoke the co operation
of the Federal and State Governments
throughout the Union to use all lawful
means to establish a system of suffrage
which shall be equal and just to all loyal
men, black as well as wnive."

It would seem that there should not be
any dissent from the above resolution, and

that the largest liberty should be favored

in discussing it. It appears now, however,

that this momentous question has taken a

new phase. '

For the time being, whether it be oonsu

tutional or not seems not to be discussed,

but tne cry is, We , are not ready to act,
and there is a division of opinion on the
subject, and the party will be divided-i-f we

discuss the subject, and therefore we should

let it drop for tne present." I am not one
who believes in that doctrine, J. believe
the way to avoid division is to discuss, to
speak and write on the subject freely.

do not think the time has come to say that
a Union Bepublican, because he is or be
cause he ia not in favor of universal negro
Buffraga, is either to be read .in or out of

We have passed through our peril, and
we could not have passed through it thus
successfully except by the aid ot negroes.
But we were brought to the point of ac
cepting their aid an soldiers with us, and to
fight in the same division only by the most
terrible experiences and trial. We came
then to the point of offering them liberty
if they would join us, and moreover of
guaranteeing that they should be main
tained in their freedom. This was " upon
a military necessity.

A. necessity equally cogent urges us to
guard against " The New Peril" by be-

stowing the right of exercising the elective
franchise upon the " true friends of free
dom "at the South, giving him who has
fought for his government the right to vote
for its preservation.

The peril to the life of the nation drove
us to call for negro soldiers, ana the na-

tion had well nigh perished before it was
done, and now let us need

THE WARNING.

Let us not wait for the " New Peril " to
corue upon the nation. That the. "New
Peril " is imminent no one can reason a b
doubt, It is no time to shield yourslf un
der the excuse of the " irrepressible con
fact of the races, and under the anticipi
tion of the l elation ot tne colored race.
This very isolation will tend to make cer
tain the realization ot all those dreaded ex
periences which the "New Peril only por-
tends. Let every one ask himself whose
fault it ts if the "New Peiu" is actually
realized f

Let the holders of the national s
cukrriEs look to this subject, for a sight
disposition of it will secure tbem pecuniary
salvation.; Enfranchise tbe colored
people at the South, and you thereby
have a good and sufficient guaranty that
so rebel " shall ever gain admission
into Congress." You have a certain assur-

ance' and an unfailing security that the
public credit shall remain unassailed, and
that no "flag of repudiation " shall ever be
raided--- . -

In what I have said above I hive taken
it tor granted that it ia legal ani constitu
tional for the loyal people of the nation to
do what 1 have advocatea, ana also tnat
"isolation of .the colored race" is not the
sure road to safety. But of each of these
hope to speak hereafter. It is also due to
the blacks that they should be entranch
red. Without such enfranchisement the

pledge of the Government that they should
be maintained in their freedom cannot be
fulfilled. Experience has shown this abun
dantly in the legislation of Tennessee,
since the reorganization of its State gov
ernment, and the treatment the blacks are
receiving all through the South.

But of this I cannot now speak further.
My only excuse for taking up so much of
yonr valuable space is the great interest
feel into important a subject.
