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Incipient Repudiation.
The Democracf have made taxation of

Jennie Franklin, the victim and instru

ment of the double murder, was born in
Boston, Massachusetts, of poor but respect-
able parents, and remained there till nearly
sixteen years of age, earning her livelihood
as a factory girL one men, in consequence
of her seduction by some wortnless, and,
unfortunately, nameless wretch, left home
and came to Chicago, in August of last
year. In this city, falling into the com
pany of a Keeper ot a notorious house of.
prostitution, or, as it was vermaa, assig-
nation house," situated at Ko. 60 Quincy
street, and kept by a woman named tar ley,
Jennie Franklin became confirmed in a
vicious course of life, and subsequently
was made the subject of abortions by
two "doctors." About, or at the time
of the operation, she went to reside
with Madame Beaufort, the keeper of a
female hospital on State street, and there
lived about two months, when she left the
city to visit her friends in the East. - After-
wards, on account of some disagreement
with her relatives, the eirl returned to
Chicago, and formed the acquaintance of
one ilarry vrews, "Jtfqv ol Joliet, tne
son oi a Methodist minister, went into a
house of prostitution, on btate street, kept
by a woman named Stewart, as a kept
mistress. While there, she agrain evinced
symptoms of pregnancy, and fearful of her
situation, went with a friend to Joliet to
see Crews, and be helped in her situation
She was told that he would discard her,
but, strong in her love, and expressing
preference for death rather than not see
him, shi went, liar recep.ion, ot course,
can easily be imagined ; the man she was
in search of refused to even speak to her,
when, broken hearted and ill, she agtin re
turned to Uincago.

Believing that it was her situation alone
that made her lover desert her. she deter
mined to get rid of the imagined cause of
her trouble, and though frequently warned
at length accompanied Mrs. Early as above
mentioned, to the offioe of Dr. Brooks, No.
18 Uhlich Block, oa North Clark street, and
was by him accepted as a "patient" at his
residence, No. 189 Kinzie street. While
here an abortion was performed on her
little over a week ago, from the effects of
which she died early en Tuesday morning
last.

Sib; I got your letter and was glad t

find that you had not forgotten Jordan.anl
that you wanted me to come back and lira
with you again, promising to do better tor
me than any body else can. I have f'.en
felt uneasy about you. I thought the Yen- -
a ooa wouiu nave nung you beiore t"S tor
harboring Bebs. they found at your house.
I suppose they never heard about your go-
ing to Colonel Martin's to kill Ue Union
soldier that was left by "his company in
their stable. Although you shot at me
twice before I left you. I oid not want to
hear of your being hurt, and am glad yon
are still living. It would dome good to g
back to the dear old home again and see
Miss Mary and Miss Martha, and Allen,
Esther, Green and Lea.

back without some proof that you are sin-
cerely disposed to treat us hindly and just-
ly and we have concluded to test your
sincerity Dy asking you to send us our
wages for the time we served you. This
will make us forget an,d forgive old scores,
and rely on your justice and friendship in
the future. I served you faithfully for 32
years, and Mandy 20 years, at $25 per
montn ior me, ana z per wees: lor jianay.
Our earning would amount to $11,680.
Add to this the interest for the time our
wages has been kept back and deduct what
you paid for our clothing, and three doc
tors visits to me, ana pulling s tooth fur
Mandy, and the balance will show what
we are in justice entitled ta Please send
the money by Adams Express, in care ot V.
Winters, Esq , Dayton, Ohio If you fail
to pay us for faithful labors in the past, we
can nave utue laita in your promises in
the future. We trust the good Maker has
opened your eyes to the wrongs which you
and your fathers have done to me and my
fathers, in making us toil for you for gene-
rations without recompense. Here I draw
any wages every Saturday night, but in
Tennessee there was never any py day
for the negroes aay more than for the
horses and cows. .

We find the following narration in tha

Nashville correspondence of the Cincin-nati0o-- e,

showing that it is very diff-
icult for the white men of Tennessee to
learn that colored men have rights which
they are bound to respect, and that they
are reciying lessons from courts of justice
established by Gnuera! Fisk. Assistant
Commissioner of the Freedmen's Bureau,
of a very emphatic description. The one
quoted occured but the other day, and is
both amusing and instructive:

An oid and highly respected citizen of
trim cwuuy, named ADerneioy a gooa
wteuuxust, oy us way refused to pay his
colored laborers the wages he had agreed
to pay them, and, as a last resort, two of
the most intelligent of his employees came
into tne x reeumen s uourt, made oath to
the contract and to the fact of, , . . -
rnent, ana an oraer was accordingly issued
to bring the venerable patriarch into court
to answer. When the order reached the
old gentleman he was astonished beyond
measure, arid, doubtless, would not have
designed to respond to it had not a guard
been present to enforce it His neighbors,
of course, were greatly excited. The ven
erable old Abernethy was arrested and or-

dered to report forthwith at Nashville?
Despatches were sent to the city, and when
he arrived he was met at the depot and es-

corted to General Fisk's headquarters by
respectable body of o i citizens, whose
woe-bego- countenances indicated the
deep disgust and horror which swelled
their chivalrous bosoms. Arrived at head
quarters :
