The Congress 01 the United States,
1798, passed what were known as the Alien

Sedition laws, the former providing

the removal from the country of such
aliens as might be adjudged "dangerous to

peace and safety of the United stales,"
such as there might be reasonable

ground to suspect were "concerned in any

treasonable or secret machinations against

the government" The latter provided for

the punishment of persons wno snouia "un
lawfully combine or conspire togetner wim
intent to oppose any measure or measures

the eovernment," UP 'V
"excite any unlawful combinations," or de
fame the government by falsely writing or
speakirg in a scandalous manner against
any branch of the same. The Federal
Courts were made the abiters ol questions
arieine under these acts.

to these enactments the States of Vir

ginia and Kentucky made violent opposi

tion. Their Legislatures adopted tne
Virginia and Kentucky Resolutions

of LI98, enunciating doctrines wiucn nave

been a d in American politics

from that time to the present. The first of

the Kentucky Resolutions contains the

HIS FINANCIAL TALENT AS AUDITOR.

His rwliiical friends, bv a tinkering with
ihn currencv and finances of the State, had
pretty well exhausted both, and the State
Stocks were sailing dull at 60 and 60
cents on the dollar.

BROUGH AND THE NATIONAL GUARD.

General Grant had been made Lieuten-
antof General and took command on the Po-
tomac He was rallying all bis strength

of
for the approaching conflicts with General
Lee; and while he was planning there,
Gov. Brough at Columbus was equally in-

tenthas upon the question, how can the Army
in of the Potomac be so strengthened as to

make victory certain. He thought to some
purpose. He found in Ohio a National
Guard organized to defend the State
against invasions frem the South. Straight-
waythat he proposed to several of the West
ern Governors to offer to the General Gov-
ernment the temporary services of an ex-

tra tore of something like one hundred
of thousand men, to enable Gen. Grant to call

to his aid all the forces doing guard duty
over a wide area of territory. They re-

sponded to his suggestion. It was propos-
ed to bring into tbe field a large force of
State militia, to serve for one hundred
days. The offer was accepted and Gov.
Brough, on the 23a of April, telegraphed
tbe Adjutant General of Ohio to order out
30,000 militia, the greater portion to serve
out of the State. This was Saturday. On
the following Monday an order was
issued calling to the several places of ren-
dezvous the National Guards, to be mus
tered into the United States service for
one hundred dsys. They were to appear
on tho "i of May, and by four o'clock the
commandants were to report the number
present for duty, A short time, truly, for

The principles and policy, so necessary
for tbe protection ot our government, to
enable us, as a nation, to bear the burdens
imposed upon us by this wicked and terri-
ble rebellion ; to reluve us at an early
day from high taxation, and to cherish and
protect tbe honor and credit of the gov-
ernment, and enable it to pay promptly,
not only the interest upon, but eventually
the principal of the public debt, are so
clearly set lorth therein, as to require noth-

ing from me but a simple endorsement of
them, which I meat gladly give.

The adoption of, and strict adherence to,
tbe principles laid down in jour circular,
will make us, I verily believe, within a
quarter of a century, tne greatest and rich-

est nation on the globe.
This wicked rebellion, waged for the

purpose ot dividing and destroying our
Union, in the efforts to accomplish which,
the nations and governments of the Old
TTurm oympsinizoi, n not airec.iy aiaed,
was pn.t down by us, without either aid or
sympathy from abroad, and as our own
people furnished the funds cheerfully and
promptly, necessary to carry on the war.
so will they, if protected in their labor and
manufacturing skill and industry, pay the
interest on the debt, and rapidly reduce the
amount of the principal.

This appears to be so plain and certain
to me, that I only wonder why any sane
man should doubt it. I therefore hail
with joy your circular and hope its princi-
ples may fltd a lodgment in every loyal
neart.

By wise acts of legislation, we mu-- t
protect the labor of our country against
foreign labor. Let us buy lees and
sell more, keep from sending our
coin abroad to buy articles we can
make and produce at home, encourage
emigration as our country should continue
to be as she has been, the srylum for the
oppressed of all nations. lrt tbe manu
facluring of the nation be diffused, so as to
carry it into the very neirt ot the agricul
tural region, and sSord a market for s
large portion of the products of the North
West, at their very doon, and the war
debt of this nation will dissolve as ice be
fore the genial sunshine.

Gentlemen: I have received the cir
cular of your Executive Committee, and
most cordially concur in the obj jet of your
Association. I am a firm believer in tbe
policy ot a high tariff, both as a source of
revenue and as a protection ol American
industry. I regard it as prelerable to any
other mode of taxation and fur the follow-
ing reasons: Whilst the amount will be
large, the expenses of collection will be
comparatively iignt. it is a voluntary
tax, which will be paid by those only who
choose to indulge in loreign luxuries. It,
therefore, will be scarcely felt and cannot
be complained of as oppressive. It will foster
and protect the business, the indue try, and
the enterprise of our country. Just in tbe
proportion that our National industries are
made to supply all our wants, will be our
independence ot all foreign coun
tries and in the precise ratio that
these industries increase and thrive,
will they create a demand for the products
of agriculture, rood and tuel enter
largely into the co nsumption of labor and
the value of every manufactured article.
If we were all farmers, the want of a mar-
ket would be but tbe beginning of cur
wants. A high taritf will give security
and stability to our finances and guard
against those ruinous revulsions which ex-

perience has shown to result from excessive
free importation Secretary McCulloch
has appointed a very able Communion to
propose a system of Revenue Lews
for the consideration of Congrats. And
I feel assured that their labors will justify
the wisdom of the Secretary in selecting
just tbe right men for that important duty,
and that we shall have an admirable sys-
tem of taxation, equal and just in all its
bearings free from petty annoyances, con-
fined to a very tew articles, and yet ade-
quate to all the wants of our government.
Such a system, exempting land and labor
from oppressive taxation, will lay deep
and strong the foundations of National
credit, and it will secure to us this consola
tory measure of retributive justice; tha
two nations wnicn nave done most to aid
the rebellion and ruin our country will,
through a high tariff, share in the burdens
of our publie debt.
