Death of Commodore Collins.
Commodore John Collins, of the United

States Navy, died very suddenly at North
Conway, N. H-- on the 2d. He was born
at Bexter, N.H, in 1795, entered the navy
iu 1 8 11, and was employed in active service
during the war- - with Ureal Britain. He
was attached to the frigate Constitution
during the memorable battle with the Java.
When Commodore Long commanded the
frigate Sarande on tbe Mediterranean sta
tion, be was assigned the delicate task of

bringing Kossuth to this country. He
was obliged to place some restrictions on
Kos-uth- 's speech-makin- at Marseilles, in
order not to compromise onr government,
and Kossuth considered himself badly
treated, and left the Saranac at Gibraltar,
but the Commodore's action was fully
sanctioned by our government, la 1858,

the Commodore was appointed flsg-cfllc-

on the facitia station, and held tnat post
tor two yearn, when ill health obliged him
to relinquish his command and return
heme. He was a citizen of Exeter, N. H.,
and was much respected and beloved by a
large circle of friends.

Official Reports of the Progress of the
Cholera.

Advices have been
Department at Washington.of the progress
of tbe cholera. Under date of August 19th,
1865, the United States Consul at Port
Mahon informs the Department that there
is now at the quarantine a Turkish steamer
which left Alexandria, Egypt, with eigh--
VeOU IiuuUawA ptilgna. aMivad ftf
Fort Mahon with but twelve hundred and
eighty. Five hundred are reported as
having died en route rrom the effects of
Asiatic cholera. The captain of the vessel,
on arriving at Fort Mahon, reported to
the authorities that there were no conta-
gious or other diseases on board, but, upon
examination of the steamer by the quaran-
tine officers, deal bodies in an advanced
state of decomposition were found. The
captain pleaded ignorance of it, and aver-
red that be was nut aware that any such
cases existed. This statement, however, is
not credited, and the nve hundred not ac-

counted for may have perished from the
cholera. Very little faith is placed in his
statements, and the discrepancy of the re-

port with the facts as developed leave it
it in great doubt. . The Consul reports that
all mails and despatches from quarantine
are now delivered. Beports received at
Port Mahon concur io the opinion that the
vburera, a. apadttally piuglwsnipn; w)twBrd--
ly. The Consul reports that thus far tbe
fnttkett fefcMftffB&Uir' JUl$mhS'bA'$
religion does not allow them, while passing
to and from Mecca, to sleep in beds, to
wash or to eat any warm food. They are
covered with filth and vermin, and are
spreading disease all over the Mediterra-
nean.

The United States Consul at Palermo,
under date of August 14tb, informs the
Department that, owing to a serious spread
ol the cholera at Ancona, wbere already
some eight hundred people have died, and
isolated cases bavin e also happened in oth-
er towns of Italy, France and Spain, tbe
local authorities have Imposed seven days
of quarantine on all arrivals from French,
Italian and Spanish ports, including Gib-
raltar.

A letter to the Chronicle, dated Con stan --

tinople, August 18th, states that the chol-
era is increasing in its ravages. Foar
hundred persons are buried every day and
tbe population is fleeing to the mountains:
There is a wholesale depopulation of the
laborine classes.

On Wednesday moraine of last week
the "Homestead" well, on the Hiner Farm,
ceased flowing. It is supposed by good
judges that it was caused by a well being
bored oa tbe storey ifarm, close by, wnicn
is now atxul six hundred feet deep, and
that the water flooded the Homestead"
well. On Saturday the Superintendent
had the lower valve taken out of. the well,
which has always been is, and tbe engine
put in order to pump' her, and they are
still in hopes that she will flow in a short
time.

The Columbiana Petro-
leum Company struck oil on last Friday
at tbe depth ot two hundred and twenty
feet They have a good show, and are pre-
paring to tube aad pump it. Their well
is located at the mouth of Sik Ban, which
euiptiee into tbe middle fork of Beaver,
about eighty miles from the town of Co-

lumbiana, at a place called Jtlkton, tbe
junction of the New Lisbon and Ashtabula
Mailroad, which is completed from where
it crosses the Pittsburgh, Fort Wayne and
Chicago Bailway to Mew Lisbon, and tbey
expect to finish it as far aa Elkton
this season. So they will have splendid
opportunities for shipping their oil.. The
oil is of the best lubricating quality yet
discovered. Tbe company have purchased
and leased a large quantity of oil territory,
and are about making a joint

and Belling some of their interest in
the oil territory. The well will be tubed
and pumped this week, I expect If to, I
shall endeavor to give you tbe results.

Miscellaneous Oil Items.
The Genesee Valley Oil Company have

struck a new well near Funkville, and are
pumping from thirty to forty barrels per
day.

Tbe Ccquette Well is again flowing two
hundred barrels per day,and constantly in-

creasing. .

James Huffman, on M'Elheney rum
seven miles from McConnelsville, Ohio,
struck oil at twenty-thre- feet on tbe 29 lb
ult, and pumped from the well fifteen bar-

rels of oil.
The Pittsburgh Oil Company struck a

flowing well oa Dnck creek, one-hal- f mile
below Newburg, Noble county, Ohio, on
the 2 2d ult It was struck, as we learn,
about two o'clock in the morning, and
shortly after took fire, burning the derrick,
walking beam, &). It is said that forty
barrels of oil were gathered from reservoirs
in the vicinity, all of which flowed out
before arrangements lor tanking it could
be made. The well is four hundred feet
deep.

The present yield of Venango county is
estimated at not less than eight thousand
barrels, and at tbe pre lent rate of striking
new wells, the daily production will proba-
bly in a lew montbs reach ten thousand
barrels. Careful capitalists and business
