Death of a Union General.
Brigadier General Alexander Echemmel-flnni- g,

who has been suffering from
contracted in the service, died on

Thursday morning at Hinersville, near
Beading, Pennsylvania. He entered the
army as Colonel of the Seventy-fourt- h

Pennsylvania Volunteers, and served suc-

cessively under Fremont, Sigal, Pope and
Hooker, and was present in many of the
leading battles in Virginia. In February,

aV4. ka was sent to South Carolina, and 'served on James auu iuuhu
had the honor of being the first to enter
Charleston when General Sherman flanked
that city; and remained for some time in
command of the city and the defenses.

He was relieved on account of
but failed to receive the benefits that he
expected from home, care and quiet, and
died leaving a name behind him that da--
serves to be held in bonored remembrance.

Gov. Marvin on Pardons.
Elsewhere we give a summary of Pro-

visional Governor Marvin's proclamation

"Where the person offering to vote comes
within the exceptions contained in the
Amnesty Proclamation, and shall have
taken the amnesty oath, and shall have
made application to the President for a
special pardon through the Provisional
Governor, and shall have been recom-
mended by him for such pardon, the In-
spectors or Judges of the election may, in
most instanoes, properly presume that such
pardon baa been granted, though, owing to
the want of mail tacilities, it may not have
been received by the party at the time ot
the election I"

We suspect Gov. Marvin will be notified
that it is something more than the "want
of mail facilities" tat stops the lwHnna
Only a lew aajs since, tne l resident was
reported to have resolved on granting no
more pardons for tbe present. At all
events, if he means to stand by his own
proclamation, he can scarcely delegate his
pardoning power to all his Provisional
Governors, and allow each of them to del-

egate it over again to innumerable 'In
spectors of Elections with liberty to receive
votes from the excepted "in most instan-
ces." When and whom are they to refuses
and why ? Why should anybody not be
refused 7 The matter may be of no great
consequence down in Florida, but it shows
the propriety of adopting some general
policy for the whole South.
