THE PEWABIC DISASTER.

Capt. McKay .of the Pewabic Appeals.
from the Decision of Local

to the Supervising Inspector.
License in Restored.

We learn from the Detroit Tribune, of
Saturday, that Capt. McKay, of the Fewa-bi- c,

hat made a successful appeal from the
decision of the Detroit Local Inspectors,
Captains Binders and Btlph, who, it will
be remembered, after a patient investiga-
tion into the cause of the deplorable collis-
ion between the Meteor and Pewabic, de-

cided to deprive Capt. McKay of his license,
to the Supervising Inspector, Mr. Alfred

Guthrie, who, as will be seen by the report
and accompanying decision below, has re-

stored Capt. M.'s license, on the ground
that, nnder the circumstances in which he

unfortunately placed, he did the best
he could, the mate being alone responsible.
Tbe Inspector, in making np his decision,
has taken counsel of experienced men, in- -
eluding Capts. Spaulding and Nicholson,
whose opinions ara certainly entitled to
great weight.

As this case has from the first been cf
great interest to many of our readers,
and is bound to have a still deeper Interest,
inasmuch as the officers of the steamer
Meteor are to be tried in civil court in this
city, we will give, notwithstanding its
length, the report of the Inspector. It runs

that Capt McKay was regularly and prop-
erly off duty 1 but, at least one minute be
fore tnecollision, be bad resumed his duties
as muter and Pilot: relievin Mr. Olava
land from further enarge ; at this instant,
tbere was imminent danger of fearful col-
lision ; at this critical moment, taking com-
mand, he ordered the wheel to be put "hard
port," the result of which order would be

(if anything at that time could be done) to
swing the Fewabio away from the impend-
ing blow and ease off by a glancing stroke
the shock Which he saw wsA inevitable.

mo ejiuuiaau vigilant oare ana a raitniui
discharge of their proper duties. This rep- -
uaa.iun naa oeeu austainea lor years, and
it should certainly go to his credit.

From all the facts I have been able to
gather in this most ssd and affecting acci
dent, with the full determination from tha
first that the guilty parties should be, if
riesioie, louno out and brought to justice,

Thi Miboihp Fiiymai Fouxd. An Irish-
man named Henry K oiler has been for some
time in the employ of Mr. John Dsmarse,
the n ferryman. He was in the
habit of using the boat in the evening, and
on Friday night was out as usual en the river.
Saturday morning neither he nor the boat
was to be found. Mr. Demarao became
alarmed, fearing that Henry had become
intoxicated, and fallen overboard, while
the boat had drifted out into the lake. The
theory seemed plausible. Mr. D. offered a
reward for any information res pee ting the
mysterious case. He was in great suspense
until two o'clock yesterday afternoon, when
a tug from Black River came to this port,aad
on its deck stood Eoeler, the ferry boat in
tow. The story of the adyenture is as fol-

lows :

Henry drank quite freely Friday evening,
and by ten or eleven o'clock got intoxicated
and sleepy.
