There Would be from forty to
sixty deaths per day and these places would
be filled with sick from the stockade, and
deaths frequently occurred in the stockade.
Some died who had never received medical
attention. Persons waiting In the stockade
for medical attention would die before car-
ried to the hospital. The witness wa here
shown the hospital regular register, and he
stated that he recognized the book
as being the hospital book. Ha saw no
marks to indicate that it had been tunpered
with except some pencil marks which he
supposed to be check marks.

The book was here offered in evidence by
Colonel Chlpmu. It is the record of the
hospital at Acdersonville..

Frederick M. Jayne, clerk to the Com.
mission, testified that he had prepared the
exhibit ot tbe number cf deaths irom the
bocks. In doing this he had made tha
check marks referred to by the witness.

Dr. Thomberg resumed. The number
returned to the stockade from the hospit-
als was very smalL Many who got well
were detailed as nurses, or on duty outside
the stockade. Had frequently seen men
brought out of the stockade, and no on
knew what became of them. One hilf of
those who died could have been saved had
proper diet and accommodations been fur-
nished. Ia Auguvt five or six building
were erected in the northwest corner of
the stockade. .In the beginning of this
year nine were erected in the south part.
Witness knew nothing of the capacity of
the sheds or how many persons they would
hold. Many of the prisoner built shelter
with boughs, old blankets or anything they
could get. There was frost and some ice
during tne winter. In the emaciated con-
dition of the prisoners, the weather was
cold enough to freeze them to death.
During tbe summer of 1864 in the hottest
weather the thermometer, stood 96 or 100

the shade. In the summer of 1865 it
was mu&h wjumar o attouuon

the name o! O. Gernly, 106th Pennsyl-
vania regiment, on the legister, who was
frozen to death during the winter of 1864.

By Mr. Baker Witness thought th
building erected in the stockade, by order

Wiiz, was the property of the hospital
and in charge ot Dr. White. Frequently
prisoners would be sick when they arrived.
Witness never treated a person who had

received a gunshot wound inside the
stockade. Saw a man's leg amputated
who had been shot ty the guard but for
what he did nut know. He had frequently
seen men brought out of the stockade
with wounds on them ; they were dead.
He saw some who had their skulls broke
and he had treated one or two who had
been wounded in the stockade by thtir
comrades. In the early part of June he
had treated 500 patients a day. ' He never
wa interfered aith by Wirz, who, the
witness thought, showad a disposition for
the surgeons to do all they could for the
patients. Large quantities oi vegetables
were entered- - on the hospital books as
bought, but were never brought to the
hospital. The vegetable weie bought with
the hospital fuod, and there must have
been fraud committed. The amount of
hospital funds allowed by the government,
had it been drawn, would have been enough
to supply all necessary things to the hospital.

The hospital tuna snouia nave urxu
drawn from the commissary. Th witness
