The name of the young man who was
killed, was James Ryan, of Delaware. He
was not in the employ of Mr. Stearns, the
quarryman, as waa stated, bat of the C. 0.

C. Railroad Company. ' Ba was standing
n the front end of a flat ear loaded with

railroad ties, next to the tender of the en-
gine. The train was on the main track
leading through the .quarry- - Ryan waa
waiting to uncouple his car from the tender:
standing with his face to the engine. . The
train was backing at considerable speed
psst the dock ef Mr. Stearns, when! one of
the projecting ties cams in contact with
some Sagging piled np op the dock. The tie
was pushed forward with great force, and
struck the young, man on the back of the
neck, knocking him off the ear. He fell down
between it and the tender, his head strik
ing the brake-bea- His skull waslnstant-l- y

crushed, and he doubled down upon the
track. The wheels, in passing over him,
broke one of his legs. His arm waa not oat
off, aa was reported.

copy ot a note was left on mi liiDie :

"Sobdat I have gone out for a walk-
perhaps I will return shortly.

BENNETT G. BURLEY."

Evsry effort was immediately made to get
some elue to his whereabouts, and the pros-
pects are now that Mr. Burley will have
the privilege of soon returning. The key
by which the escape was effected wss one
that bad been made so as to Ut tbe outer
doors of tbe prison, and also the cell of the
prisoner, which was left in the lock of the
outer door.
