FENIANISM.

NEW YORK, September 22.

A Dublin letter to tha London Tele
graph says: There is reason to believe
that the Government is giving to Fenian- -
ism an attention which evinces contidera- -
ble official anxiety on that tuljct. The
extent cf reorganization, especially in the
county of Cork is known to be very great.
It is believed that arms in formidable
numbers are in the hands oi the affilitated,
and these arms come from abroad, being
sent by American brethren. In support
of this view it is mentioned that rifias are
sold throughout the country and districts
at a third of their apparent value. But
this would be just aa good evidence to
show that parties are purchasing a class of
guas warranted to do no hurt to anybody
except the man who attempts to fire it.
Almost every steamer which comes, over
from America brings a handful, and some-

times good handful, of disbanded Yankee
soldiers ; and while there is nothing very
unnatural in this, considering that on the
other side of the Atlantic they have just
got to the end of a war in which the Irish is
bore a prominent part. .
