There are forty five blocks on Fifth
avenue, and three hundred and fortv reei
deuces ; with the exception of some cheap
and old fashioned shanties far up toward
the Park, there is not a house oa the entire
avenue that cost lees than $22,000. The
average cost of these houses is $38,000, and
the average rents of them, when there are
any to rent, is $3,000. The average ccet
of a furnished house on the avenue is $400
a month; by which yon can see that a
loaging alone, in this lnlant quarter
manna tan, is not tar rrom ?5,Wu a year,
To keep house in the average way, on the
avenue, will cost $12,000, and this it the in
terest of upward of $200,000 at 6 per cent, but
at the ordinary American interest is even
as much at $125,0O(. The house of A. T.
(Stewart, just going np, will cost, when
completed, $800,000. It is built of, the
purest native marble, and has a front of
ninety feet, a depth of two hundred feet,
ana its architecture is ot the purest classi
cal "American.'' The present residence
of Mr. titewart, immediately opposite, is
forty by one hundred feet, and will rent
for thirty five hundred dollars. A few
doors from Stewart's new establishment,
and on the same side of the way, lies the
residence of William B. Astor, of spacious
ana suostenuai Dricx, trimmed with Drown
stone. This house cost sixtv thousand dol
lars, and looks Astor like, plain and em-
inently respectable. Mr. Astor ia the real-esta- te

king of New York, as Stewart il the
mercantile dictator, and Yanderbilt the
stock sovereign.

How retdy people generally are to con
tract debts in order to live sumptuously
for tbe present, even at the bazard of losing
the meant of living comfortably on the
proceeds oi honest labor.
.j romtne government oi a nmny we

may derive valuable Jettons applicable to
the government ol a Nation. One of the
first duties of a good parent is to guard his
child from danger, when it wou'd grasp
the naming lamp, entirely unconscious ot
the pain that would ensue.

A wise government will act the part of
a gooo. lamer, wno win maze provuion w
restrain the weakness as well as to provide
for the wants of his children. And like
tbe good Fath r of all, who makes tbe
right and wise use of everything a source
of pleasure, and at the same time finds it
necessary to fix a terrible penalty to idle
ness and the wrong or excessive use of the

of man. .
The fathers of our government showed

their wisdom bv prevailing on every State
to yield up to a general government the
entire right to cola money and regulate
the value thereof, hoping thereby to save
their posterity liom the blight ol a lauiog
psper money

They also induced all the States to agree
that tbey would not issue any bills of credit
or make anything a legitl tender but gold
and silver. Instead of profiling by tbe
wise foresight ol cur lathers, ceariy every
State has authorized Banks of issue, or
bills of credit which have produ d tbe ef
fects foretold by Washington. In a letter
to a member of tbe Legislature of Mary.
land, he says "that in exact proportion as
we alloy the precious metals or pour paper
money into tne volume oi tne circulating
medium, just in that proportion will every
thing in a country rise, ouch a course,
he said, "will not benefit the farner or tbe
mechanic It will only benefit tbe debtor,
as it will enable him to pay his debt with
a shadow instead ot a substance.

An inflation ot paper money raising, at
it hat done, the price of labor with all that
it dependant on it, tempta tbe world to sen
us everything, and at tbe same time makes
the products of labor with ua too dear to
tell in return witn profit.

With our present dependence on tbe use
of paper money, 1 believe it will be found
impossible to sacure tbe true interest and
honor of our country without a protective
tarin on ever 7 article that can be manu
factured out of raw material found in as
great perfection in our own as in other
parts of tbe world.

We shall need a protective tan II as a
proper stimulant to the labor of the coun
try, until we bfcome wise enough in our
legislation to cause a silver or gold dollar
to lie still for every paper dollar that is al
lowed to circulate as money.

When every paper dollar in our country
shall have a silver or gold dollar ready and
waiting to redeem it, we may then with
comparative safety rely ou direct taxation
to maintain tbe government credit of our
country. It will always be the privilege
and duty of tbe General Government to
furnish for the convenience of the people
an amount of paper circulation without
interest equal to tbe amount of silver and
gold that would be in circulation if no pa-
per money was allowed. Believing that
such a national paper circulation will al
ways be a bond of union between the
States.
