. Homestead Bill,

W give bolow this bill, as it passed
the House of Representatives. Two ol
its ptumiriem fentures are, that it excludes
from ils benefits such as are alreaily in the
possession of lind, or who may sell land
with an intention to oblain a free grani;
and that land aequired under this net shall
notbe held linble for debis contracted prior
to the issunnce of the patent.

It is not supposed that the Lill will pass
the Senate at this session—bul that it will
become o law before many yeard, we have
no doubt or fear=berause it ie demanded
by the best interesis of the whole country,
atd in designed to benefit aclass who have
Hever Wofore enjoyed bot few of the bles-
gings of government—=and none of iis
bounties—while in pence and in war they
have borne their (ull proportion of the
burdens,

T'he fullowing is the bill :

He it enacted, §c., That any person
who isthe head ol n family and o cilizen
of the United Stutes, or any person who
