Korotax Scort, was the son of » weal-
thy and respeewsble farmer in Durbarioo-
shire; and early in lite, afier repeatd ex
cursions fu a small skiff on ovne of the
large lakes of the Wesiern Highlands; o
getlier with the perusal of Robinson Cra-
soe, and Cuoke's Voynges, lie jifibided an
ardent desire to vigi) foreign countries. Lle
was of o warm and generous dispasitinne—
an enthusiant in whatever he underiook.
He wus sent, ot the age of sixteen, to Live
erpool, where lie wus employed in ihe
counting house of a merchant, who was a
feiend ol his father; aud his proficioney as
w eledk, indueed his employ er 1o offer him
the siwation of sopereargo, in & vessel
hound on a speculative voy age to La Guny-
ra, Carthogens, sod other poris on the
Spanish main, He there successiully pur-
sued lis voewtion, and realized a connider-
uble sum for bis employer aod Limself—
which he invested in indign snd specie,
and shipped on board of s schooner,
bound 1o Jamaica, intending to soil thenee
to Eogland with the next fleet.  [le was
captured, on the voyage, by a Spunish
privaieer, amd scot n prisoner to Sonta
Martha, where he %un thrown into a dun-
geon; but, by the Lindoess of a female,
and an old fisherman, he escaped in a
small eanoe, sl arvived afier nomerous
perila and privations, a1 Carthagena.  His
former liends received him eordiallyg sml
a lotter awaiied him (from Livcrpool) re-
questiog him, i there, to rewrn 10 La

The Dolphin was s handsome swift sail-
g pilot boat built sehooner, of. atiout 70
twns—rcarrying one eightoenpound gun,
umidships, upon » swivel carringe, lour
carronader, and a sufficient quanuty of
muskets, cutlasses, and bonrding pikes.
Slie was manned by only 82 men.  Her
eommander, Capiain Me——, was a native
of Prance; a low swtured young man, of
good edueation; a eheerful enmpanion, and
a fearloss snd wble seuman. He had made
several sucoessiul oruieer, and was dread

(though he ever treated his prisoners with
lumanity) as & sort of invuloersble sea
marsuder, He had s0 oficn  wounded
thwir pride, by defeat, and bad eaptured
so muny of their vessels, that he and his
erew expeeted no quarter il they elianeed
o (ull inte their bands,  OF this we were
all sware, but it gave us no uneasiness—
for wo dil not expeet, nor wish, 10 meet
with any Spanish vessels that might Lirln{
us o the voyage—which being to winl-
ward would necessarily be tedivud.  We
wore, however, mistaken.

We were next Uay stked by the very
sehooner whith had eaptiiet! iy vbancls
and afier an engagrinent of two holirs;
succeeded in cupturing her without any
loss of life,=~hough seversl men Wwerd
wounded on both sides,  The specio and
goods were atill on board § these were
transhipped—sent the prize 1o Carthngres
na, lm.rglu ler Spanish ccow 1ha long
boat, stored with provisions, directing
them to steor to Sunta Manha,  'They
wondered at our generosity lor they had

We resumed our voyage, with no sp-
pretiensiofi of meedlig with sy further
interruption from eraisers, and continued
to dash on to the Ward, All our an-
ticipations were, hiowWaver, fatally blighted,
and the Dolphin doomed never to
reach the port of ber destinntion.

On the afternoon of the fullowing day,
we saw u brig to windward of us which
we at first took 10 be m British merchant:
man, running westward under full sail.
As soon, it sppeared, an sle observed us,
she rapidly took in her studding sals, and
hauled her wind, evidenily to inlercept us
before she got too [ar 10 leaward, hien
slie rounded lo, wi could distinotly ob-
seeve her rig and her build, and to el
the truth, did not half “like the look of
her.”  She was & long, low, black, sharp
buill, suspicious lookmg vessel, of nearly
twico our tonnege, wiih sails of extraordi-
nary breadih. Tlor masts raked eo mach,
that a plummet dropped from the main
top-gallant mnn-h%dlwlﬂ. probably,
liave fal'en clesr of her stern. Bhe was,
indeed, a rakish looking eraft. sliogether,
—showing six large port-holes st a side,
painted- inside with red; and she had,
moreover, o wicked way of ber own (like

our schodner, indead,) of daghing over
or through i1, like
without making much noise about the
nose, or leaving & whirlpool in her wake:
Her deeks, oo, seemed 10 be covered with
men. I'here wana fresh 1op gullant breeze;
and we put about o the stacboard 1ack, in |
bopes she would hear away on her course,

or that we might got the weather-gage uf}
her, She might be sa enemy, and ﬁi meh

u case, with us, at leswt, «the bettel pan

of courage was discretion,"’

We no sooner weked, than the brig luff- |
et up 1n the wind, fo bring a gun to bear
upon usi and, the next moment, a shot
from her earried away our dolphin siriker; |
and she showed the Spanish flag at the
peak, and a Dblagk flsg, with a death's
head and marrow-bones palnted vpon it
al the main.

Captain M——;who wan sitling, in his
shirt sleeves, on the wiirail, coolly smo
king a cigar, beckoned me 10 him, and
whispered 10 e, that from the descripiion
he had beard, ho was certain that she was
the brig recenily fitted oul a1 Si. John's,
Pueriy Rico, for the express purpose of
taking him—dead or alise,—and 1hat the
Spanigh merchants, he had ldarned, had
st a price upon his bead.  Placing his
finger on his lips, as il 1w say, “uner oot
» word to dispirit my erew!"" He puton his
naval jucket, to the breast of which was
appended a gold medal 3 and, observing
the brig, which waga linle W windward,
gaining gradually upon ue, he called 10
the man st the helm, who had janmed
the seliponer eloge 1 the wind, “Keep her
full! Juhn? koep her [ull! and il we can't
run, we can fight!™

Lenping, at a bound, wpan the top of
the campanion way, with s telescope in
his hand, he thus (while he hoisted the
Columbian Aug, with his own hands, at the
pique) adidrensed hin nificers and men i—

* These Spaniards seen deiermined to
find of what etoff we are made; snd* we
musl show them, my lads! that though
they wronglully brand ue with the name
of rapocious plunderers, we can fight,
when oceasionl demands, for the honor and
independence of Colombis, without a hope
of any other prize than the shanered and
emply bulk of the enemy'd ship, Unken-
nel the bull-dog, my Uoys! (he added,
pointing 1o the great guf, which was cov-
ered by a hoat) give hitht a good allowance
of powder, and a douhle shot, and clear
the deck for action.  You, Norman! shall
w-day be eapiain of marines, Be handy,
brave hearts! she is nearing va fasi!”

The long gun was quickly uncoverdd
and 'owled. The four carrondes were
also prepared 3 and the gunners swood by,
with their matches in readiness. Fifiy
stand of arms were loaded and primed.
