Mr. Stanton Sholes writes as follows
to the National Intelligencer of August
22d :

In Septomber, 1791, we entered the
mighty waters of the great river Ama-
gon, of South America, and moored our
ship far up the river, near its left bank,
and sbreast of a plantation. My ob-
joet in recurring to thia part of my jour-
pal ig to show my views of the connex-
ion of the waters of the great Amazon
of South America with those of the
Gulf Stream of the North Atlantic
Qcean. After that voyage to the Ama-
zon I made several voyages to the Cay-
enne, the Surinam, and the Demerara
rivers, 8o that I became well acquainted
with the coast as well as the interior of
the eountry,

I will now give my views to prove
that the watérs of the Gulf Stream are
nothing more nor loss than the waters
ofthe river Amazon. This great father
of waters is bedded more than one thou-
sand miles immediately under tho equa-
tor, and all its tributary streams for
many thousand miles are constantly
pouring their hot water into this mighty
reservoir of water, Asthese watersare
gathered in under the burning sun of
the equator, it is extremely warm; far
more so than the Atlantic Oceanr waters
under the equator. This great body of
heated water shoots out into the Atlan-
tioc more than a hundred miles, in the
face of the eternsl trade winds. The
Amazon is sixty miles wide, and, after
being belted in its irresistable course, it
curyes off to the left and scuds off be-
fore the strong trade winds till out of
their reach. Driven along with great
foroe, it takes its course around the
great bay formed between the two con-
tinents of North and South America.—
Dashing along the northern ccast of
Bouth America, and passing to the lee-
ward of the West India Islands, it leaves
the shore of Cuba, and procesds along
the shores of Florida, the capes of Vir-
ginia, and the south coast of North
Ameries, and, passing the shores of New-
foundland, ends its mission among the
iccbergs which float out of the Northern
QOcean, Cut off the Gulf Stream, and
it would not be many years before the
North Atlantic wouﬁl filled with ice-
bergs that would be very destructive to
pavigation. But a wise Providence has
provided an eternal reservoir of hot wa-
ter constantly rushing around over the
back of the cold Atlantic to ita destina-
tion, where, after spending its vital
warmth among the icebergs, it is hurried
away by a new supply of native warm
water from the great Amazon. Seamen
ean always tell when in or out of the
Gulf Stream by dipping the hand in the
water alongside. gure y the wisdom of
and sll-wise Being is wounderfully die-
played in these trade winds, which hur-
ry this great body of water on its des-
tined course 8o goon as it is free from
the-confines of its great-reservoir.

Jndoubtedly this view will be new to
some readers, but what I have written
is from experience, and wad geen while
I was roving upon the mighty deep.—
The Gulf Stream, I repeat, is nothing
more nor less than the waters of the

eat Amazon of South Americs, I

ve crossed it in many places, and for
many yeéars have glided through its
warm water, always pleased to bave it
astern. The most violent storms from
whatever quarter they may come, never
change its course or its ourremt, but it
centinues to moye on in that irresista-
ble Power above.

It would be leasing to me (per-
bhaps one of thmest seﬁfuing tl:le;n
now living) if some one of our naval gen-
tlemen would sift- theso tions,
and cast overboard whatever is chaff;
remembering, however, that they have
come . from the hand of one who Las
stood at the wheel through many a ra-
g'mg, stortn, sud ono .who.takes graet
pride in our ‘young naval officers, who
will be the pride and bulwark of cur na-
tioral defence. God grant it!

This fact stares one in the face in every
company ; one meots ladies past fifty,
glowing, radient and blooming, with a
freshness of complexion and fullness of
outline refreshing to contemplate.—
What ‘ean be the resson? Tell us,
Musges and Graces, what can it be? Is
it the conservative power of sea-fogsand
coal-smoke—the same cause that keops
the turf green, and makes the holly and
ivy flourish 7

"How comes it that our married ladies
dwindle, fade and grow thin—that their
noscs inoline to sharpness, and their el-
hows to angularity, just at the time of
life when their island sisters round out
into s comfortable and becoming am-
plitade and fullness? Ifit is the fog
and the sea-coal, why, then, I am afraid
wo shall never come up with them.—
But perhaps there may other ecauses
why a country which starts some of the
most beautiful girls in the world produce
so few beautiful women. llave not our
closc-heated stove-rooms something to
do with it? Have not the immense
amount of hot biscuits, hot corn cakes,
and other compounds got up with the
aerid poison of saleratus, something %o
do with it ? Aboveall, has not our cli-
mate, with its alternate extremes of heat
and cold, & tendency to induce habits of
in-door indolence #  Climate, certainly,
Las a great deal to do with it; ours is
evidently more trying and more ex-
hausting ; and because it is so, we should
not pile upon its back errors of dress
and dict which are avoided by our
neighbora. They keep their beauty be-
cause they keep their health, It has
been as remarkable as a.nythinf to me,
since I have been here, that 1 do not
constantly, as at home, hear oneand an-
other spoken of as in miserable health,
as very delicate, &o, Health seems to
be the rule, and not the exeeption.. For
my part, I must say, the most favorable
omen that I knew of for female beauty
in America is the multiplication of wa-
ter-cure establishments, where our ladies,
if they get nothing else, do gnin some
idea as to the necessity of fresh air, reg-
ular exerciso, simple diet, and the laws
of hygiene in general.”
